Implementation Plan developed under those provisions is revised. 

seetion 110(a)(2)(L) of the 1990 clean Air Aet mandates that states colleet 
fees from all major stationary sourees required to obtain a eonstruetion 
permit. These fees are to be designed to eover all reasonable (direet and 
indireet) eosts of reviewing and aeting upon any applieation for such a . 
permit. 

Seetion 144.399(1)(a), stats., states that the Department may promulgate rules 
for the payment and eolleetion of reasonable fees for reviewing and aeting 
up on any applieation for a. eonstruetion permi t. seetion 144.399 (1) (e) , 
Stats., states that the Department may promulgate rules for the payment and 
eolleetion of reasonable fees for reviewlng and aeting upon any request for an 
exemption from the requirement to obtain an air pollution eontrol permit. 
The revisions proposed in this rule paekage inerease fees for eonstruetion 
permit applieations. 

A rev.ised exemption level for gaseous fuel eombustion in ehs. NR 406 and 407, 
based on a revised EPA emission faetor is ineluded. Referenees to ch. NR 411 
are to this ehapter as ereated by Natural Resourees Board Order AM-32-94

The fee for ea ch additional 

eonstruetion permit at different loeations shall be $400 eaeh, pIus the fees 

in sub. (2) exeept when the action speeified in sub. (2) has been eompleted 

for one loeation and a separate action as set forth in sub. (2) is not 

required for eaeh additional permit at eaeh different loeation. When an 

action covered under sub.

2. $1,500 for an applieation for an indireet souree if the permit is 

issued within 61 to 90 days of reeeipt of a eomplete applieation. 

(e) Any person reguiring a determination of exemption under s. NR 

411.04(2)(e) shall pay a fee of $275. 

(d) The fee under par. (a) shall be redueed by $150 if the permit 

applieant publishes the elass 1 newspaper notice reguired under s. 

144.392(5)(e), Stats. 

(e) Any person who applies for a eonstruetion permit for an indireet 

souree shall submit $1,000 with the applieation. This $1,000 may not be 

refunded unIess the department determines that a permit is not reguired. 

When a fee is reguired under par. (e), only the amount not reguired under par. 

(e) will be refunded.
