SECTIO.\ 1. All process issuing out of any eourt of record in Processes.
this State, shall be sealed with the scal of the court from which it
issues, and the clerks of the several courts of record in this state |
are hereby authorized to issue and deliver to any attorney of their
respective courts, blank process and seals to be used in sealing
process, under such rules as'may be prescribed by the supreme
or circuit courts.

Skc. 2. The judges of the supreme court are hereby authoriz- Rules.

cess, and also to regulate the manner in which judgments may be
entered in the supreme or circuit courts, as they may deem proper,
whieh rules shall be uniform, as near as may be, throughout the
state.
