The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
Senate and Assemnbly, do enact as follows :

Secrron 1. That William Payne, J. Fischbein, John
Fitzpatrick, J. Manu, William Blakely, George C. Daniels,
John Louler, E. 8. Turner, George P. Goulding, Jacob T.
Adriance, Williamn Schroder, Willium Voyernitze, Conrad
Hornifer, and Alfred Lumberson, be and they are hereby
appeinted commissioners, under the direction of a majority”
of whom subscriptions may be received w the capital stock
of the Saukville and Grafton Plauk Road Company, are
hereby incorporated, and they may cause hooks to be open-
cd at snch times and places as they shall divect, for the
purpose of receiving subscriptions to the capital stock of
said company, first giving thirty days’ notice of the times
and places of taking such subscription, by publishing the
samc in one or more newspapers printed in the county of
Washington or in some adjoining county.
