Secrion 1. The state road laid out and established from
the house of S. B. Newcor:b, on the north-east quarter of
section thirty, town seven, of range nine cast, in the coun-
ty of Dane; thence as laid out by the commissioners a
pointed by act of the legislature, approved March 11th,
1851, to Mineral Point, in Iowa county, by way of Blue
Mounds, is hereby declared to be a legal highway on the
line and route so established by said commissioners.

Sec. 2. The town supervisors are hereby authoirzed and
required to proceed to open said road immediately through
each town in which any part of said road may run.

Sec. 3. This act shall be in force after its passage.
