An act to submit to the people, the question of a Prohibitory Liquor Law. Chap. 101 
T/"8 people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in 

Sena:te and Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SEanON 1. At the general election to be held on the 

Tuesday next £mcceeding the fiJst Monday in November, 
A-D., 1853, at the usual places of h<>ldin~ elections in this 
State, for the election of all officers reqmred by law: then 
to be elected, it shall be lawful for the qualified electors 
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of this State, to vote for or ~ainst a prohibitory liquor 
'law i. snch vote shall be by ballot, written or printed or 
party written and partly printed, and shall contain the 
words, "prohibitory liquor law, no," or "prohibitory 
liquor law, yes," and the ballot so cast, shall be canvass­
ed and returned in the same manner as the votes cast for 
atate officers are required by law to be canvassed and re· 
turned, and the secretary of state shall immediatelv, on 
the completion of said canvass, pnblish a statement of 
the result .thereof in i:;ome newspaper printed at the seat 
·Of government, and shall communicate the same to the 
next legislature at the commencement of its next session. 

SEC. 2. It shall be the duty of inspectors of elec­
tions at the several election polls of this State, to provide 
separate boxes in which' to deposite the ballota herein pro­
vided to be cast.
