Skorion 1. If any produce merchant, warehouseman, Punishment
noiller, or storage, forwarding or commission merchant, or for usiog false
any other person or persons whatever, shall wilfully use weights, &a.
false weights or measures, in the buying or selling, of any
commodity or thing, and thereby shali cheat or defrand
the seller or buyer, of any such commodity or thing, he
or they shall be punished by imprisonment in the county
jail not more than one year, or by fine not exceeding five
nundred dollars. :

Sko. 2. Every justice of the peace shall have jurisdic- Juatices of the
tion, concurrent with the circuit court, of all cases men- peace to have
tioned in the preceding section of this act, when the Jurisdiotion.
amount of damages occasioned by such cheat or fraund,
shall not exceed the value of twenty dollars, in all which
cages, the punishment shall be fine, not excecding one
hundred dollars, or by imprisonment in the county jail,
not exceeding three months, saving to every person who
shall be convicted before the justice, the right to appeal
as in other cases.

Sko. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its publication by the state printer.
