Such order shall specify the amount of money to be
drawn, and its object. He shall keep a just and accu-
rate account of all moneys and other things coming into
his hands as treasurer, in a book, to be provided by the
trustees, for that purpose, which shall remain the prop-
erty of the village; wherein he shall note the time
when, the person from whom, the amount of the several
sums received, and the source from whence the said
sums, respectively, arise; which said book, at all rea-
sorable times, shall be open to the inspection of the
electors of the village ; he shall, as often as the trustees
shall require, render to the said trustees a minute ac-
count of his receipts and payments, and at the expiration
of his term of office, he sﬁa 1 hand over to his successor,
