CHAFFER 48. 

[Published February 25, 1860.] 

AN ACT authorising the Commissioners of School Lands to vacate a 
certain sale to Epbraim Cole. 

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in 
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

Com'ss/rs EL SECTION 1. That the Commissioners of the school,

Eph)m Cole. lands, heretofore made to Ephraim Cole, of the town of 

Chester, in the county of Dodge, described as the north 
half of the north-east quarter of section thirty-five, 
town thirteen, north of range fifteen east, and to allow the 
said Cole to enter the north half of the north-east quar-
ter of section thirty-four, in the town and range afore-
said, and to issue to him a patent therefor. 

Sm. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage.
