Whenever the change of the place of Transcriptof in-
trial shall be awarded on application of ome or more, 2™ 4
but not all, of several defendantsin an indictment upon
which a separate trial may properly be had, it shall not
be necessary to transmit the original indictment on [or]
other papers in the case to the court to which the venue
shall be so changed; but the clerk shall transmit a cer-
tified transcript of the docket entries in the case, and
certified copies of the indictment, and such other pa-
pers as the court shall direct im lieu of the originals;
and the court to which the venue shall be changed, shall
proceed to hear, try and determine the case, in the same
manner and with the same effect as if the original indict-
ment and papers had been transmitted. \

Secrron 2. Such change of venue shall not effect Change not o ef.
the proceedings as to the defendants not joining in the
application therefor, but the court shall proceed to the
trial of such defendants upon the indictment, in like
manner as if no change of venue had been awarded to
their codefendants.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Hxpenses to b SECTION 1. In all cases where a change of venue,

B iboi? % in any civil or criminal action, shall be allowed by any

wasbrought-  circuit court or judge, pursuant to law, and the place
of trial of such action shall be changed, (except in cas-
es where such change is made, because the action was
not brought in the proper county,) the county in which
such action was commenced, shall pay to the county in
which the same shall be tried, the following expenses,
arising out of said change of venue, to wit: 1st. The
per diem fees allowed by law to the clerk in term ; 2d.
The per diem fees allowed by law to the sheriff, under
sheriff and deputies actually in attendance upon said
court; 3d. The per diem fees allowed by law to the petit
jurors actually in attendance upon said court ; 4th. The
legal fees of all witnesses actually subpenaed or in at-
tendance upon said court or sworn upon the trial of any
criminal action ; the fees of such officers and jurors to
be estimated for each day and part of a day, not less
than half of a day, occupied in trying or disposing of
ang action.
