AN ACT to make a temporary loan from the general fund to the
war fund, and to repay the same.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrioN 1. That, for the purpose of enabling the appropriation

drawn by the secretary of state upon the war fund, for
the extra compensation allowed to volunteers having
families, by chapter 8 of the general law passed at the
extra session of 1861, entitled “ an act to provide for
the aid of volunteers in the service of the United States
or of this state,” there is hereby appropriated to the
war fand, as a temporary loan, to be used by the state
treasurer solely in the payment of warrants drawn upon
the war fund, pursuant to the provisions of said chap-
ter 8 of the general laws passes at the extra session of
the legislature of 1861, the sum of fifty thousand deol-
lars, payable out of any moneys in the state treasury
be::;nging to the general fund, not otherwise appropri-
ated.

of moneys which may hereafter be paid into the war
fand, for the purpose of reimbursing the general fund
