The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows : -0

SecrIoN 1. Section one of chapter 236 of the gen-
eral laws of 1861, is hereby amended so as to read as
follows: “The state reform school at Waukeshs, in the
county of Waukesha, shall be the place of confinement

of March ; and shall receive for their compensation two
dollars and fifty cents per day for every day actuall
employed, and ten cents per mile for every mile actual-
ly traveled, and shall verify their account by their oath
or affirmation.

SecTION & Sections three, four, five and six, of Bepeal
chapter 236 of the general laws of 1861, and all acts
or parts of acts inconsistent with the provisions of this
act, are hereby repealed.

SecrioN 6. This act-shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
