tember."

SECTION 1. All that part of Outagamie street lying 
between lot two and lot three, in P. H. Smith's addition 
to the city of Appleton, in the county of Outagamie, 
is hereby vacated. 

This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.
