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shall also annually appoint a treasurer and secretary, 
and such other officers as may be convenient for the 
business of said company, who may or may not be of 
their number, and may remove the same at pleasure. 

SECTION 5. The said company shall hold no more 
real estate than is necessary for the convenient conduct-
ing of their business.

CHAPTER 363. 

[Published May 7, 1868.] 

AN ACT to amend chapter ninety-seven of the private and local 
laws of 1862, entitled "an act to authorize John A. Daniels to 
keep and maintain a ferry across the Mississippi river." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in 
senate and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. Section one of chapter ninety-seven of Amendment: 

the private and local laws of the state of Wisconsin, for 
the year (A. D.) 1862, is hereby amended, as follows : 
The words "up and" are hereby stricken out of the last 
line of said section, and the following words are insert-
ed after the word "river," in said last line of said sec-
tion: "and up said river from said point to the mouth 
of the Trempealeau river, in the county of Trempea-
leau." 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
