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intbe.district, it shall be and remain in the school room 
for the use of the teacher and pupils of such school ; and 
the teacher shall be responsible to the district for its 
loss, or for any unnecessary damage it may reoeive. 

Saarxott 4. There is hereby appropriated out of the 
income of the school fund, a sum of money sufficient 
to pay for the dictionaries provided for in this bill ; and 
the state superintendent of public instruction shall cer-
tify to the state treasurer the amount of such expendi-
ture. 

Surrron 5. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 12.

AN ACT to extend the time for the collection of taxes in the several 
towns in the county of Done. , 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen- 
ate and assembly, do enact as follows:

Slam 1, The time for the collection of the state, 

county and town taxes for the year 1868, in the seve-
ral towns in Dane county, is hereby extended until the 
20th day of March, 1864 ; and the town treasurers of 
the several towns in said Dane county, shall have the 
fame rights to proceed to collect all the unpaid taxes 
upon the tax rolls in their hands, in all respects, in the 
saute manner as they would have been authorized to 
do had the time of their original warrants to collect the 
same not expired : provided, that nothing in this act 
shall be construed to extend the time for the payment 
to the county treasurer of the state tax, as now requir-
ed by law. 

SBOTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
