bolts part way down said river or its branches, and
shall be unable to drive the same to their destination
on account of the insufficiency of water in said river
and its brapches, said company shall be entiiled to be
paid by the owner or owners thereof, pro rata, for the
distance driven, and shall have all the rights, remedies
and liens provided for in said seventh section of said
act, and to recover the same in the game manner as if
said logs, timber, lumber, cants and shingle bolts had
been driven to their destinatiqn.”
