AN ACT to suthorize the governor to purchase flags.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represenied in sen-
ale and assembly, do enact as follows :

8xor1oN 1. Whenever the state or national flags of 014 tus may be

any regiment or battery in the service of the United onse.
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States, from this state, shall have become worn and
damaged by service, or shall have been lost or destroy-
ed, or whenever from any other cause it shall be deomed
necessary and proper to replace the same, and the of-
ficer commanding such regiment or battery shall ihform
the governor of such fact, and make requisition for
new flags, the governor is hereby suthorized to cause to
be furnished to such regiment or battery, new flags;
the state flag to be of the design, plan and material as
adopted by the legislature of ti!ila state by joint resolu-
tion No. 44, senate, at the session of 1868, and one of
said flags shall be inscribed with the names of the bat-
tles in which such regiment or battery shall have taken
an honorable part.

SkorioN 2. Whenever such new flags are furnished
to any regiment or battery in the service, it shall be
upon the express condition that the old colors so re-
placed are to be returned to this state, if practicable,
to be deposited in some safe place to be designated by
the governor, until the legislature shall provide a spe-
cisl place of deposit.

Szcron 8. lhm amount necessary to defray theex-
penses of the purchase of the flags, as authorised by
the preceding sections, and their transportation to the
regiments or batteries for which they are designed, is
hereby appropriated out of any moneys not otherwise
appropriated, and shall be drawn from the treasury oa
the warrant of the governor, attached to the accounts
therefor, audited by the secretary of state.

SecrioN 4. Chapter 215 of the gemeral laws of
1863, entitled ‘“an act to authorize the governor to par-
chase flags,” is hereby repealed.

Szcrion 5. This act shall take effect and be in foroe
from and after its passage.
