state, as provided by law; and such tax shall be levied
upon the taxable groperty of the state, real and per-
sonal, and collected and paid into the treasury, as pro-
vided by law.

SecrroN 2. The “secretary of state shall apportion Arpertionmen .

said tax among the several counties of the state, as
%rovided by law, on or before the second Monday of

ctober next, and certify the same to the clerk of the
board of supervisors of each of the several counties, as
provided by law.
