ized to issue the bonds of said county of Dunn to sa
amount not exceeding the sum of twelve thousand dol-
lars, which bonds, or the proceeds thereof, shall be ap-
glied in defraying the expenses of erecting & court

ouse and county buildings in the county of Dann, and
for no other purpose whatever.

SectroN 2. Said bonds shall be of the denominations
of one hundred, five hundred and one thousand dollars,
respectively, in such praportions as the board of super-
visors shall deem proper, with coupons attached for the
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payment of interest, at a rate not exceeding seven per
centum per annum, and both principal and interest shall
be made payable within a period not to exceed twelve
ymrs, at the Corn Exchange bank in the city of New
ork, and shall be executed by the chairman of the
board of supervisors of said county, and countersigned
by the clerk of said board, and shall have the seal of
said county thereto affixed.
Secrion 3. The board of supervisors of said county Asana tax w
shall annually levy a tax onall the taxable property in ™’
ssid county, sufficient to pay the interest on all the said
bonds which at the time of levying the said tax shall
be outstanding, and tho principal of 8o many of said
bonds as shall mature and becoms payable in each year,
which tax shall be called the county buildings’ tax, and
skall be paid in money or in the bonds and coupons
then due and payable ; aud the said bonds and coupons Coupoue receir.
