CHAPTER 82.

[Published February 18, 1865.

AN ACT to provide for the payment of mileage to the regents of the
university of Wisconsin.

The people of the state of ‘Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Seorror 1. The regents of the university of Wis-
consin, for every mile they shall travel in going to and
returning from the place of the annual meeting of said
regents, on the most direct and usual routes of travel,
shall be entitled to receive the same mileage as members
of the legislature: provided, that the amount of mile-
age paid to any of said regents in one year, shall not
exceed fifty dollars.

Secrion 2. There is hereby appropriated out of any
money in the state treasury belonging to the university
fund income, not otherwise appropriated, a sufficient
sum to pay the mileage to regents of the university, as
provided by section one of this act. ‘

SrorioN 3. Certificates of the amount of mileage due
each of said regents, in pursuance of the provisions of
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this act, shall be made, signed and attested by the pres-
ident and secretary of the board of regents of said
university, and upon presentation to him of such cer-
tificates, the secretary of state shall draw his warrant
upon the state treasurer for the amount thus certified,
who shall upon such warrant pay the amount out of
any money in the state treasury belonging to the uni-
versity fund income.

SecrioN 4. This act shall take effect and be in foroe
from and after its passage and publication.

teering, or to any Serson farnishing a substitute, prior
to the draft ordered to fill the call of the president of
the United States, of date the 19th day of December,
1864, and that such person be credited to said town on
its qaota.
