AN ACT to exiend the right of suffrage.

The people of the state of Wirconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

" Secrron 1. The right of voting is hereby extended Rightof sufirage
to male persons of African blood, who shall have at- porsons of Afris
tained the age of twenty-one years or upwards, with °= "o
the same qualifications and restrictions now imposed
apon other voters in section one of article on suffrage
in the constitution. .

Section 2. This act, before it takes effect, shall be Quation to be
submitted to the people at a general election to be people.

required by the constitution, be cast for it, it shall be
of force and effect under the requirements hereinafter
prescribed ; but if such majority be not cast for it, it
shall;have no force or effect.
