corps; .

XND WaEerzas, That brave and efficient officer, Major Geo. H.
Otis, has been placed in charge of the recruiting service for said
oorps in this state: Therefore,

of a regiment for said veteran corps from this state, would be &
credit to us as a state, would greatly aid the general government
in filling up said corps, and that it is the duty of patriotic citizens
of the state to give all the encouragement in their power to induce
enlistments into this veteran organization, and that this legislature
can most cheerfully recommend to the people, and especially to
the veterans of the state, said corps to their most favorable con-
sideration.
