days after being notified that any license fee is due,
(allowing reasonable time for the mailing and receipt
of such notice,) shall forfeit and pay a penalty of ten
per cent. thereon, to be collected at the time and in
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the manner that the principal is collected ; which sum,
together with thirty-three and one-third per cent. of
the amount which said agent may cause annually to
be collected as fees for licenses, over and above the
average annual amount heretofore collected, shall be
paid into the treasury, but shall be paid to said agent,
as full compensation for his services and those of his
assistant, except for necessary stationery, posta%e,
blanks and advertising, which shall be furnished by
the state in the usual manner; and an appropriation
of such amount as may be found necessary to carry
into effect the provisions of this act, is hereby made
out of any money received into the treasury on ac-
count of license fees, under the said chapter 50 of the
revised statutes, as hereby amended.

SECTION 4. Any person who shall knowingly and
willfully evade the provisions of the said chapter 50
of the revised statutes, with intent to defraud the rev-
enue of this state, may be prosecuted for a misdemean-
or, and on conviction thereof may be punished by im-
prisonment in the county jail, not to exceed three
months, in the discretion of the court; and it shall be
the duty of the district attorneys to prosecute all com-
plaints in their respective counties under this act and
the chapter of the revised statutes to which this act is
amendatory.

SECTION 5. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
