The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate ‘
and assembly, do enact as jfollows :

AN ACT to amend chapter 133 of the general laws of 1863, reluting
to the laying out of highways.

SecTION 1. Section one of chapter 133 of the gen- x.ened.
eral laws of 1863 is hereby amended so as to read as
follows ; ¢ Section 1. The cvunty board. of supervisors
of each county shall be commissioners to lay out, sur-
vey and establish highways extending through or into
two or more towns, or along and near the town line
between two or more towns in such county.”

SECTION 2. Section two of chapter 138 of the gen- pya.
eral laws of 1863 is hereby amended so as to read as
follows: “Section 2. Upon petition of not less than
thirty resident freeholders, and not less than fifteen from
each town through or into which, or along and near to
the line of which it is proposed to lay such highway,
praying the laying out, surveying and establishing of
a public highway extending into or through, or along
and near to the line between at least two of the towns
of such county, the said board of supervisors shall pro-
ceed to lay out, survey and establish such highway, if
in thejr opinion the public good will be thereby pro-
moted.”

SEcTION 3. Section three of chapter 133 of the p;4.
general laws of 1868, is hereby amended by inserting
after the word *through,” in the last line but one of
said section and before the word * which,” in the same
line, the words “or along and near to the line of”

SecrioN 4. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
