AN ACT to amend section one hundred and twenty-one of chap-
ter twenty-eight of the revised statutes, and section one of
chapter three hundred and seventecn of the general laws of
1864, relating to the duties of the commissioners of school and
university lands.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sene
ate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. Amend section one hundred and twenty- Amended—
one of chapter twenty-eight of the revised statutes, by Jonqs s pe.
adding after the word, *school,” the word, * swamp,” void.
and after the word, “ certificate,” at the end of the sec-
tion, the words, “together with the interest thereon
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from the time of such payment,” so that said section
one hundred and twenty-one will read as follows: “In
case of the sale of any school, swamp or university
lands, made by mistake or not in accordance with law,
or obtuined by fraud, such sale shall be void ; and no
certificate of purchase issued thereon shall be of any
effect, but the holder of any such certificate shall be
required to surrender the same to the commissioners,
who shall thereupon refund the amount paid {or the
lands described in the certificate, together with the in-
terest thereon from the time of such paynrent.”

SECTION 2. Amend section one of chapter three

ul hundred and seventeen of the general laws of 1864,

by adding to such section the following: *“ And shall
thereupon refund the amount paid for the lands de-
scribed in such fpat,ent, with the interest on the same
from the time of such payment to such patentee, his
heirs or assigns.” So that said section will read as
follows: “ Whenever the commissioners of school and
university lands of this state are satisfied that they
have erroneously or improperly signed any patent for
school-or university lands, or for swamp lands, and
that wrong or injustice may have been done in conse-
quence of the issuing of such patent, they shall be,
and hereby are authorized and empowered, upon the ap-
ﬁlication and request in writing of the patentee, his

eirs or assigns, which anlication shall be filed in the
office of the secretary of state, to revoke and annul
the same, and shall thereupon refund the amount
prid for the lands described in such patent, with the
Interest on the same from the time of such payment,
to such patentee, his heirs or assigns.”

SecrioN 8. This act shall take effect from and
after its passage.
