Amended. 	SionoN 1. Section one of chapter one hundred 
and twenty-six of the general laws for the year 1870, is 
hereby amended by adding thereto the words, "and 
Ripon," and striking out the word, "and "in the twen-
tieth line thereof, so that when so amended the provis-
ional portion of said section shall read as follows: "pro-
vided, however, that nothing in this act shall be so con-
strued as relating to the fire departments of the cities of 
Milwaukee, Fond du Lac, La Crosse, Janesville, Madi-
son, Oshkosh and Ripon." 

SzcirioN 2. This act shal,1 take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.

AN ACT for the preservation of cranberries in Burnett county. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SacarioN L Any person or persons who shall, at 
any time between the first day of June and fifteenth 
day of September in any year, gather or pick any 
cranberries off from state or unoccupied lands in the 
county of Burnett, and secrete, have in possession or 
offer for sale such berries in said county, shall be deem-
ed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction 
thereof shall be punished by fine not exceeding fifty 
dollars nor less than five dollars, with costs of snit. 

SD:mow 2. Possession of unripe cranberries during 
the time specified in section one of this act within the 
county of Burnett shall be deemed prima facie evidence
