AN ACT to repeal section two of chapter thirty of the general
laws of 1870, and section two of chapter ome hundred and
for:i-two of the general laws of 1871, and chapter ninety-nine

f the general laws of 1872, relating to the atttorneys’ fees in
justices’ courts.

The people of the state of Wrisconsin, represented n senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTION 1.  Section one of chapter ninety-nine of
the general laws of 1872, entitled, “ an act relating to
attorneys’ fees in justices’ courts and amendatory of
section two, chapter oue hundred and rorty-two of the
general laws of 1871,” is hereby amended by adding
to section one the following: * provided, that no attor-
neys' fees shall be allowed in any cause tried before a
justice of the peace, where the judgment, exclusive of
costs, does not exceed fifty dollars. N

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication. ¢

CHAPTER 188.

AN ACT to amend chapter three hundred and seventy-seven of
the private and local laws of 1871, entitled “ an act to estab-
lish a ferry across Lake Pepin.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrIoN 1.  Section two of chapter three hundred
and seventy-seven of the private and local laws of
1871, entitled *‘an act to establish a ferry across Lake
Pepin,” is hereby amended so as to read as follows:
Said ferry shall be kept and maintained, at any point to
be designated by the said Andrew Gilberg, his associ-
ates, heirs or assigns, within two miles northwesterly or
southeasterly up and down the Wisconsin shore of said
lake from a point where the east and west quarter section
line of section number twelve in township number twen-
