The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

Revised and SecrioN 1. The act to incorporate the city of Min-

amended, eral Point, approved March 16th, 1861, and all acts
amendatory thereof, are hereby revised and amended so
as to read as follows, to-wit :

CHAPTER 1
CITY AND WARD BOUNDARIES.

Shallconstttate  SECTION 1. All that district of country in the county
’ of Iowa hereinafter described, from and after the pas-
sage and publication hereof, shall be and constitute a
city by the name of Mineral Point, and the people nrow
inhaliting, and those who shall inhabit said district

Name and pow- 8hall be a municipal corporation by the name of Min-

ore. eral Point, and shall have the general powers possessed
by municipal corporations by the name of the city of
Mineral Point, and shall have the general powers pos-
sessed by municipal corporations at common law, and
in addition thereto shall have and possess the powers
hereinafter specially granted, and the antborities thereof
shall have perpetual succession, and shall be capable of
contracting and being contracted with, ofsuing and being
sued, pleading and being impleaded in all courts of law
and equity, and shall havea common seal, and may
change and alter the same at pleasure.

Ctyboundaries  SECTION 2.  The territory included within the follow-
ing described limits and boundaries shall constitute the
city of Mineral Point, to-wit: All of section number
thirty-one (31), and the west half of section number
thirty-two (32), in township number five (5) north,
three (3) east, also the north half of section number six
(8), in township number four (4) north, of range num-
ber three (8) east, also the northeast quarter o? section
number one (1), in township number four (4) north, of
range two (2) east, and the east half of section number
thirty-six (86), in township number five (5) north, of
range two (2) east of the fourth principal meridisn.

SecrioN 8. The said city shall be divided into two Distsion 1nto

the peace, for two years; and one alderman in each
ward shall be annually elected, who shall hold his of-
fice for three years; and respectively.hold their offices
until their suceessors are elected and qualified, except
in cases differently provided for in the eighth section of
this chapter.

inspector or aldermen, before receiving any such vote,
shall require the voter offering to vote to take the fol-
lowing oath: “ You do solemnly swear, or affirm, (as The form of
the case may be), that you are twenty-one years of age,
that you are a citizen of the United States, or have de-
clared your intention to become a citizen conformably
to the laws of the United States on the subject of nat-
uralization ; that you are now an actual resident of this
ward, that you have not voted ‘at this election, and that
you have not made any bet or wager, or become di-
rectly or indirectly interested in any bet or wager de-
pending upon the result of this election.” And if the
person offering to vote shall take such oath, his vote
ghall be received. And if such é)erson shall take such Penalty for tak-
oath falsely, he shall be deemed guilty of wilful and ™8 % oatb.
corrupt perjury, and upon conviction thereof upon in-
dictment, shall suffer the punishment provided by law
for persons guilty of perjury. If any person who isl"oalllognl
not & qualified voter shall vote at any election, or if ™™"&
any person duly qualified shal! vote in any other ward
than the one in which he resides, or shall vote more
than once at any one election, be shall be liable to in-
dictment, and on conviction thereof, shall forfeit and

pay a sum uot exceeding one hundred dollars nor less
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than twenty-five dollars. It shall be the duty of the
inspectors to a list of the names of all persons
whose vote may be challenged as aforesaid, and who
shall swear in their votes. .And if any inspector or al-
dermen shall knowingly orcorrutply receive the voteof
any person not authorized to vote, or shall make out
false returns of any election, or any clerk shall not
write down the name of every voter as he votes, or shall
wilfully make untrue and incorrect accounts and tallies
of votes, each and every inspector or clerk shall be li-
able to indictment, and on conviction thereof, shall se-
verally forfeit and pay a sum not exceeding five hun-
dred dollars nor less than one hundred dollars. All
such indictments shall be tried in the circuit court of
the county of Iowa.

SectioN 7. Special elections to fill vacancies or for
any other purpose shall be held and conducted by the
zldermen ot each ward, or inspectors, as provided by
this act, and returns thereof shall be made in the same
time, form and manner as of general or annual elec-
tions.

SECTION 8. Any officer removing from the oity,
and any ward officer removing from the ward for which
he was elected, and any officer who shall neglect or re-
fuse to qualify on or before the first Monday of June
next after his election, or who shall have resigned,
shall be deemed to bhave vacated his office, and the
common council shall proceed to fill such vacancy &s
herein provided. All officers elected or appointed to
fill any vacancy, sball qualify and then enter upon the
duties of such office immediately after receiviig notice
of such election or appointment.

