Oath of office. 

of the revised statutes of the state of Wisconsin, is here-
by amended so as to read as follows: Section 2433. 
The circuit courts and the circuit judges in vacation 
may appoint, in each of the counties in their respective 
circuits, four court commissioners, each of whom shall 
hold his office during the term of office of the circuit 
judge who appointed him, and until his successor is ap-
pointed and qualified, unless sooner removed by the 
court or judge appointing him. Each such court com-
missioner shall, before entering upon the duties of his 
office, take and subscribe the constitutional oath of 
office and file the same, duly certified, together with 
his appointment, in the office of the clerk of the circuit 
court of the county in which he resides. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take efft-ct and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.

771e people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Section two thousand four hundred 

and eighty-three of the revised statutes, is hereby 
amended by adding thereto the following : In fixing 
the amounts of estates or property of wards, for the 
purposes of this section, the amount of existing specific 
liens shall be deducted from the gross valuation of 
such estates or property.
