Duty of anper- statutes; and such supervisors shall act together and 
NUM. proceed in the same manner in giving notice, deciding 

upon the application and making the orders, determin-
ations, maps, plans estimates, divisions, awards and as. 
sessments, and in all other proceedings, as provided by 
law for the supervisors of a town, but every notice, or-
der or determination, award and assessment shall have 
the approval of and be signed by a majority of the 
supervisors of such town and city. All papers and 
proaeedings required to be filed or recorded in the town 
clerk's office, shall be made in duplicate, and one copy 
thereof filed in the town clerk's office of such town, and 
one in the office of the clerk of such city, and all notices 
required to be posted, shall be posted in both such town 
and city. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.
