AN ACT for the protection of life and property while crossing
Sturgeon Bay, in Door county, Wisconsin.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. It shall not be lawful for any person to Cutting fos in
eut or remove any ice in Sturgeon Bay between lineg B8 Ber. |
ronning across Sturgeon Bay as follows: From St
John's street, in the village of Sturgeon Bay, to what
is known as Tuck’'s point, in the town of Sturgeon
Bay, in Door county, Wisconein, and a line runoin
across said Sturgeon Bay from Forest strees, in the viﬁ
lage of Sturgeon Bay, to the place known as Schjouth’s
pier, in the town of Swurgeon Bay, Door county, Wis-
consin.

SEcTION 2. Any person who shall violate the pro. Penalty.
visions of this act shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor and upon conviction thereof, shall be fined
vot less than 25 dollars nor more than one handred
dollars, foreach and every offense, together with all
costs of prosecution, and stand committed to the com-
mon jail of said county until such fine and costs are
paid, or until otherwise discharged by law. Justices
