CHAPTER 186.

AN ACT to authorize Christian Weber, his heirs and as
signs, to erect and maintain a dam for manulacturing and
hydraulic purposes on the Big Eau Pleine river iu Marathon
couaty.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senale
and assemlly, do enact as follows :

SecTioN 1. Christian Weber, his heirs and assigns,
are bereby authorized to erect and maintain a dam,
not exceeding eight feet in height, on Big Eau Pleine
river, in Marathon county, oun the noritbwest quarter of
the southeast quarter of section thirteen, in town:hip
number twenty-seven north, of range three ecaat, (being
on land owned by them.) for msnufacturing and by-
draulic purposes; provided that the same shall be
subject to the existing laws regarding the flowage of
lands.

SecrioN 2. The raid Christian Weber, his heirs
and assigoe, shall build and maintain suitable gates
and sluice ways for the paseage of logsand timber down
said river.

SkcTioN 3. This act shall tuke effect and bein
forcefrom and aiter its pasage and publication.

CHAPTER 187.

AN ACT to declare the true reading and c-nstruction of section
1931 of the revised statutes, as amended by chaptcr 48 of the
laws of 1881,

2he people of the state of Wisconsin, represenled in senake
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectION 1. Section 1931, of the revised statutes a8
'mended by chapter 184 of the luws of 1¥80, and
hapter 48 of the laws of 1881, is hereby amended
80 that it shall read es follows: S:ction 193L
No such corporation sball insure any property
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‘out of the town or towns in which said corpora-
‘tion is located; provided, that any such corpora-
tion at its annual meeting may, by a majority vote of
the members preseunt, authorize its directors to insure
any farm property or detached dwelling houses and
contents in any adjoining town or towns, or in any in-
corporated city or village, which is located in an ad-
joining town in which such town insarance corporation
18 located; provided, such farm property or dwel-
ling and contents shall be detached at least one hun.
dred feet from exposure. No such corporation shall
insure any property other than detached dwelliogs and
their contents, farm buildings and their coatents, live
stock on the premises or running at large, farm pro-
ducts in the stack or bin, and farming implements;
.but such corporation, at its annual meeting, may, by a
majority of all the votes entitled to be cast by its
members, authorize its directors to insure country
stores and their contents, school houses, churches, town
and society halls, country hotels and water mills, but
such risks shall not exceed fifteen hundred dollars in
any one case.
RCTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 188.

AN ACT to amend section 1110 of the revised statutes or 1878,
relating to the collection of taxes.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senuiwc
and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcrioN 1. Section 1110 of the révised statutes of imdo;.

1878 is hereby amended by striking out the word
“tbird " where it occurs in the seventh line of said
section, and insert in lieu thereof the word “Jast,” so
that said section when amended shall read as follows:
Section 1110. The town treasurer shall retain in his
hands the amount specified in his warrant to be paid
into the town treasury, together with his fees, and shall,
ou or before the day specified in his warraat for payiog
the money therein directed to be paid to the county
treasurer, pay to him the sum so directed to be
paid in the manner provided by law; and the town
treasurer shall pay over the full amount of state tax
on or before the last Monday of January of each year,
