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tare and sell inflammable gas for illaminating purposes
i8 hereby authorized and empowered to manufacture
and sell such gas for beating, culinary and maoufac-
turing purposes, and all laws in force respecting the
laying and protection of the mains, pipes, works and
property of such corporation shall, as foras applicable,
app'y to the laying and protection of its mains, pipes,
works and property laid and used in carrying into ef-
fect its additional powers hereby conferred upon it.
SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force trom and after its passage and publication.

COAPTER 209.

AN ACT to revise and amend the charter of the city of Beloitand
the several acts amendatory thereof,

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

TITLE I

CITY AND WARD BOUNDARIES,

SectioN 1. The territory lying in the’county of
Rack, and known and designated assection twenty-five
(25), twentysix (26), thirty-five (33), thirty-six (36),
and the east half of sections iwenty-seven (27), aud
tbirty-tour (34), in township number one, range
twelve east, shall be a muoicipal corporation by the
name of “the city of B:loit,” and the inhabitants
thereof shall bave the general powers possessed by
municipal corporations at common law, and in addition
thereto, shall possess the p>wers hereinafterspecifica'ly
granted ; and the authorities thereof shall have perpet-
ual succession ; shall be capaible of contracting and be-
ing contracted with; of suing and beicg sued; plead-
ing and being impleaded inall courts of law and equity,
and shall bave a common sealand may change and al-
ter the same at pleasure.

SkctioN 2. The city shall be divided into four (4)
wards as follows: The first ward shall be that portion
ccatained within the following boundaries, to-wit : com-
mencing in the centre of R ck river in the centre line
ot the bridge crossing raid Rock river between Bridge
street and the public landing, so called, on the east
bank, running from said point in the srame line to the
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east bank of the river; thence in a straight line to the

‘center of School street, so called ; thence in the center

of said School street, easterly, till it intersects with the
center line of Unioun street, so called; thence running
in a line in the center of said street till it intersects
with the center line of Second street; thence in the
center line of Second street to its intersection with the
center line of the Milwaukee road ; thence in the cen-
ter line ot the Milwaukee road to its intersection with
the line dividing the towns of Turtle and Beloit; thenes
south on said dividing line to the state line dividing the
states of Wisconsin and Illinois; thence on said state
line to the center of Rock river; thence in the center °
of Rack river to the place of beginning. The second
ward shall include all of that territory within said city
limits upon the east side of the center of Rock river

"not included in said first ward. The third ward shall

include all of thatterritory within said city limits upon
the west side of the center of Rock river north of the
east and west quarter section line dividing sections
thirty-four (84) and thirty-five (35), in township oune
(1), range twelve (12) east. Tne fourth ward shall in-
clude all of that ternitory within said limits oa the west
side of the center of Ro¢k river not included in the
third ward.

TITLE IL

ELECTIONS.

SectioN 1. The annual election for ward acd ci
officers shall be held on the first Tuesday of April of
each year, at such place in each ward as the common

" council shall designate; and the polls shall be kept
" open from nine o’clock in the forenoon until sundown,

and ten days’ previous notice shall be given by the
city clerk of the time and place of nolding such elec-
tions, and of the city and ward officers to be elected.
The elective officers of said city shall be a mayor,
treasurer, and three aldermen for each ward, one jus-
tice of the peace, for the first and second wards, who
sball hold his office in one of said wards, and one "jus-
tice of the peace for the third and foarth wards,
who shall hold his office in one of said wards, and
one police justice for the whole city. All other offi-
cers for the proper management of the affsirs of said
city shall be elected by the common council. All offi-
cery, except justices uf the peace and the police justice,
shall, unless otherwise provided in this act, hold their
offices fur one year, and until their successors are
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elected and qualified. Justices of the peace and the
police jastice shall hold their offices for two years, and
until their successors are elected and qualified ; pro-
vided, however, that the common council shall have
power for due cause to expel any of their own mem-
bers by a vote of two-thirds of all the members, due
notice being first given to the officer complained of, and
the council may at any meeting remove any officer or
agent of faid city who bas been elected orappointed by
gaid common council or who may have been appointed
by any officer of raid city.

SectioN 2. Should there be a failure by the people
to elect avy officers herein required to be elected, on
the day designated, the common council may require
a rew election to be held, ten days’ notice of the time
and place being first given.

SeEcrioN 3. When a vacancy shall occur in ths
office of mayor, alderman or justice of the peace, snch
vacancy thall be filled by a new election, which shall
be ordered by the common council, and held within
fifteen days after such vacancy shall be made known
to the common council ; said notice of such election
sball be given for the same time, and be conducted, and
the returos thereof made in the same manper as annual
elections. Any vacancy hsppening in any other office
shall be filled by the common council. The person so
elected or appointed shall hold his office for the unex-
pired term ot the person whose office he may be elected
or appointed to fill.

SectioN 4. All elections by the people shall be by

.ballot, and a plurality of votes shall constitute an
election. When two or more candidates for an office
shall receive an equal number of votes for the same
office, then the same shall be determined by the casting
of lots in the presence of the council at such time and
io such manner ag it may direct.
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SecTioN 5. Every person entitled to vote within 2};"‘"“““"‘

said city for the state and county officers shall be en-
titled to vote in the ward where he resides, at any elec-
tion beld under this act.

SecrioN 6. The elections in said city shall be held Aldermen enall
and conducted by the aldermen of each ward, who elections.

shall be the inspectors of election and shall take the
usual caths or affirmations, as prescribed by the gene-
ral election laws of this state to be taken by the judges
and inspectors of elections. and shall bave power to
appoint clerks of such elections, and to administer the
necessary oaths ; said elections shall be held and ¢ n-
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ducted in the same manner, and under the same penal
ties, and vacancies in the board of inspectors theteof
tilled, as required by the laws of this stale regulating
elections,

SecrioN 7. If either of the inspectors shall sus-
pect that any person offering a vote does not posses
the qualifications of an elector, or if such vote be chal-
lenged by an elector, the inspectors, before recewing
the vote of any such person, shall require him to take
the oath prescribed by the laws of tbis state relaiing
to election and general elections.

SectioN 8. And if the person offering to vote
shall take such oath his vote shall be received; and if
such person shall 1ake such oatn falsely, he shall be
deemed guilty of willful and corrupt petjury, and
upon conviction thereot shall suffer the punishment
proviled by law for persons guilty of perjury. Ifany
person who 13 not & qualified voter shall vote at any
election, orifany person duly qualified shail voteinany
other ward than the one in which he resides, or shull vote
more than once atany one election, he shall be punished
therefor in the manner provided by the general Jaws of
thig state. ILi shall be the duty of the 1pspectors to
keep a list of the names of all persons whose votes
may be challenged as aloresaid, and who shall swear
in their votes, und if any inspector shall knowingly
and corruptly receive the vote of any person not duly
au horized to vote, or shall make out false returns of
an election, or any clerk shall not write down the name
of every voter as he votes, or shall willully make un-
true and incorrect count and tallies of votes, each and
every such inspector and clerk shall be liable to be
punished therefor in the manner provided in the gen-
eral laws ot this state.

