Four weeks' previous notice of such election shall be
given by the county clerk by publishing the same once
8 week for four weeks in all the newspapers published
in such county, or if there be no newspaper published
in such county, then a written or printed notice shall
be posted in two conspicuous places in each towninthe
county at least four weeks previous to such election;
provided, that this actshall not prohibit the submission
to vote or a removal of acounty seat in cases where the
county board has prior to the passage of this act or-
dered that the question of removal shall be submitted
to vote, at the next general election.

AN ACT relating to the assessment of personal property for
taxation.

Sawlogr,tm- SECTION 2. Iishall be the duty of the assessor of
! the assessment district in which saw legs, timber, rail-
road ties or telegraph poles owned by non-residents as
aforesaid may be located, to ascertain at any time
during the month of April in each year, the amouns of
sach property in his assessment disirict, by actual
view, as far as practicable, to fix the value of said
property and assess the same to the said owners as
other personal property is valued and assessed.
SEcTiON 3. This act shall take effect and bein foroe
from and after its passage and publication.
