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lect to so apply, then upon the application of any other
Party to the action, or of a relation or friend of thein-
ant, after notice of such application being tirst given to
the general or testamentary guardian of such infant,
if be bave one in this state; and if he bave none,
then to the infant bimselt, if over fourteen years of
age; or if under that age and within this state, to the
person with whom such infant resides.

8. If such infant is not a resident of this state or
if being a resident of this atate he shall be temporarily
absent therefrom and so remain for three months, and
his residence, or the place where such infint tempo-
rarily absent is living, be known, and that fact shall
appear by affidavit to the satisfaction ot the court, and
it shail further appear that such infant has no general
or testamentary guardian in this state, the court may
grant an order that notice of an application for the ap-
pointment of a guardian for the infant be served upun
such infant, if over fourteen years of age, by mailin
a copy of said notice and order to such iofant, directeg
to him at his place of residence; if under fourteen
years of age, by mailing a copy oi such notice and or-
der to the person with whom such infaunt resides If
the residence of the infant be unknown, the court may
gram an order that the service of said notice be maie

y publication thereof in a newspap:r to be desiguated
in such order, as most likely to give notice to such in-
fant, and for sach length of time as shall be deemed
reasonable, not less than once a week for four weeks
successively.

CHAPTER 328.
AN ACT to authorize the city of Milwaukee to establish and
maintaia a public museum in said city.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrioN 1. The city of Milwaukee is hereby saa-
thorized to receive and accept from  the Natural His-
tory Society of Wisconsin,”—a corporation located
in the said city of Milwaukee,— a donation of its collec-
tion of objects in Natural History and Ethnology, or of
the greater part thereof, upon such conditions a8 may
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be agreed upon by and between said city and said so-
ciety subject, however, to the provisions of this act.

SecTION 2. In case ot such donation and accept- Pabicma-
ance, said city of Milwaukee is hereby authorized and ’
empowered to establish and maintainin said city a free
public museum, exhibition of objects in" Natural 1lis-
tory and Ethnology, and for that purpose to receive,
bold and manage the collection so donated, and any
devise, bequest or dooation that may be made to said
city for the increage and maintenance of such museum
under such regulatious and conditions as are herein
contained, or may be agreed upon by and between the
donors and said city, or as may be hereafter adopted as
provided in this act.

SectioN 3. The museum estnblished and main- Sourdof tras-
tained under this act shall be under the general man- terms, etc.
agement, control and supervision of a board of nine
trustees, who shall be siyled “ The Board of Trustees
of the Public Museum of the City of Milwaukee.”
Said board of trustees shall consist of the president of
the school board and the superintendent of schools of
said city, ex-officio, of three members of the common
council of said city, designated and appointed by the
mayor thereof, and of four residents and taxpayers of
said city, to be appointed by the mayor as herein pro-
vided. The first appointments of trustees by the mayor
under this act shall be made within ten days after the
formal acceplance by the common council of said city
of a donation by said natural history society as autho-
rized in the first section of this act. Of the first three
trustees appointed from the members of the common
council of said city, one shall be appointed from the
three year class, one from the two year class and one
from the one year class of aldermen, and they shall
serve as such trustees during their respective terms as
such aldermen. Anpd aonually on the third Tuesday
of April thereafter, at the expiration of the term of any
such trustee, the mayor shall appoint his successor for
three years, from the aldermen then having three years
to serve. In case any such trustee shall vacate the of-
fice of alderman before the expiration of his term, he
shall at the same time cease to be a trustee under this
act, and the mayor shall appoint some other member of
the common council of his class in his place for the
balance of his term. In the appointment of the four re-
maining trustees, and their successors, the mayor shall
prefer such persons as may be recommended for such ap-
pointment by said Natural History Society. Such four
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trustees first appointed shall, at the first meeting of the
board after their appointment, determine by lot their
term of service, so that one of their number shall
serve for one year, one for two years, one for three
years and one for four years, from the third Tuesday
of Mav next after the organization of such board
And all vacancies shall be filled by like appointment
of the mayor for the remainder of the term, and
aonually on the third Tuesday of April a trustee shall
be appointed by said mayor in like manuer for the
term ot four years, in place of the trustee whose term
shall expire the following May. None of said trustees
shall receive any compensation from the City Treasury
or otherwise, for their services as such trustees. And
no member of said Board of Trustees shall become, or
cause himself to become interested, directly or indi-
rectly, in any contract or job.for the purchase of any
matter pertaining to the museum, or of fuel, furniture,
stationery or things necessary for the increase and
maintenance of the museum. Said trustees shall take
the official oath and be subject to the reatrictions, dis-
abilities, liabilities, punishments and limitations pre-
scribed by the law as to aldermen in the said city of
Milwaukee.

SkcrioN 4. The first meeting of said Board of
Trustees for the purpcse of organizing shall be held on
the third Tuesday of the month next following their
appointment and the city clerk shall give at least one
week’s previous notice of the time and place of such
meeting to each member of such board, in writing.
At suchb first meeting said board shall organize by the
choice of one of their number as president to serve
until the third Tuesday of May next following and
until his successor sha!l be chosen. The annual meet-
ing of said board shall be held on the third Tuesday
of May in each year, and at such meeting a president
shall be chosen from their number to serve for one
year and until his saccessor shall be chosen.

