CHAPTER 179. 
AN ACT to appropriate money to pay legislative employes.

CHAPTER 180. 
AN ACT relating to the salaries of judicial officers within the 

state and amendatory of section 694 of the revised statutes. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Section 694 of the revised statutes 

is hereby amended so as to read as follows: Sec-
tion 694. The county board, at their annual meet-
ing in November, shall fix the amount of salary 
which shall be received by every county officer, 
including county judge, who is to be elected in the 
county during the next ensuing year, and is en-
titled to receive a salary payable out of the county 
treasury, and the salary so fixed shall not be in-
creased or diminished during his term of office. 
All salaries shall be paid out of the county treas-
ury quarter yearly at the end of each quarter.
