The secretary of state shall distri- sDnisitaeributioa 
bute said blue books as follows: Fifty copies each 
to the governor, lieutenant governor, secretary of 
state, state treasurer, attorney general, state 
superintendent, railroad commissioner, insurance 
commissioner, superintendent of public property, 
members of the senate and assembly, and the 
chief clerks and sergeants-at-arms thereof; one 
copy to each member of the supreme court, and a 
sufficient number to the state library for exchange, 
one copy to the chairman of each county board 
of supervisors, three copies to each of the post-
masters, assistant clerks and book-keepers, and 
one copy to each of the clerks and employes, in-
cluding the extra employes in the senate and as-
sembly, except messenger boys; one copy to each 
of the reporters who have been regularly employed 
for the session in reporting legislative proceedings 
for daily-papers; one copy to each member of 
the state boards appointed by the governor. 

SECTION 3. There is hereby appropriated out of APPe°Priatimi  
the state treasury not otherwise appropriated, a 
sum of money sufficient to carry out the provis-
ions of this act. 

SECTION 4. This act shall be in force from and 
after its passage and publication.

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tions, including the specimens gathered by the 
state geologist and his assistants during the state 
geological survey, now in the possession of the 
Academy. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon its 
passage.

CHAPTER 115. 
AN ACT to discontinue a part of a certain state 

road extending into the counties of Barron and 
Polk. 

The people of th,e state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. So much of that certain state road 
laid out and established under and by virtue of the 
provisions of chapter 308, of the laws of 1874, enti-
tled, "an act to provide for laying out a state road 
between Rice Lake and Lake Chetek, in the 
county of Barron, to a point in Polk county," and 
approved March 12, 1874, and a return and plat of 
which road, as made by a majority of the commis-
sioners and surveyor thereof, is recorded on pages 
five to eleven, inelusive, in volume three of the 
record of state roads, in the office of the secretary 
of state, as lies between the eastern terminus of 
said road and "angle 33," on section 7, township 
33, of range 12 west, in said county of Barron, be, 
and the same hereby is discontinued. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force upon and after the first day of July, 1885.