Section 8. If any election by the people or com-
mon council shall not, for any cause, be beld at the
time or in the manner herein prescribed, 1t shall nos
be considered reason for arresting, suspending or abol-
ishing said corporgtion ; but such election may be held
on any subsequeat day by order of the mayor, and if
any of the duties enjoined by this act or the ordinances,
rules, orders, resolutions or by-laws of the city to be
done by any officer at any time specified, are not done
and performed, the common council may, if they deem
it of benefit to the residents of said city to do so, ap-
point another time at which said acts may be done or
performed. :
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CHAPTER IIL

OFFICERS—THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES.

SeorioN 1. Every perron elected or appointed to
any office, or elected or appointed to fill any vacancy
under this act, shall, before he enters upon the duties
of his office, take and subscribe an oath of office and
file the same, duly certified by the officer taking the
same, with the city clerk, unless otherwise herein pre-
scribed, and the city treasurer, constables, justices of
the peace and such other officers as the common coun-
cil may direct, shall severally, before they enter upon
the duties of their respective offices, execute to the city
of Mineial Point a bond, in such sum and with such
seourity and conditions as the common council may di-
rect ; and the common council may, from time to time,
when it deems the interests of the city or its people
will be promoted or secured thereby, require new or
additiomal bonds, and with the same discretion, and in
the same interests, remove from office any officer re-
fusing or neglecting to give the same.

SecTioN 2. Thereis hereby created and established
a “municipal court” in said city, to be known and
called by that name. The mnnicif)al judge ahall be the
Jjudge of said court, and have and possess all the pow-
ers of a justice of the peace of the county; the said
court shall have jurisdiction throughout the county of
all civil actions of which a justice of the peace by law
has, ormay have jurisdiction, and exclusive jurisdic-
tion of all eriminal causes and matters of which a jus-
tice of the peace has jurisdiction, when the cause shall
originate within the limits of the city, and also exclu-
sive jurisdiction of all causes growing out of the vio-
lation of the charter or of any ordinance, rule, order,
resolution or by-law of said city, and of all such cases
wherein the city is a party as are within the jurisdie-
tion of a justice of the peace: provided, thatany justice
of the peace in said city shall bave jurisdiction of all
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any other inability of said municipal judge, or in case
he declines to act in any such cause, or in case of a
vacanoy in suoh office, until the same is filled; the
statement in writing by the municipal judge, over bis
official signature, on the complaint, that he declines to
act in said cause, shall give any justice of the peace in

amount of the indebtedness of the city, which state-
ment shall be published as soon thereafter as may be,
in the newspaper in which the ordinances and by-laws
of said city are published.

their affidavit of the length of time said ordinance, no-
tice, rule, order, resolution or by-law has been pub-
lished ; such affidavit shall be conclusive evidence of
the publication of such ordinance, notice, rule, order,
resolution or by-law, according to law.

SEcTION 14 If any person, having been an officer
in said city, shall not, within ten days after notification
and request, deliverto his successor in office all prop-
erty, moneys, books, papers and effects of every de-
seription in his possession, belonging to said city, per-
taining to the office he may have held, he shall forfeit
and pay to the use of the city, one hundred dollars, be-
sides all damages caused by his neglect or refusal so to
deliver; and such swocessor may recover the possession
of such books, papers and effects in the manner pre-
scribed by the laws of this state.

SecrioN 16. The mayor, sheriff of Iowa county,
each and every alderman, justice of the peace, consta-
ble and policeman shall be officers of the peace, and
suppress in & summary manner all rioting and disor-
derly behaviorid the limits of the city; and for such
purpose may command the assistance of all bystanders,
and if need be, of all citizens and military companies.
If any person, bystander, military officer or private
shall refuse [to aid] in maintaining the peace when so
required, every such person shall forfeit and pay a fine
of fifty dollars ; and in case where the civil power
may be required to suppress riots or disorderly bebav-
ior, the superior or seuior officer present in the order
mentioned in this section shall direct the proceedings.

CHAPTER 1V.

THE COMMON COUNCIL, ITS GENERAL POWERS AND

AN ACT to prescribe the powers, rights and duties of towns and
cities holding stock in railway companies.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senate
and assembly, do enact as follows : P

SecTION 1. Section seven of chapter one hundred Amended—
and eighty-two of the general laws of 1872 is amended o mpiny 12
by adding toseaud section the following: The provisions
of this section shall be held and deemed to apply to all
cases where aid has been or hereafter may be voted and
stock subscribed towards the construction of any rail-
road in this state, whether under the provisions of this
act or any other law of a general or private nature.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take eftect and be in
force from and after its pasgage and publicasion.