SecrioN 9. When any election under this chapter
shall be closed, and the number ot votes for each can-
didate or person voted for shall be counted aud ascer-
1aine, the said inspectors shull make return thereof,
stating therein the number of votes for each and every
officer and shall deliver, or cause to bz delivered, such
returns to the clerk ot the common council, who shall
forthwith give notice to each of the aldermen elected of
their respective elections; within one month alter any
election the common council shall meet and canvass
said returns, and declare the result as it appears from
the same.

SkcrioN 10. Any officer removiog from the city or
any ward officer removing from the ward for which
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be was elected, or any officer who shall refuse or ne-
glect for ten days after notice of bhis election or ap-

intment.to enter upon the discharge of the duties of
E?s office, shall be deemed to have vacated his office,
an'l the common council shall proceed to fill such
vacarcy in the manner hereinbefore provided.

SectioN 11. At each annual election held in said
city there shall be elected one alderman for each ward,
and the person so elected shall hold his office for three
years and until his successor is elected and qnalified,
unles: the office to which be was so elected shall sooner
become vacant.

SectioN 12. The term of every officer elected un-
der this act shall commence on the second Tuesday of
April of the year for which he was elected.

TITLE IIL
OFFICERS — THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES.
- SectioN 1. Every person elected or appointed to

the duties of his office, take and subseribe an oath of
office before some proper person authorized to admin-
ister oaths, and fi'e the same, duiy certified by the of-
ficer taking the same, with the clerk of the city, and
the treasurer, clerk, marshal, constable, and such other
officer 1s the common council may direct, shall sever-
ally, before they enter upon the duties of their respec-
tive offices, execute to the city ot Deloita bondF: in
such sum and with such conditions as the common
council shall direct, with sufficient sureties to be ap-
proved by said common council, and said sureties shall
severally justify in such sums as shall. in the aggregate,
be equal to double the penalty of said bond ; and the
cominon council may from time to time require new or
additicnal bonds, and remove from office any officer
refusiog or neglecting to give the same. The mar:hal
and cach constable elected or appointed shall also, be-
fore entering upon the duties of his office, execute and
fite in the office of the city clerk an undertaking with
the sureties, and substantially in tbe form provided by
section 811 of the revised statutes. Each justice of
the peace and the police justice elected under the pro-
visions of this act shall, before entering upon the duties
o' hi: office, execute a bond or undertaking, with two
or more suflicient sureties, substantially in the form
provided by section 1 of chapter 45 of the laws of this
state passed in the year 1881, and file the same with
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the clerk of the circuit comrt for Rock county, withix
the time prescribed in said chapter. The sureties to
each such bond or undertaking shall be approved by
the mayor or the acting mayor and the clerk of said
city, and the common council may at any time require
a new or additional bond or undertaking {from any of-'
ticer of said city who is required to give any bond or
undertakiog, and remove from office any officer who
shall neglect or refuse to give the same.

SecrioN 2. The mayor when present shall preside
over the meetings of tbe common council, and take
care that the laws of the stite and the ordinances
of the city ate duly observed snd eaforced,ard that all
other executive officers of the city discharge their re-
spective duties; he shall from time to time give the
common council such information and recommend such
measures as he may deem best for the prosperity and
advantage of tLecity. The mayor shall be the chief
executive officer and head of the police of the city;
and in case of a riot or other disturbance, he may ap-
poiut a8 many special or temporsry policemen as he
may deem necessary, and by and with the advice and
consent of the common council, he may appoint special
constables or policemen to serve for such time as the
council may direct. The mayor sball havea vote only
n case ot a tie. 'I'be mayor it he disapproves of any
ordinance passed by the ¢ mmon council, or any vote
or resolution which appropriates money irom the city
treasury or which may create any debt or liability
against the city, may file his objections thereto in writ-
ing with the city clerk within twenty-four hours (Sun-
days excepted) after the passage of any such ordinance,
vote or resolution, and such objections shall be entered
upon the record of proceedings of the council kept hy
the clerk, and at its next meeting the council shall pro-
ceed to reconsider the matter so objected to by the
mayor, and shall vote thereon by yeas acd nays, and
the names of the aldermeus voting, with their votes,
shall be entered on the record of proceeding:, and nd

.such ordinance, vote or resolution shall be passed upon

such reconsideration unless two thirds of the aldermen
present at such meeting shall voie in the affirmative.
SecrioN 8. At the first meeting of the common
council each year, they shall pro:eed to elect by ballot
one of their number president, and in case absence of
the mayor, the eaid president shall preside over the
meetings of the commoa council, and daring the ab-
sence of the mayor from the city, or his inability, for
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any reason, to discharge the duties of his office, the

said president shall exercise all the powers and dis-,
charge all the duties of mayor. In case the mayor
and presideot skall both be absent from any meeting

of the common council, they sball proceed to elect a

temporary presidiog officer, who, for the time being,

ahall discharge all the dutiesof the mayor. The presi-

dent or temporary. presiding officer, while presiding

over the council, or performing the duties of mayor,
shall be styled acting mayor, and any act performed
by them or either of them shall have the same force
and validity as if performed by the mayor.
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SectioN 4. The clerk shall keep the corporate seal Daties of cterk.

and all the papers and records of the city, and keep.a
record of the proceedings of the common council,
whose meetings it shall be his duty to attend; and
copies of all papers filed in his office, and transcripts
from the records of the common council, certified by
him, ander the corporate seal, shall be evidence in all
courts in like manper as if the originals were pro:
duced ; and countersign all orders drawn by the mayor
oun the treasury, in pursuance of an order or resolution
of the common council, and keep a full and accurate
account thereof in books provided for that purpose;
be shsll file in his office all chattel mortoages presented
to bim for that purpose, ana safely keep the same, and
enter into a book to be provided by him for that pur-
pose, the names of all the parties to such instruments
the same as town clerks are by law now required to
do, receiving therefor the same compensation as clerks
of towns; and all chattel mortgages so filed shall be
as valid and have the same effect as if the same had
been filed in the town clerks office of any town. It
shall also be his duty to do or perform any act re-
quired to be done by clerks of towns not incoosistent
with the provisions of this act, and he shall have
power and authority to administer oaths and affirma-
tions. Thecity clerk of the city of Beloit may, after en-
tering upon the duties of his office, appoint a d: puty,
who shal! take the oath of office and file the same
with the clerk ; and in case of the absence, sickness,
or other disability of the clerk, such deputy may per-
form the duties of the clerk, and shall receive the
same compensation that the clerk would be entitled to
receive.