SecriOoN 5. The board of trustees shall have gen-
eral care, control and supervision of the public museum,
its appurtenances, fixtures and furniture, and of the
selection, arrangement and disposition of the specimens
and- objects appertaining to said museum, and also of
the disbursements of all the moneys appropriated for and
belongiog to the museum fund, in the manuer herein-
after provided. And the said board sball adopt, and at
their discretion modify, amend or repeal by-laws, rules
and regulations for the management, care and use of

fhe public museum, and x and enforce penalties for
their violation, and generally shall adopt such measures
as shall promote the })ublic utility of the mu:eum;
provided, that such by-laws, rules and regulations s4all
not conflict with the provisions of this act.

SectioN 6. The board of trustees shall at their first secretary of
meeting, or thereafter as soon as practicable and every o —tesm.
five years thereafter, at an anpual meeting, elect by
ballot a person ofsuitable scientific attainments, ability
and experience for custodian, who shall sn act and be
ex-officio secretary of said board of trustees. The cus-
todian first appointed shall hold his office for five years
from the time of the first annual meeting, unless previ-
ously removed, and thereafter the term of appointment
shall be for the term of five years, and the compensation
of the custodian shall be fixed by said board of trus-
tees. Said board of trustees shall also appoint such
assistants and employes for said museum as they may
deem necessary and expedient, and shall fix their com-
pensation. All vacancies in the office of the custodian,
asgistants and other employes shall be filled by said
board of trustees, and the persons so elected or ap-
pointed shall hold for the unexpired term.

SectioN 7. The custodian elected under this act Maybe
may be removed from office for misdemeanor, incompe. ™"**
tency or inattention to the duties of his office, by a
vote of two thirds of the board of trustees; the assis-

" tants and other employes may be removed by the
board for incompetency or for any other cause.

SecrioN 8. Itshall be the duty of the board of Fprther dutics
trustees, within ten days after the appointment of the trustees.
custodian and other salaried employes, to report and
file with the city comptroller a duly certified list of the
persons so appointed, with the salary allowed to each,
and the time or times fixed for the payment thereof,
and they shall also furnish such comptroller with a list
of all accounts and bills which may be allowed by
said board of trustees, stating the character nf the ma-
terials or services for which the same were rendered
immediately after the meeting of =aid board at which
such allowance shall be made. And said board of
trustees shall also, on or before the first day of October
in each year, make to the common council a report,
made up to and including the 81st day of August of
the said year, containing a statement of the coun-
dition of the museum, and of the additions thereto
during the year, together with such information and
suggestions as they may deem important, and such re-
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port shall also contain an account of the moneys
credited to the museum fund, and expended on accouns
of the same during the year. :

SkcrioN 9. From and after the organization of the
board of trustees under this act, the common couneil
of said city shall levy and collect annually upon all the
taxable property of the said city, at the same time and
in the same manner as other city taxes are levied and
collected by law, a special tax, not exceeding one-tenth
of a mill upon each dollar of the assessed value of said
taxable property, the amount of which shall be deter-
mined by said board of trustees, and ceruified to the
common council at the time of making their aonual re-

rt to said council, and the entire amount of said spe-
cial tax shall be paid into, and held in, the city treasury,
a8 a separate - and distinct fund, to be known as the
museum fund, and shall not be. used or appropriated
directly or indirectly in any other purpose than for the
maintenance and for the increase ot the public inaseum,
the payment of the salaries of the custodian, assistants
and other employes of the museum, the purchase of
furniture, fixtures, supplies and fuel, and the incidental
expenses of the museum. .

EcTION 10. The board of trustees shall erect, par-
chase, hire or lease buildings, lots, rooms and furnitare,
for the use and accommodation of said public museum,
and shall improve, enlarge and repair such buildings,
rooms and furniture ; but no lot or building shall be
purchased, erected or ealarged for the purpose herein
mentiooed, without an ordinance or resolution of the
common council of said city, and deeds of conveyance
and leases shall run to the city of Milwaukee.

Secrion 11, All moneys received by or raised in
the city of Milwaukee for museum purposes +hall be
paid over to the city treasurer to be disbursed by him
on the orders of the president and secretary of the ssid
board of trustees, countersigned by the city comp:
troller. Such orders shall be made payable to the or-
der of the persons in whose favor they shall bave been
iesued, and shall be the only voucher of the city treas.
urer for the payments from the museum fund. The
said board of trustees shall provide for the purchase of
specimens, supplies, fuel and other matters necessary
or useful for the maintenance of the museum; pro-
vided, bowever, that it shall not be lawful for said
board of trustees to expend or cortract a liability for
any sum in excess of the amount levied in any one
year, for the museum fund, on account of such fund.
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SectroN 12, All moneys, books, specimens and §ifiatobe uz.
other property received by the city of Milwaukee by board.
device, beqnest or gift, from auny person or corporation,
for public museum purposes, shall, unless otherwise
directed by the douors, be under the management and
control of said board of trustees; and all moneys de-
rived from fines and penalties for violation of the rules
of the ruseum, or from any other source in the course
of the administration of the museum, including all
moneys which may be paid to the city upon -any pol-
icy or policies of insurance, or other obligation or ha-

SectioN 1.  The board of directors of the Natural Relatiocto
History Society of the city of Milwaukee is hereby au- iory Society.
thoriz:d and empywered, in the name of =aid association
or society, to assign, transter and convey to the city of
Milwaukee, all and singular, the natural historical col-
lections of every kind constituting the museam belong-
ing to said Natural History Society, in trust, to be
kept,supported and maintained by said city, as a free
museum for tbe benefit and use of all citizens of said
city ; provided, the siid city shall accept the trust and
assume the care and maintenance of such museum.

SecTiON 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