SecTION 6. The treasurer shall receive all moneys Duties of trees-

belonging to the city, and keep an accurate and de-
tailed account thereof, in sach manner as the ¢ommon
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council shall direct. The treasurer shall exhiblt to the
common council at least filt:en days before the annual
election, and sooner if required by the council, a full
and detai'ed statement of all receipts and disbursements
tince the date of the last annual report, and also the
state of the treasury, which statement shall be filed with
the clertk. The treasuter, in sddition to the powers
and dutie: provided for in this act, shall have the same
powers and perform the same duties, and be suhject to
the same liagilities as treasurers in towns, but he shall
only receive for moneys collected on the annual tax
list and warrant the following fees : For all sums col-
lected or paid to him before the first day of January,
oune-half of one per cent ; for all sums collected or paid
to him during the moath of January next after the date
of the tax warrant, two per ceat,, and for all moneys
collected or paid to him after the thirty-first day of
January next after the date of said warrant, four per
cent.; provided, that upon separate warrants or special
assessments, he shall be entitled to five per cent. upon
all sums actually collected, except when paid by the
city. And said treasurershall not receive any pay or
compensation for his services, except as specially pro-
vided for in this act.

SectioN 6. The marshal shall perform such duties
as shall be prescribed by the common council for the
{)rcservnlion of the public peace, and the collection of

icense moneys and fines; hesball possess the powers

of constables at common law, or by the laws of this
siate, and shall receive like fees, except where the ser-
vices are rendered for and in behalf of the city.

SecrioN 7. The attorney sball perform all profes-
sional services incident to the office, and when required
shall furnish written opinions upon any subject sub-
mitted to him by the common council.

SecTiox 8. All ordinances, resolutions, by-laws
and other proceedings and matters required by this act
or by the by-laws or ordinances of the common coun-
cil, to be published in a public newspaper, may be
published in any newspaper printed and published in
gaid city that shall be designated by the common
council ; and in casc of the publication of any ordi-
dinance, notice, resolution or other matter which is re-
quired to be published, the editor or publisher of the
pewspaper so desiguated shall file with the clerk of
the city a copy of such publication with the affidavit
of such editor, publisher or foreman, of the length  of
time the same has been published, and such aflidavit
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or the record thereof shall be conclusive evidence of
such publication.

SecrioN 9. If apy person Laving been an officer in
gaid city sha!l negiect or refuse for ten days after noti-
fication and request to deliver to his successor in office
all property, books, papers and effects of every descrip-
tion in his possession belonging to said city, or apper-
taining to the office he may have held, he shall forfeit
and pay for the use of the city one hundred dollars,
besides all damages caused by his neglect or refusal so
to deliver.

SecrioN 10. The mayor or acting mayor, the
sheriff or any deputy sheriff of Rock county, the mar-
shal, constable and policeman and each and every
alderman of said city, shall be officers of the peace and
may command the peace, and suppress in a summary
manner all rioting and disorderly behavior within the
hmits of the city ; and, for such purposes, may com-
mand the assistance of all citizens and bystanders, and
if any person shall refuse to aid in maintaining the
peace, when 80 required, he shail forfeit and pay a fine
of not exceeding tifty dollars, unless such person so
refusiog shall be so sick or infirm as to render it im-
practic.ble for him to comply with such command,
and which sickness or infirmity may be shown in de-
fence.

SecTION 11. The justices of the peace provided for
in this act shall bave the same power and jurisdiction
as justices of the peace elected by towns, except as is
otberwise provided in this act.

SectioN 12. No contract shall bemade for or in be-
balf of the city without the suthority of the common
council, nor shall any debt be incurreld or any liability
created against the city by any officer or agent thereof
without the authority of the couacil, and it shall not be
lawful for the council to appropriate any money
towards the payment of any such debt or hability, but
the officer or agent making such contract or incurring
such liability sball be personally liable to the person
or party interested, and the sume mnay be recovered in
an action against such officer or agent in the same man-
ner asif he or they had contracted in theirown name and
for their own benefit; provided, that this section shall
not be construed to limit the powera of street commis-
‘gioners to order and contract for street improvements
without the order of the council in the cases provided
for in title VII of this act.
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TITLE IV,

COMMON COUNCIL — ITS POWERS AND DUTIES.

SecrioN 1. The mayor and aldermen shall consti--
tute the common council, and the style of all ordinances
shall be, “ The mayor and common council of the city
of Beloit do orduin.” The common counc:l sha!l meet
at such time and place as they by resolusion shall di-
rect; but they shall bold stated meetings on the first
Monday of each month, and the mayor may call
special meetings by notice to each of the members, or
left at their usual place of residence. A majority of
tke aldermen shall constitute a quorum.

SecrioN 2. The common council shall determine
the rules of its proceediogs and be the judge of the
election and qualifications of its members, and have
power to compel the attendance of absent mombera.

SecrioN 8. The common council shall have the
management and control of the property and finances
of the city, and shall likewise, in addition to the powers
berein granted, have full power and authority to make,
enact, ordain, establisb, publish and enforce all ordi-
nances, rules and by-laws, and alter, modify, amend and
repeal all such ordinances, rules and by-laws for the
government and good order of the city, for the suppres-,
sion or vice, for the prevention of crime, and for the
benefit of the trade and health thereof, as they shall.
deem expedieot ; declaring and imposing penalties, and
to enforce the same sgainst any person or per:ons who
may violate any of the provisions of such ordi-
nances, rules and by-laws, and such ordinances, rules
and by-laws are hereby declared to be and have the
force of law:

1. To license and regulate the exhibition of com-
mon showmen and shows of any kind, the exbibitions
of caravans, circuses, and theatrical performances, op-
eras and concerts, the keeping of billiard tables and.
bowling salcons, and to prohibit the same and to de-
clare the same a nuisance, and to abate any nuisance,
to grant licenses under any excise law of this state,
subject, bowever, to such regulations, restrictions and
limitations, and tor such sum, as to the council shall
seem proper ; and the common council may cause such
regulations, restrictious and limitations, or the substance
thereof, 1o be inserted in any license granted or issued
in eaid city for the sale of strong, spiritvous, malt, or
intoxicatiug liquors, and the same shall form a part of
such license ; and no such license shali-be construed to
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give to the holder thereof gny further or greaterrights
and privileges than such as therein stated ; provided,
that no license to sell or traffic in strong, spirituous or
intoxicating liquors within said city shall be granied for
a lesssum por tor a longer timethan is now provided, or
may hereaiter be provided, by the general laws of this
state relating to excise and the sale of intoxicating liq-
uors, or as is provided in section 8 of title LV of thisact.

8\rong, spirituous, malt, ardent or ‘intoxicating liquora
or drinks a nuisance and abate it as such; and the
common council may revoke any license for the sale of
spirituous liquors for a violativn of any law ot this
state relating in any way to excise or the sile of spirit-
uous and of intoxicating liquors, or for a breach of
any or either of the conditions of any bond given by .
any person or persons to whom such license has been
given or for the violation of any tegulation or restric-
tion made or ad rpted by the common council relating
to the sale or traffic in spirituous or intoxicating liquors,

8. To prevent any riots, noise, disturbance or dis- Riots.

houses or groceries, or houses of ill-fame.

remove or abate the same from time to time, as may
be deemed necessary for the healih, comfort and con-
venieoce of the inhabitants of said city.

5. To direct the location and management of Jlsughter
slaoghter houses and markets, and to establish rates '
for, and license vendors of gunpowder and other com-
bustible material.

6. To prevent the encumbering of streets, sidewalks, Encambering
Ianes or alleys with any sabstances, animal or vegeta- )
ble whatever.

7. To prevent horse racing, and imamoderate riding Hors: racing.
or driving in the streets, or upon bridges in the city,
and to regulate the places of bathing and swimming in
the wate:s within the limits of said city.

8 To regulate the running at large of cattle and Restraln cattle.
to restrain the runniog at large of cattle, swine, sheep,
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horses, poultry and geese, and to authorize the dis-
training and sale of the same ; to preveot the running
at large of dogs, and to authorize the destruction of
the same in a summary manner wien at iarge contrary
to the ordinance.

9. To prevent any person from bringing. depos-
iting or having within s:ii city, any pouid carcass
or other unwholesome subatance, and to require there
moval of the same by any person who shall have upon
his premises any such substance, or putrid or unwhole-
some, or unsound beef, pork, fish, hides, or skins of
any kind, and in default, of any such person, to suthor-
ize the removal thereof by some competent officer at
the expense of such person or persons.

10. To make and establish public pounds, wells,
cisterns and reservoirs, and to provide for the erection
of water works for the supply of the city in case of fires;
and to regulate and license hacks, draye, carts, and
the charges ot hackmen, draymen, and cartmen in the
city.

11. To establish and regnlate bourds of bealth,
provide hospitals for those infected with the small-pox,
and other contagious diseases, and order and regulate
the removal of such persons from the city when tbe
health and safety of the city require; o provide
grounds for the burial of the dead, and regulate the
burial of the dead, and exempt burial grounds, public
squares, engine houses, and all other property set apart
for public use from taxation.

12. To prevent all persons from riding, or driving
any animal on the sidewalks in said city, or in any
way doing damage to said sidewalks, and to direct
and regulate the setting of suitable hitching posts along
the sidewalks of said city.

13. To prevent the discharge of any gun. pistol or
other firearm, or the exhibition of any fireworks in
any of the streets or public grounds, or in any place
in which the common council may consider dangerous
to the city or any property therein, or upon any prem-
ises in said city, in the possession of anothber person
without the consent of the person having the possessiod
of such premises, and to prevent the destraction gf
birds and their young or eggs, in cemeteries or public
grounds.

14. To restrain drunkeoness or obscenity in the
streets or public places, and to provide for arresticg
removing and punishing any person or persons who
may be guilty of the same.

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TITLE V.

FINANCES AND TAXATION.,

SkcrioN 1. All funds in the city treasury, except
state and county funds, sball be under the control of
the common council, and shall be drawn cut upon the
order of the mayor and clerk, duly authorized by a
vote of the common council, except a3 herein otherwise
provided.

SecrioN 2. The common council may anpually
levy a tax upon all property in said city subject to tax-
ation, not exceeding ten mills on the doliar of the as-
sexsed value of said property, as the same appears on
the last corrected assessment roll, to defray the current
expenses of said city.

SecTION 3. Special taxes for purchasing fire engines
and fixtures, cemetery grounds, public squares or build-
ings, roads or bridges, or for fire engine buildings, or
the repairing or improving any road, bridges, or public
grounds or square?, or cemetery grounds, when a sum
exceeding tive hundred dollars shall be required for
any such purposes, may be voted at any regular or
epecial meeting of the voters ia said city ; but no such
vote ehall be taken unle:s such vote be first recom-
mended by the common council, and a notice of the
same, specilying generally the purpose for which such
tax is to be raised, and the time aud place for voting,
be published at least ten days before such meeting, 1a
some newspaper in raid city.

SEcTION 4. Kach of the wards in said city shall
constitute an sssessment district, aod the common
council shall, duricg the month of April in each year,
elect an assessor for each ward, who shall be a resideant
and voter of the ward for which he is electe! assessor,
and the person so elected sball hold his office for ove
year, unless sooner removed by the council. The as.
sessors, together with the mayor or acting mayor and
city clerk, shall constitute a board ot review, and the
said assessors and board of review shall, in all things
pertaining to the duties of their offices, cooform to the

SectioN 5. The board of county supervisors may

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the provisions of this act or of any other law, in a tax
roll 1o consist of but one book or volume, and in the
manner provided by law for the levy of taxes in towns.
And in all other respects not berein provided for, the
taxes upon such tax roll shall bs zollected in the man-
ner now provided, or a8 may be hereafter provided, by
law, for tie collection of taxes in towns.

SeEcrioN 6. The treasurer of the city in giving
tonds, collecting of taxes and making his returns to
the county treasurer, and 1n all other respects, unless
otherwise provided in this act, shall conform to the
general laws of this state relating to treasurers of towns,
and be shall have all the powers and be subject to all
the liabilities of & town treisurer. The warrant ao-
nexed to the tax roll shall be signed by tbe mayor or
the actiog mayor and city clerk, and the same may be
substantially in the form provided by the general laws
of this atate.

The common council shall, by a general
ordinance, presciibe the mode of procedure in con-
demning premises for public use, the maunner of noti-
fying the parties interested in such premises, and of
estimating the damages to be paid to the owner or
owners ot the property proposed to be taken ; and also
the mode of asceriaining what lands or premises will
be benefited by such taking; provided, however, that
no ordinance shall be passed which shall not require
notice, either actual or constructive, to the pirties in-
terested in the premises proposed to be taken, of the
time, place and manner ot appointing or drawing a
jury to assess the damages, and of the time when the
Jdamages or benefits will be assessed, or that shall at-
tempt to take away from the parties in interest their
right of assessment by jury, or appeal to. the circuit
coll:rt., or to compensation before such property shall be
taken,

SecTioN 8. Any person being dissatified with the
amount of compensation for preperty taken or the
amouot asseased as benefits, shall have the right to ap-
peal to the circuit court within twenty days from the
time of awarding of compensation or assessment of
benefits, by giving a bond to the city, in not less than
one bandred dollars, to be approved by the mayor,
acting mayor or city clerk, to pay all costs of appeal,
in case the appellant shall not, upon such appeal, in-
crease the amount of compensation, or decrease the
amount asseesed as benefits, as the case may be. The
common council may appeal in behalf of the city, by
givigg notice to the opposite parly without giving
bond.

TITLE VIL

CITY IMPROVEMENTS.

SectioN 1. The aldermen of the several wards
shall be street commissioners in and for their several
wards, two of whom shall be a quorum. The several
boards of street commissioners shall make reports in
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detail of their acts and doings to the common council
whenever required.

SectroN 2.  Whenever the street commissioners of Relating to the
any ward shall deem it pecessary to grade any street, Sireetss ote.
bighway or alley, or to grade or make any sidewalk,
or to make any gutter, drain or sewer, they shall
recommend the same to the council. They shall also
direct the city engineer, or if there be none, or if the
city engioeer for any cause is unable to act, some com-
petent person to make a plain and accurate specifica-
tion of the work prqposed to be done, together with an
estimate of the whole cost of such improvement. The
commissioners shall file such specification and estimate
with the city clerk, and if the estimated expense of
any improvement shall exceed the sum of fifty dollars,
they shall give public notice in the official paper of the
city for at least two successive weeks of the proposed
improvement, describing the same, the street, highway
or alley, or the particular portions thereof wherein said
improvementor improvementsare contemplated, which
notice shall also name the time and place at which the
common council will meet and hear any objections
that parties in interest may urge against such improve-
ment, and the said council shall hear said objections
and pass upon the same at that or some subsequent
meeting. And the council may direct that the said
improvements to be made, or the council in its discre-
tion may direct that the specifications for such im-
provements be altered or modified, and order that
said work be done and improvement made in con-
formity with such alterations or modifications. And
the council shall by resolution or otherwise, direct the
said street commissioners to proceed with such im-
provement in conformity with the order of the council;
provided, that when the council shall so alter or mod-
ify the plan of any proposed improvement, as to in-
crease or diminish the expense thereof, the commis-
sioners shall procure to be made and filed with the
city clerk, before proceeding with the work, specifica-
tions of the work as ordered by the council, together
with an estimate of the whole expense thereof.

SecrioN 8. The eaid commissioners shall, upon the Prosscating
filing of such specification and estimate with the city ™
clerk, proceed and cause said work to be done without
any order of the common council, and without votice
to the parties interested, if the amount of the estimate
for the whole work shall not exceed fifty dollars; but
in case the estimate shall exceed the sum of fifty dol-
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lars, and the improvement has been ordered by the
eommon council, in the manner provided in the last
preceding section, then they shall cause netice to be
given for at least ten days in the official paper of the
city, specifying the amount aud the kind of work to be
done, and the amount and kind of materials to be
furnished, and the place where said improvemeots are
to be made, soliciting realed proposals for doing said
work, or for furnishing said materials, or for both, as
the case may require. 'I'be commissioners shall les
such eontracts to the lowest responsible bidder or bidders,
all things considered, uuless for sufficient cause the
shall rejeet all bids offered, ir which event they shal}
immediately re-advertise for proposals. All improve-
ments shall be made under the supervision of the
street commissioners of the several wards, and the
commiasioners may, when they think proper, require
any contractor to give security for the performance of
his contract.

SecriON 4. After the common council shall deter-
mine to make any improveinent, when the cost thereof
is less than fifty dollars, or after the comtract is let,
when the improvemens shall cost over fifty dollars, it
shall be the duty of ths city engineer to ascertain so
far a8 possible the names of the owners of all lots or
Earcels of Jand upon either side of the street, alley or

ighway upon which said improvement is to be made,
and unless known changes of owmership shall have
been made, or known errors in such roll exist, the last
assessment roll upor which taxes for the city shall have
been collected shall be taken as correetly deseribing the
ownership of such lots or parcels of land ; and the said
eity engineer shall prepare a list of the lots or parcels of
lard liable to assessment for such improvement aunder
the provisions of this act, designating the number of
feet front on each los or parcel with the owners’ names,
ascertained as above directed, together with the pame
and width of all streets erossed by said improvement,
tbe eorrectness of which list shall be verified by oath
of the party making it, to the best of his knowled
and belief. Such list shall be filed with the city clerﬁ
together with a certificate of the board of commission-
ers, setting out the whole expense of such improve-
ment.

SeerioN 5. It shall be the duty of the eity clerk,
on receipt of the list and certificate above specified, to
prepare a special assessment roll from the lisy, speeify-
ing the lots or parcels of land to be aseessed, with the
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owners' names as specified in said list, together with the
smount chargeable to each lot, which shall be deter-
mined by dividing the whole expense of the improve-
ment by its length, and muliiplying the front length of
each lot by the average expense per foot, and the
amount thus ascertained with the treasurer’s commis-
sion of five per cent. for collecting the same shall be
placed in & column opposite the proper description, and
the clerk shall attach thereto a warrant, commanding
the collection thereof, which shall be substantiaily the
same as is now required for the collection of general
taxes, except that said warrant shall be returnable to
the clerk in thirty days from the date thereof, with the
treasurer’s return, which shall speoify the gross amcunt
collected, with an accurate description of the lots or
parcels of land upon which the amount assessed has
not been paid.

SecTiON 6. The treasurer shall, immediately upon
the receipt of such special assessment roll give notice
in the official paper of the city, if there be one, if not,
in some newspaper published in the city, that such
roll is in his hands fer collection, and if the several
amounts are not paid within fifteen days thereafter, he
will proceed to levy and collect such assessment by
distress, which levy he is hereby authorized to make,
and when made, to proceed and sell in all respects, as
near as may be, in the manner now provided for the
collection of state, county and city taxes.

SEcrioN 7. When any lot or parcel of land shall
be returned as delinquent, the clerk shall forthwith
add twenty per cent. as a penalty for the non-payment
of such assessment, and file in hiseoffice said list of
delinquent taxes, and when the next succeeding gene-
ral tax roll shall be extended, the said clerk shall
cause the sum of such delinquent tax and penalty to
be put in a colamn designated for special assessments,
and opposite the proper lot or parcel of land before
returned as delinquent, and said amount, both sssess-
ment and penalty, shall be collectible like other taxes,
and if not paid, returned as delinquent as other taxes
are by law returned. It shall be lawful for any inter-
ested party to pay said assessment and penalty to the
city treasurer at any time before the same shall be in-
serted in the tax roll, and the city treasurer shall give
to the person making such payment a proper receipt
therefor, and the treasurer shall forthwith file a dupli-
cate copy of such receipt with the city clerk ; and such
payment shall discharge such lots or parcels of land
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from such assessment; provided, that the common
council may, at any meeting thereof, held on or prior

‘to the first Monday of December next after the filing

of any such returns, remit the said penalty or any part
thereof.

SecTION 8. The city elerk ahall at the first regular
meeting of the common council, in the months of Jan-
uary, April, July and October (or oftener if required)
in each year, report to the common council the amounts
of money so paid by bim, and the particular lots or
parcels of land on account of which the same was paid,
and the treasurer’s receipt for said amount shall be a
sufficient voucher for said cletk ; but he shall file the
same in his office, charging the treasurer with the
amount thereof. Whenever the treasurer shall make
return according to law of delinquent taxes to the city
clerk, the said treasurer shall be entitled to a city order
upon himself, payable to the board of commissioners (of
the proper ward), or order for the amount of such de-
linquent taxes, which, together with the money eollect
ed shall be passed over to the proper board of commis-
sioners, taking their receipts therefor.

just, which being determined, the expense shall be
chargeable to the frontage along such section, but no
section shall be less than one hundred feet. When
such improvement shall be divided into sections, or
when tke whole expense shall be for distribution over
the whole frontage improved, the said commissioners
shall proceed as follows to determine the amount each
lot or parcel of land shall pay : First, ascertain the num-
ber of front feet upon either side of the street, high-
way or alley for each section of the contemplated im-
provements, or for the whole distance theieof, as the

case may require, including cross streets or intersec-

the official paper of the city, if there be one; it none,
in some newspaper published in said city, for at least
ten days, addressed to ‘‘the residents and property
owners on street in ward” (as the case may
require), which notice must describe 1u general terms,
but with reasonable accuracy, the repairs to be made,
the particular lots or parcels of land abatting which
such repairs are to be made, unless the repairs are to
be general along the stree:, highway or alley. Such
potice must requife all owners or parties in interest to
cause such repairing, replanking or relaying to be done
within some time named beyond ten days, or in case
of neglect, the commissioner will cause the same to be
done at the expense of the abutting lots; and such
notice shall be deex.ed and taken to be an order. In
cage of a failure of any parties to comply with sach
orders, the commissioners shall at once proceed to have
the work done as rcquired by such order, either by
contract or otherwise, keeping an account of the ex-
pense in front of each particular lot or parcel of land
or subdivision of lots, when ownership is known, as
above provided; when doune, the separate expense to
be chargeable to each particular lot or parcel of land
in front of whioh the sidewalk shall have been re-
paired, and the same course shall be taken in order to
enforce the payment of ruch repairs as hereinbefore
provided in relation to collection of special tax or as-
sessments for grading or making new sidewalks or
streets.

SecrioN 14. No order shall be made by the common
council for the grading, paving, macadamizing or plank-
ing of any street, highway or alley, or for grading or
making any new sidewalk, or for paving any gutier or
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for setting any curbstone along any street or alley
where the whole estimated cost of such improvement
shall exceed the sum of two hundred dollars, unless a
petition therefor shall have been presented to the street
commissioners and filed with the city clerk signed by
the owners or occupants of one-halt of the frontage of
property taxable for such improvements under the
provisioas of this act; provided, that nothing io this
section shall be constraed to require any petition for the
proper repair of any street, sidewalk, or other improve-
ments he:etofore graded or made by orders of the street
commissioners or common council, or for keeping in re-
pair any street, road or alley which is or may be a
common public bighway, so that the same may be kept
in suitable condition for public use. And in cuse any
street or sidewalk shall in the opinion of the street com-
missioner require immediate repair, they may proceed
forthwith without any order or potice, and cause the
same to be suitably repaired, and the costand expense of
any repair so made shall be chargeable and collectible
in the maoner provided in section 13 of title VII of
this act.

SEcTION 15. When in the opinion of any board of
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street commissioners a necessity exists to make any verwe, gutters

culverts, gutters, drains or sewers, they shall recom- **

mend the same to the common council, and if the couu-
cil shall think that the interest of the city requires such
improvement to be made, it shall order the commission-
ersto proceed, and when the estimate for building one
or more calverts, drains or sewers which are intended
to drain or protect one locality or district, shall exceed
fifty dollars, the same shall be let by contract to the
lowest responsible bidder, being let in the same man-
ner that contracts ars let as provided for in this act for
grading streets, etc. When the expense as estimated
for any culvert, drain or sewer, or which is intended to
drain the same locality or district, shall be less than
fifty dollars, or the work shall be cleansing, the board
of commissioners may proceed to have such work done
without the order of the common council. All the
expense of culverts, drains, gutters or sewers (except
the paving of gutters or surface drains) shall be paid
by the city. Paving of gutters or surface drains to be
chargeable to abutting property the same as grading
streets as provided in section 10 thereof.

SecrioN 18. The board of commissioners shall'give Wristen notice

written notice to all owners or occupants of lots or *®

parcels of land which may be deemed injurious to

giren.
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health by reason of stagnant water being thereon, of at
least five days to abate such nuisance by drainage or
filling up such lot or parcel of land, and if the owneris
not & resident and there is no occupant, then the no-
tice shall be by publication in the city paper, if obe, if
not, some other newspaper published in said city; and
if the nuisance is not so ahated the said commissioner
shall cause it to be abated and removed at the expense
of the property upou which the same shall exist; the
amount thereof to be put into the next special tax roll
as a special tax.

SecrioN 17. There shall be collected a poll tax of
one dollar and fifty cents from every person liable by
law to pay such tax, once each year, at such time as
the board of commissioners shall deem most advanta-
gecus to the public. They shall, from the poll lists of
their respective wards or from theirown personal knowl-
edge, make or cause to be made out under their direc-
tion a list of those persons residing within their wards
respectively who are liable to pay a poll tax, and issue
a warrant over their signatures, directed to the city
marshal or any constable of said city, commanding him
to collect one dollar and fifty cents from each person
therein named, and make return of said warrant with
his doings thereon, within thirty days, to said board of
commissioners. The said officer, in the collection of
such tax, shall have the same powers and authority to
levy and sell any personal property as town treasurers

Ftaxes, and he +hall proceed in the
same manner as town treasurers are autborized and re-
quired by law to proceed in the collection of taxes;
and the said warrant may be renewed by said commis-
gioners from time to time for a term not exceeding
thirty days at any one time, uuntil the poll taxes
in said ward are collected. The money collected
by virtue of any such warrant shall be paid over
to the raid street commissioners by the officer hav-
ing such warrant, and the said commissioners
may allow to and pay to the officer having such war-
rant out of the moneys so collected by him, such com-
penaation as they shall deem proper, not exceeding
twenty per cent. of theamount collected and paid over
by bim by virtue of said warrant. The balance of all
money 30 collected shall be expended by said street com-
missioners in their respective wards, in cleansing, dress-
ing over and repairing the streets, highways and alleys
in such ward, and said street commissioners shall report
to the council when required by the council, the whole
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amount of money so received by them and the purposes
for which the same has been expended by them. And
if any officer having such warrant shall neglect or re-
fuse to pay over any money collected by him by virtue
of such warrant for the space of three days after the
retura day of such warrant, he shail be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof, shall
be fined not less than one hundred dollars and not more
thao five hundred dollars, and shall be imprisoned in
thedcommon jail of Rock county until such fiue is fully
paid.

SEcTiON 18. If the owner or occupant of any lot Suow on slde-
in the city of Beloit shall suffer snow to remain upon ™"
any planked or paved sidewalk in front ot or adjoin-
ing sach lot for three hoars after the snow ceases to fall,
the strect commissioners of the ward where such side-
walk 18 located, or any ove of said commissioners may
proceed forthwith, without any order or netice to the
owner or occupaot of the lot, and cause the said snow to
be removed, and the cost and expeuse of removiog the
same shall be chargeable aud collectible in the manner
provided in section 13 of title VI of this act.

TITLE VIIL

FIRE DEPARTMENT. .

SectioN 1. FKor the purpose of guarding against Fire dopast.
fire, the common council shall bave power to pre- ’
scribe the limits within which buildings not con-
sidered fire-proof 'shall not be erected or repaired, and
to prohibit the rebuilding or repairing of wooden
buildings within said limits, when the same shall have
been damaged by fire or otherwise to an extent exceed-
ing fifty per cent. on the value thereof, and to presciibe
the manoer of assessing such damage.

SectioN 2. The common council shall have the Construction of .
power to prevent the dangerous construction and con- o
dition of chimneys, fire-places, hearth-stones, stove-
pipes, ovens, boilers, and apparatus used in or about
any building, and cause the same to be removed or
placed in a secure aod safe place or condition, when
considered dangerous; to prevent the deposit o! ashes
in unsafe places; to regulate the carrying on of any
manufactories dangerous in causing or promoting fires ;
to prevent the use or regulate tbe use of fire-works
and fire-arms.

SEcTION 8. To compel the owners and occupants Scutties m
of buildings situated in the business part of the city to
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have scuttles in the roofs of such buildings or laddess
leading to the same.

SecTioN 4. To anthorize the mayor and aldermen,
fire-wardeos and other officers of the city to keep away
from the vicinity of a fire all idle and suspected per-
gons, and to compei all by-standers to aid in the ex:
tinguisbment of fires, and in the preservation of prop-
erty exposed to danger thereat, and geunerally to
establish such regulations for the prevention of fires
and the extinguishment of the same; as the common
council may deem expedient.

SectioN 5. The common council shall have power
to purchase fire engines and engine honsea and appa-
ratus for fire engines, and to authorize the formation of
fire companies and to provide for the due and proper
regulation of the same, and to order such companies to
be disbanded, and their meetings to be probibited, and
their apparatus to bedelivered up. Each company may
elect its own officers and form its own by-laws, not
inconsistent with the laws of the state, or the ordinac-
ces and regulatioos of said city, and said companies be
formed ouly by volunteer enlistment, and every mem-
ber shall be exempt from poll tax and highway work,
and from serving on juries, and from mili:ary daty
during the continuance of such membership.

SEctioN 6. The common council shall, on the first
Monday in May in each year, or as soon thereafter as
practicable, appoint a chief engineer, who shall ap-
point an assistant engineer, both of whom shall have
such power and perform such duties as the common
council may ascribe. The common council shall also
at the same meeting appoint four fire wardens, one of
whom shall reside in each ward, and who may from
time to time as they deem proper, enter into or open
any house, store-house or other building or enclosure,
for the purpose of inspecting the same, and with &
view 10 guard against fire When any person shall
refuse to obey any lawful crder of any engineer, fire
warden, mayor or alderman at any fire, it shall be
lawful for the officer giving such order to arrest or to
direct or order the marshal, constable or watchman,
or any citizen, to arrest such person and confine him
temporarily in any eafe place until such fire shall be
extinguisbed, and in the same manuer such officers, or
any of them, may arrest or direot the arrest and con-
finement of any person at such fire whoshall be intox-
icated or disorderly, and any person who shall refuse
to obey any such lawful order, shall be liable to such
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penalty as the common council may prescribe, not ex-
ceeding ten dollars. ~
SgcrioN 7. The membera of such fire company or Preservation of

companies are hereby authorized, collectively or indi- »*"**"""
vidually, at the time of any fire to take charge of all
property which may he exposed or-endangered, and
sball, as far as may be in their power, preserve the same
from destraction. The common council 18 bereby au-
thorized to appropriate such sum as they may deem

roper for the compensation of said members of ssid
fire company or compunies, and for the proper regula.
tion and expenses of the same; provided, the same ap-
propriations shall not exceed one-half ot all the pro-
ceeds of all fines and penalties received for the breach
of any ordinance, by-law or regulation made in pursa-
ance of this chapter.

TITLE IX.
RELATING TO A POLICE COURT.

SectroN 1. The police justice of said city shall Reatiegte
hold his office for the term of two years, and until his
successor is elected and qualified, and at each annual
election next prior to the expiration of the term of of-
fice of the police justice then in office, his successor
shall be elected. The police justice shall have and
exercise all the authority, powers and jurisdiction
which are by law conferred upon justices of the peace,
and shall take the oath and give the security required
of justices of the peace. He shall have sole and ex-
clusive jurisdiction to hear all complaints and conduct
all examinations and trial for offenses against the crim-
inal laws of this state committed within the limits of
said city, and shall have exclusive jurisdiction in all
cases to which the said city shall be a party, and he
shall have the same power and authority in cases of
contempt as a court of record ; provided, that nothing
herein contained shall be construed to affect in any
manner the jurisdiction of the circuit court, or of the
municipal court for Rock county. Nor shall the same
be construed to give the police court jurisdiction to
hear, try and determine any civil suit where the sub-
ject matter of the suit exceeds two hundred dollars, or
any criminal suit or proceeding when the offence
is not by the generaY laws of this siate cog-
vizable before a justice of the peace; and pro-
vided farther, that in any action or proceeding to
which the said police justice may be a party, or of kin
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to any party to such action or prozeeding, or of kin to
the comp'ainant in any criminal action or proceeding,
then, and io every sach case, the justices of the peace
provided for by this act shall bave jurisdiction to issae
grocess in such action or proceedings, and to hear and

etermine the same, and if upon the retarn of any pro-
cess issued by said police justice in any criminal action
or proceedings, or in auy civil action to which the said
city is a party, it shall be made to appear by the affi-
davit of the complainant or defendant in any criminal
action or proceeding, or by the affidavit of the defend-
ant or of the mayor, city attorney or city marshal, in
any suit to which the said city is a party, before issue
is joined in any such action or proceeding, that the
police justice is a material witness on the trial or hear-
ing of any such action or proceeding, or that he is of
kin to the complainant or to any party to such action
or proceeding, then and in every such case the said
police justice shall transmit such action or proceeding
and all papers relating thereto to one of the justices of
the peace in said city, who shall thereupon proceed to
hear, try and determine the same in the same manner
as it would have been lawful for the said police justice
to have done if such affidavit had not been made. The
said justice may also, on his own motion, without any
such affidavit, remove any action or proceeding to one
of the justices of the peace of said city, in any of the
cases mentioned in this section, where he may be of
kin to the defendant or to the prosecuting witness, and
the justice to whom the same is transmitted shall
thereupon proceed to hear, try and determine thesame.

SkcrioN 2. The police justice shall be entitled to
receive for his services the same compensation in fees
as is allowed by law to justices of the peace in towns
for similar services, but the city sball not be liable to
gaid justice for fees, except as shall accrue in prosecu-
tions for the violation of the charter or ordinances of
said city, wherein the offender shall have been dis-
charged by some other tribunal, or the city failsinits
prosecution, when the proceedings are instituted by the
mayor or marshal.

SecTioN 8. In case of the absence, sickness or
other 1nability of said police justice to discharge the
duties of said office, the .mayor may designate and
authorize by warrant over his signature, any justice of
the peace within said city, to perform the duties of po-
lice justice, and the justice o designated shall, for the
time being, possess all the powers, authcrity, rights
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and jurisdiction of the police justice during the
absence, sickness or other disability of said police jus-
tice, and sball continue to hold jurisdiction until the
final determination of the particular case or matter
commenced before him, notwithstanding the removal
of the cause that occasioned his appointment to act as
such police justice.

SECTION 4. Appealsshall be allowed in all cases
from the police court, and shall be taken in the same
manner and within the time provided by law for ap-
peals from justices of the peace. No removal of any

criminal action or proceeding, or of any civil action 10,

which the said city may be a party, from said police
justice, shall be made, except in the cases provided in
the last preceding section and in section 1 of title IX
of this act.

SeorioN 5. The police justice shall, on the first
Monday in each month, report to the common council
a list of all suits or proceedings instituted before him in
behalf of said city, and the disposition made thereof,
and sball at the same time account for und pay over to
the city treasurer the amount of all fines and penalties

collected by him, whether said fines or penalties were .

received for violations of the laws of the state, of
the aity charter, or ordicances of said city, and the re-
ceipts of the city treasurer for the amounts thus paid
over shall b 1mmediately filed with the city clerk,
and the city treasurer shall pay over to the county
treasurer of Rock county all moneys received for fines
or penalties in civil or criminal actions to which the
sltate was & party.

SECTION 6. The laws of the state relating to jus-
tices of the peace and courts held by justices of the
peace, shall be construed to apply to said police justice
and police court, except as is otherwise provided in this
act,

Sectiox 7. The city of Beloit shall not be liable
foror pay any costs in any action or proceeding for
violation of ary law of this state, but the same shall be
]and remain a county charge, as s now provided by
aw.

Secrion 8. It shall be lawiul for the city marshal,
the sher:ff of the county of Rock and his deputies, and
any police officer or constable of said city, to arrest
summarily and without process, any person who may
be found violating any of the criminal laws of ;this
state, or who is committing any breach of the peace
within said city, or who has violated any ordinance of

Execu-
tion shall issue forthwith.on the rendition of the judg-
ment, unless the same be stayed or appealed according
to the laws of thia state, and shall be in the same form
and be executed in the same manner as is now pro-
vided or may be hereafter provided by law for execu-
tions in actions founded in tort; provided, that the
officer having such execution may satisfy. the same oat
of any property of the defendant whick would be
liable to levy and sale by virtue of a tax warrant to
collect a tax against such defendant.
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TITLE X.

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS,

Secrion 1. All prcperty, real and personal, within
the limits of said city, except such as may be exempt
by the laws of this state, shall be subject to taxation
for the support of the city government and the pay-
ment of its debts and liabilides; provided, that this
section shall not be so construed as to exempt from
taxation any real estate for street improvement or for
the opening or wideniog of streets, but all real estate
in the city which is exempt from taxation under the
general laws of this state shall be subjecj to assess-
ment and to specia' tax for such purposes in the same
mauner as other real estate under the provisions of this
act.

SEectioN 2. No money shall be appropriated for
any purpose whatever, except such as is expressly au-
thorized by this act.

SectioN 3. All actions brought to recover any
gennlty or forfeiture uunder this act, or the ordinances,

SecTioN 4. No yerson shall be an incompetent
judge, justice, witness or juror by reason of his being
an inhabitant of said city, in any proceeding or action
in which the city shall be a party or interested.

SecrioN 5. If any election by the people or com.
mon council shall, for any caure not be held st the
time or in the manner herein prescribed, it shall not be
cnnsidered reason for arresting, suspending or dissolving
said corporation; but such election shall be had on
any subsequent day, by order of the commen council ;
and if any of the duties enjoined by this act, or the
ordinances or by-laws of thecity, to be done by any
officer at any specified time, and the same are nnt then
done or performed, the common council may appoint
another time at which the said acts may be done or
performed.
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Sectiox 6. The general laws for the preservation
of trees and bridgas and punishment by such laws pro-
vided tor the willful and malicious injuries done to the
same are hereby extended to and shall include all trees
belunging to said corporation, and all bridges tbat are
now buili or may be hereafter built in said city, and shall
apply to any willful and malicious damage which may
be done to the same by any person or perions what
ever; and the common council may, from time to time,
make such by-laws or ordinances as they may deem
necessary for the preservation of said trees and bridges,
and enforce the sime by adequate penalties.

SecTioN 7. All public squares, public buildings
and publio grounds within the limits of said city of
Belott shall be uader the control of said city, and the
common council may make such ordinances in refer-
ence to the protection of the same as they may deem
proper.

SkcrioN 8. When any suit or action shall becsm-
menced against said city, the service of process thercin
may be made by leaving a copy of the process, by the
proper officer, with the mayor or city clerk, whose
daty it shall be forthwith to inform the common coua-
cil thereol, and take such otber proceedings as by the
ordinances or resolutions of said council may be in
such cases provided.

SecrioN 9. The ci'y may lease, purchase or bold
real or pereonal estate suflicient for the convenience of
the inhabitants there« f; and may sell and crnvey the
same ; and the same sh:ll be tree irom taxation.

SectioN 10. 1'se aldermen of the several wardsin
said city shall be fence viewers in their respective
wards, and they shall bave the same powers, perform
the same duties, und be entitled to the same compenss-
tion for therr services as fence viewers in towns.

Sectior 11, Any ordinance of said city, publishedin
any newspaper of said city, or which is contained ib asy
book or pamphlet purporting to have been published
by order of the common council, may be read in evi
dence from such newspaper, buok or pampblet, and the
same shall be received in evideuce in all courts an
places as prima facie evidence ot the passage and publi-
cation, and of the contents of such ordinance.

SectioN 12, Any officer in the city authorized 0

ssue subj cenas in any civil or criminal suit or proceed:
Ing, may issue a subpceua to witnesses to appear aod
tesufy before the common council upon any complaiot
or other matter pending before said council. Such
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subpoena may be served in the same manner as in civil
actions pending in any court. Tbhe mayor or other
presiding officer of the council, and the clerk of the
city, are hereby authorized and empowered to admin-
ister the proper oath to any witness to be examined
belore said council. And if any person shall refuse to
appear before the council in obedience to a subpoena
duly served upon him, orif he reluses to testify belore
said council in answer to any question put to him, such
refusal shall be certified by the city clerk or clerk pro
tem. of raid council, to the officer who issued the
subpoena, and such certificate shall be received as pre-
sumptive evidence of the matters therein stated; and
the officer who issued such subpocna is hereby authcr-
ized and empowered to punish such witness in the
same manner as if such witness hal refused to appear
or had refused to testify in any suit or proceeding pend-
ing before him,

SecTION 13. No general law of this state contra-
vening the provisions of this act shall be considered
as repealing, amending or modilying the same, unless
such purpose be expressly set forth in sach law '

SectioN 4. Nothing in this act contained shall be Not repe: vd.

coostrued to repeal, alter or amend the following
vamed acty, or either of them: Chapter 11 of private
and Jocal laws of this state passed in the year 1870, ea-
titled **an act to enable the town of Beloit and the city
of Beloit to settle their bonded indebtedness.” Chap-
ter 32 of the laws of this state, passed in the year 1878
entitled “an act to empower the common council of
the city of Beloit to provide security against loss by
fire in said city.,” Chapter 2386 of the laws of this
state, passed io the year 1879, entitled “an act relat-
ing tothe city of Beloit, and authorizing the acquire-
ment and use of additional cemetery grouuds by that
citv.” And chapter 8 of the laws of this state, passed
io the year 1881, entitled “an act to authorize the
‘common council of the city of Beloit toissue the bonds
of sai ! city for the purpose of paying its present bouded
_indebtedness,”

SkctioN 15. All acts and parts of acts in contra-
‘vention of the provisions of this act,are hereby re-
pealed.

SkecrioN 16. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after ite pas:age and publication.
