CHAPTER 140.
AN ACT to incorporate the city of Cumberland.

The people of the state of Wisconsin represented
in ssnate and assembly, do enact as follows:

CHAPTER L

THE CITY OF CUMBERLAND, ITS CORPOKATE
POWERS.

SectioN 1. All that district of country in the orporate
county of Barron, in the state of Wisconsin, name.
hereinafter described, is hereby set off and sepa-
rated from the town of Cumberland, and shall
be a city by the name of Curmberland and the peo-
ple now inhabiting and those who shall inhabit
said district shall be a municipal corporation b
the name of the city of Cumberland, and shall
have the general powers possessed by municipal
corporations at common law, and in addition
thereto shall have and possess the powers herein-
after specifically granted, and the authorities
thereof shall have perpetual succession, and shall
be capable of contracting and being contracted
with, suing and being sued, pleading and being
impleaded in all the courts of law and equity,
and shall have a common seal, and may alter the
same at pleasure.

CHAPTER II.
CITY AND WARD BOUNDARIES.
SEcTiON 1. The north half of section number ciy bound-

eighteen, all of sections number six and seven, all ***
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being in township number thirty-five north, of
range number thirteen west, in the county of
Barron and state of Wisconsin, shall be included
in and constitute the limits of the city of Cum-
berland.

SecrioN 2. The city shall be divided into three
wards, called first, second and third wards, limi-
ted and bounded as follows: All that portion of
said city lying south of a line drawn east and west
along the centre of Elm street and extended east
and west from end of Elm street to the east and
west boundaries of said city, shall constitute the
first ward. And all that portion of said city lying
north of the aforesaid line of Elm street and south
of aline drawn through the center of Water street,
in Griggs, Foster & Miller’s addition to Cumber-
land, east and west, and extended east and west
from the ends of Water street to the east and
west boundaries of said city, shall constitute the
second ward. And all that portion of said city
lying north of the aforesaid line of Water street,
and the extensions east and west, shall constitute
the third ward.

CHAPTER IIIL
ELECTIONS.

Sectioxr 1. The annual election of ward and
city officers shall be held on the first Tuesday in
April in each and every year at such place in each
ward as the common council shall designate, and
the polls shall be kept open from oune o’clock in
the afternoon until five o’clock in the afternoon,
and ten days previous notice shall be given by the
common council of the time and place of holding
such elections, and of the city and ward officers to
be elected; provided, that of the first election un-
der this charter a notice of three days shall have
the same force and effect as that of the longer
time bereinbefore mentioned.

SectioN 2. The elective officers of said city
shall be a mayor, a treasurer, an assessor, and a

olice justice, elected by and for the city at
arge, and two aldermen, one justice of the peace,
and one constable, to be elected by and for each
ward; also one supervisor to represent his ward
in the board of supervisors of Barron county, to
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be elected by each ward. The mayor, treasurer,
assessor and police justice shall be qualified vo-
ters in the said city, and the ward officers afore-
said shall be qualified voters in the ward for
which they were elected. The city clerk, attor-
ney, marshal, and all other officers necessary for
the proper management of the affairs of said cit
shalr be appointed by the common council.
All elective officers, except justice of the peace,
shall unless otherwise provided, hold their respect-
ive offices for one year, and until their successors
are elected and qualified; provided, however, the
common council shall have power, for due cause,
to expel any of their own members, and’ to re-
move from office any officer or agent under the
city government, due notice being first given to
the officer complained of. The justices of the
peace shall hold their offices for two years and
until their successors are elected and qualified.
The mayor shall have power to suspend any po-
lice officer or watchman appointed by the council
when complained of for cause until the council
shall take up his case and dispose of it. He shall
also have power to fill any vacancy thus created
for the time bein%

SEcTiON 3. Whenever a vacancy shall occur in
the office of mayor, treasurer, police justice or
alderman, such vacancy shall be filled by a new
election which shall be ordered by the common
council within ten days after such vacancy shall
occur; any vacancy happening in any other of-
fice shall be filled by the common council; the
person elected or appointed to fill any vacancy,
shall hold his office and discharge the duties
thereof for the unexpired term and with the same
rights and subject to the same liabilities as the
person whose office he may be elected or ap-
pointed to fill.

SectioN 4. All elections by the people shall be
by ballot, and a plurality of votes shall constitute
an election. When two or more candidates for
an elective office shall receive an equal number of
votes for the same office, the election shall be de-
termined by the casting of lots in the presence of
the common council, at such time and in such
manner as they shall direct.

SECTION 5. All $rsons who are qualified elect-
ors of the state of Wisconsin, and who shall have
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resided in the ward where they offer their vote
ten days next preceeding such election, shall be
deemed qualified electors of said city and ward.

SecrioN 6. The election in said city shall be
held and conducted by the alderman and super-
visor of each ward who shall be the inspectors of
election for their respective wards, and shall take
the usual oaths or affirmations as by the judges and
inspectors of elections, and shall have the power to
appoint clerks of such elections, and to administer
the necessary oaths, and in case of the absence of
any or all of the inspectors of the ward at the
time for opening the polls, the voters present shall
select some person or persons to act in their places
as inspectors of election. Said election shall be
held and conducted in the same manner and un-
der the same penalties, and vacancies in the board
of inspectors thereof filled as required by the laws
of this state regarding elections.

SecrioN 7. If either of the inspectors shall sus-
pect that any person offering a vote does not pos-
sess the qualifications of an elector, or if such vote
be challen%led by an elector, the inspectors before
receiving the vote of any such person shall require
him to take the following oath: You do solemnly
swear (or affirm as the case may be) that you are
twenty-one years of age, and that you are a citizen
of the United States (or have declared your in-
tention to become a citizen ‘conformably with the
laws of the United States on the subject of natur-
alization), that you have resided within the state
of Wisconsin one year, that you are an actual
resident within this city and ward, and that you
have not voted at this election, and that you have
made no bet or wager or become directly or indi-
rectly interested in any bet or wager depending
on the result of this election. And if the person
appearing to vote shall take such oath falsely, he
shall be deemed guilty of willful and corrupt per-
jury, and upon conviction thereof upon indict-
ment or information, shall suffer the punish-
ment provided by law for perrons guilty of per-
jury. If any person who is not a qualified voter
shall vote at any election, or if any person duly
qualified shall vote in any other ward than the one
in which he resides, or shall vote more than ouce
at any one election, he shall forfeit and pay tothe
city of Cumberland a sum not exceeding two hun-
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dred dollars nor less than twenty-five dollars. It
sball be the duty of the inspectors to keep a list
of the names of all persons whose votes may be
challenged as aforesaid, and who shall swear in
their votes. And if an inspector shall knowingly
and corrzggtly receive the vote of any person not
authorized to vote, or shall make out false returns
of an election, or if any clerk shall not write
down the name of every voter as he votes, orshall
willfully make untrue and incorrect counts and
tallies of votes, each and every such inspector
and clerk shall be liable toindictment and on con-
viction thereof shall severally forfeit and pay to
said city a sum not exceeding five hundred dol-
lars ncr less than one hundred dollars. All such
indictments shall be tried in the circuit court of
Barron county.
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SecTION 8. When an election shall be closed Caovasing

and the number of votes for each candidate or
person voted for shall be counted and ascertained,
the said inspectors shall make a return thereof,
stating therein the number of votes for each per-
son, for each and every office, and shall deliver,
or cause to be delivered, such return to the city
clerk within three days after any election. The
common council shall ou the fourth day after
such election meet and canvass said return and
declare the result as it appears from the said re-
turns, and the city clerk shall fortLhwith give
notice to each person elected of his respective
election.

SECTION 9. Special elections to fill vacancies or special slec-
for any other purpose, shall be held and conducted “ons bowiled.

by the alderman and supervisor of each ward in
the same manner, and the returns thereof shall
be made in the same manner as general or an-
nual elections, and within such time as may be
prescribed by ordinance.

SEcTION 10. Any officer removing from the vacationtn

city, or any ward officer removing from the ward

for which he is elected, or any officer who shall
neglect or refuse, for ten days after notice of his
election or appointment, to enter upon the dis-
charge of the duties of his office, shall be deemed
to have vacated his office, and the common coun-
cil(lzgall proceed to fill such vacancy as herein pro-
vided.

SecrioN 11. There shall be elected at the first
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Electionof ~— election under this act, one alderman for each
ward, who shall hold his office for two years, and
one alderman for each ward who shall hold his
office for one year; and thereafter, at each annual
election, one alderman in each ward who shall
hold his office for two years. There shall each
year also be elected a supervisor for each ward to
represent the city in the county board of super-
visors, who shall hold his office one year; pro-
vided that the first election under this act shall be
held at one place, to be designated by the village
board of the village of Cumberland, and said
board shall act as inspectors of such election and
shall prescribe the manner of holding and con-
ducting such election, and shall provide ballot
boxes for the reception of ballots from the quali-
fied voters of the respective wards, and shall can-
vass and make returns of the result of such elec-
tion as provided by this chapter and the general
laws of this state.

execute to the city of Cumberland a bond with at
leat two sureties, who shall swear that they are
worth in the aggregate penalty specified in said
bond, over and above all debts, exemptions or
liabilities, and said bonds shall contain such penal
sum and such conditions as the common council
may deem proper, and they may from time to
time require new additional honds and remove
from office any officer refusing or neglecting to
give the same.

nances of the city are duly observed and enforced,
and that all other executive officers of the city
discharge their respective duties, He shall from
time to time, give the common council such infor-
mation and recommend such measures as he ma

The mayor shaﬁ
be the chief executive officer and head of the po-
lice of the city, and in case of a riot or other dis-
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turbance or apparent necessity, he may appoint

as many special or temporary constables as he

may deem necessary. The mayor shall have a

y the common council by notifying the common
council of his objection thereto at any time within
seven days after the passage of such ordinance or
resolution. In case of no session of the council
on any day after the passage of the same, and
before the expiration of the said seven days,such
notification shall be made by filing with the clerk

a c?})y of his objections, and in case the council

shall not within one week after the receipt of such
objections or such filing with the clerk so enact
such ordinance, or pass such resolution by the
votes of two-thirds of the aldermen elect, the
same shall be null and void. No ordinance or
resolution shall take effect until one week after
the passage of the same, unless sooner approved
in writing by the mayor or acting mayor for the
time being.

President of Secrion 3. At the first meeting of the com-
mon council in each year, they shall proceed to
elect by ballot one of their members president,*
and in the absence of the mayor the said presi-
dent shall preside over the meetings of the com-
mon council, and during the absence of the
mayor from the city, or his inability, for any rea-
son, to discharge the duties of his office, the said
president shall exercise all the powers and dis-
charge all the duties of the mayor, except sign-
ing of city bonds. In case the mayor and presi-
dent shall be absent at any meeting of the com-
mon council, they shall proceed to elect a tempo-
rary presiding officer, who, for the time being,
shall discharge all the duties of the mayor. The
temporary presiding officer, or the president,
while presiding over the board, or performing the
duties of mayor, shall be styled acting mayor, and
acts performed by them, or any of them, shall
have the same force and validity asif performed by
the mayor, excepting the signing of the city
bonds, and the sald common council shall also at
their first meeting in each year, elect a clerk and
marshal for the city, who shall hold their respec-
tive offices for one year and until others are
elected and qualified.
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SEecTION 4. The clerk shall keep the corporate Duties of clerk.
seal, and all the papers and records of the city,
and keep a record of the proceedings of the com-
mon council, at whose meetings it shall be his
duty to attend, and copies of all papers filed in
his office and transcripts from the records of the
common council certified by him, to have been
compared by him with the original and to be a
correct transcript therefrom under the corporate
seal, shall be evidence in all courts in like manner
as if the original were produced. He shall draw
and countersign all orders on the treasury,in pur-
suance of any order or resolution of the common
couuncil, and keep a full and accurate account
thereof in books provided for that purpose. He
shall file in his office all chattel mortgages pre-
sented to him for that purpose, and the renewals
thereof, and safely keep the same, receiving there-
for the same compensation as clerks of towns, and
all chattel mortgages and the renewals so filed
shall be as valid and legal as if the same had been
filed in the town clerk’s office in any town; and
all chattel mortgages, bills of sale, documents and
records on file,and in the office of the village
clerk of the village of Cumberland at the time
this act shall take effect, shall bhe transferred to
the office of the clerk of the city of Cumberland.
The clerk shall have power and authority to ad-
minister oaths or affirmations.

SeEctioN 5. The justices of the peace under this Jurtsdietions o
act shall have the same jurisdiction and perform jiticesof the
all the duties of justices of the peace, and shall
qualify in the same manner as provided by the

eneral laws of this state, except that the official
nds or agreements shall be approved by a ma-
jority of the common council, and in addition
thereto they shall have jurisdiction in all cases
arising under this act and the ordinances, resolu-
tions and by-laws passed by said city council, un-
less therein otherwise provided, and shall hold
their offices in their respective wards for which
they were elected. All constables elected by vir-
tue of this act shall have and exercise the same
{)owers and duties and be subject to the same
iabilities as constables of towns.

SecTION 6. The treasurer of said city shall per- puties of treas-
form such duties and exercise such powers as v
may be lawfully required of him by the ordi-
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nances of said city, or the laws of this state. All
moneys raised, received, recovered or collected
by means of any tax, license, penalty, forfeiture
or otherwise, under the authority of this act, or
which may belong to the said city, shall be paid
into the city treasury and shall not be drawn
therefrom except by an order issued by order of
the common council and signed by the mayor and
countersigned or attested by the clerk. Heshall
keep an accurate account of all moneys or
other things, coming into his hands as treasurer in
a book to be Erowded for that purpuse, which
shall remain the property of the city, wherein
he shall note the time when and the per-
son from whom the amounts of the several
sums was received. Which book shall, at all rea-
sonable times, he open to the inspection of any
person. He shall, every three months, and as
often as the common council require, render to
such council a minute account of the receipts and
expenditures of his office, and at the expiration
of his office he shall hand over to his successor all
moneys, books, papers and property in his pos-
session belonging to said city. The said treasurer
shall algo be a collector of taxes, and for his ser-
vices receive the same compensation, except as
herein otherwise provided, and he shall have the
same power and be subject to the same liabilities
and be governed by the same laws as treasurers
of towns, provided, that he shall receive no other
fees except the compensation hereinafter provided.

SectioN 7. The city marshal shall attend all
the meetings of the common couucil, when re-

uested by the mayor, and shall perform such
3utiesas shall be prescribed by the common coun-
cil, for the preservation of the public peace, and
collection of license moneys and fines. He shall

ossess all the powers of constables of towns, and
ge subject to the same liabilities, It shall be his
duty to execute and return all writs and processes
to him directed, and when necessary in criminal
cases or for the violation of any ordinances of said
city or law of this state, may pursue and serve
the same in any part of the state. It shall be his
duty to suppress all riots, disturbances and breaches
of the peace, and to remove all obstructions in
the streets and alleys of said city, and to abate all
nuisances in said city, to apprehend any person
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in the act of committing any offense against any
ordinance of said city or laws of this state, and
within reasonable time bring such persons before
competent authority for examination, and for
such services heshall receive such fees as are al-
lowed to constables for like services. He shall
have power to appoint one or more deputies to be
approved b{ the city council, but for whose official
acts he shall be responsible and of whom he ma
require bonds for the faithful discharge of their
duties.

SectioN 8. The common council shall have the oath and tur.
power, from time to time, to require other and mey tere
further duties to be performed by any officer, aured
whose duties are herein prescribed, and to appoint
such other officers as may be necessary to carry
into effect the provisions of this act, and to pre-
scribe their duties and fix the compensation of all
officers  lected or appointed by them; such com-
pensation shall be fixed by resolution at fhe time
the office is created, or at the commencement of
the year, and shall not be increased or diminished
during the term such officer shall remain in office,
or for which he is elected or appointed.

The police justice shall have and Powers af po-
possess all the authority, powers and rights of a geed“**° %"
justice of the peace in civil proceedings, and shall

ave sole exclusive jurisdiction to hear all com-
plaints and conduct all examinations and trialsin
criminal cases within the city cognizable before
a justice of the peace in which the city is a party;
but warrants returnable before said police justice
may be issued in criminal cases by any other jus-
tice in the city; but no fees shall be received there-
for by said justice. The Fo]ice justice shall have
exclusive jurisdiction in all cases cognizable before
a justice of the peace in which the city is a party,
and shall have cognizance and exclusive jurisdic-
tion of all suits, prosecutions or proceedings for
the recovery of any fine, forfeitures or penalty
under any by-law, ordinance or regulation of the
said city of Cumberland or its charter or for a
breach or violation of any such ordinance, by-law
and regulation, and in all cases of offenses com-
mitted against the same. All prosecutions for
assaults, batteries and affrays not indictable, and
for a breach or violation of any such by-laws, or-
dinance or regulation shall be commenced in the
name of the city of Cumberland, and the same
proceedings shall be had in all criminal and civil
suits before said justice when not otherwise herein
directed as are established and required to be had
in civil and criminal actions by the laws of this
state before'a justice of the peace; provided, that
in cases of prosecution for a breach or violation
of an ordinance, by-law or regulation of said city
or its charter, or for any assault, battery, or
breach of the peace, or any affray not indictable,
committed within the city limits, defendant shall
have the same right of appeal under the same
provisions and requirements as now are or
may be provided for taking appeals from justices
of the peace. In all cases of conviction forassaults,
batteries and affrays within the said city, or in all
cases of conviction under any ordinance of said
city for any breach of the peace, disorderly con-
duct, keeping houses of ill-fame, or of frequent-
mﬁ the same, and of keeping or maintaining dis-
orderly and ill-governed houses, said justice shall
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have power, in addition to the fine or penalty im-
posed, to enter judgment for costs of prosecution
against the defendant, and to compel such of-
fenders to give security for their good bebavior
and to keep the peace for a period not exceeding
six months and in a sum not exceeding five hun-
dred dollars. The said police justice shall have
the same power and authority in cases of contempt
as a court of record; provided, that nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to divest the circuit
judges of their authority as conservators of the
peace, nor to affect in any manner the jurisdiction
or power of the circuit courts or supreme court of
this state. In case of absence, sickness or other
inability of such justice, or for any sufficient rea-
son the mayor, by warrant, may authorize any
justice of the peace within said city to perform
the duties of said police justice for the city, and
it shall thereupon be the duty of the mayor to
inform the city attorney and police of such sub-
stitution, and make report thereof to the com-
mon council, and they may confirm or set aside
such appointment or appoint some other justice
of the peace, any the justice of the peace so ap-
pointed shall for the time being possess all the au-
thority, powers and rights of said police justice.
All fines and penalties imposed by the police jus-
tice for offenses committed within the city limits,
or for violation of any ordinance, by-law or regu-
lation of said city, shall belong to and be a part of
the finances of said city.

SectioN 16. The police justice shall, as often
as the common council may require, report to the
common council all the proceedings instituted
before him in which the city is interested, and
shall at the same time account for and pay over to
the city treasurer all fines and penalties collected
by him and belonging to said city, and said jus-
tice shall be entitled to secure from the county of
Barron, such fees in similar cases as are allowed
to other justices in the county for similar ser-
vices.

SectioN 17. The city assessor shall assess the
real and personal property of said city at the time
and in the manner provided for assessing towns,
and his compensation therefor shall be the same
as provided by law for the compensation of town
assessors.

CHAPTER V.

THE COMMON COUNCIL—ITS GENERAL POWERS AND
DUTIES.

SEcTIiON 1. The mayor and aldermen shall con- common coun-

stitute the common council, and shall not receive
any compensation for their services and the style
of all ordinances shall be, “ The mayor and com-
mon council of the city of Cumberiand do or-
dain,” etc. The common council shall meet at
such time and place as they, by resolution, shall
direct. A majority of the aldermen shall consti-
tute a quorum.

SectioN 2. The common council shall hold First annual
meeting when

their first annual meeting in each year on the
second Tuesday of April, and thereafter stated
meetings at such times as they shall appoint, and
the mayor may call special meetings by notice to
each of the members, to be served personally or
left at their several places of abode. The common
council shall determine the rules and qualifica-
tions of its own members, and have the power to
compel the attendance of absent members.

the powers herein vested in them, have full power
and authority to make, enact, ordain, establish,
publish, enforce, alter, modify, amend and repeal
all such ordinances, rules, resolutions and by-laws,
for the government and good order of the city,
for the suppression of vice, for the prevention of
crime, and for the benefit of trade, commerce
and health thereof, and so enforce as they shall
deem expedient, declaring and imposing penalties,

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and so enforce the same against any person or
persons who may violate any of the provisions
of such ordinances, rules and by-laws; and such
ordinances, rules and by-laws, are hereby declared
to be, and have the force of law; provided, that
they be not repugnant to the constitution and
laws of the United States or of this state, and for
these purposes shall have authority by ordinance,
resolution or by-law:

1st. To license, regulate, suppressand prohibit
the exhibition of common showmen or shows of
any kind, or the exhibition of caravans, circuses,
or theatrical performances, billiard tables, bowl-
ing saloons, nine or ten pin alleys, and to provide
for the abatement and removal of all nuisances
under the ordinances of said city, the laws of the
state or at common law. And may grant licenses
for, and regulate groceries, taverns, victualing-
houses, and all persons vending or dealing in
spirituous, vinous, malt, or fermented liquors, and
may prohibit and suppress the sume; provided,
that the license for so dealing in or vending spiritu-
ous, vinous, malt or fermented liquors, shall not
be less nor more than the amount fixed by the
laws of this state or acts hereafter passed.

2d. To restrain, prohibit and suppress all de-
scription of gambling and fraudulent vices and
practices and all playing of cards, dice or other
games of chance, with or without betting, and
to restrain, prohibit and suppress any person or
persous from vending, giving away or dealing in
spirituous, vinous, malt or fermented liquors, un-
less duly licensed by the common council; and to
license, regulate and suppress hawkers and
peddlers.

38d. To prevent any riots, noises, disturbances
or disorderly assemblages, suppress and restrain
disorderly houses or groceries and houses of ill-
fame, and to authorize the destruction of all in-
struments used for the purpose of gaming. No

rson shall be incapacitated or excused from test-
ifying touching any offense committed against
any of the provisions of this act, or any ordinance
of the city of Cumberland, by reason of his or
her being implicated in any such offense, but the
testimony of such witness shall in no case be used
against such witness.

To prevent the incumbering of streets, mcumvering
sidewalks, lanes or alleys with railroad cars, loco- °f ***
motives, engines, carriages, carts, wagons, sleighs,
bhoxes, lumber, pine or hard wood, or any other
materials or substances whatever.

7th. To prevent horse-racing, immoderate driv- Racing end im-
ing or riding in the streets, and to regulate the g -
places of bathing and swimming in thé waters
within the limits of said city.

8th. To restrain the running at large of cattle, Restrain cattte:
mules, horses, swine, sheep, poultry, and geese,
and all other animals and l{>irds, and to authorize
the distraining, impounding and sale of the same
for the penalty incurred and the cost of proceed-
ing.

9th. To prevent the running at large and direct Dogs.
the muzzling of dogs, and to authorize the de-
struction of the same in a summary manner, when
at large or unmuzzled, contrary to ordinance.

10th. To prevent any person from bringing, ,. .1 car
depositing or having within said city any putrid casses.
carcasses or other unwholesome substances, and
to require the removal of the same by any person
or persons who shall have upon his premises any
such substance, putrid or unsound Eeef, or fish,
hides, skins or substances of any kind, and in de-
fault, to authorize the removal thereof by some
competent officer, at the expense of such person
or persons.

11th. To make and establish public pounds, Pound, hacks
pumps, wells, cisterns and reservoirs, and to provide 24 lizhting
for the erection of water-works for supplying of
water to the inhabitants; to erect lamps and to
regulate, license and suppress ommnibus drivers,
hackmen, coachmen, cartmen, draymen, and the
charges of hackmen, coachmen, omnibus drivers,

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cabmen, cartmen, draymen and all others who
may pursue like occupations in this city, and to
provide for lighting the streets, public grounds
and public buildings with gas or otherwise.

12th. To establish and regulate boards of
health, provide hospitals, pest-houses and ceme-
tery grounds, regulate the burial of the dead, and
the return of the bills of mortality, and to exempt
burial grounds set apart for public use from taxa-
tion.

13th. To regulate the size and weight of bread,
and to provide for the seizure and forfeiture of
bread baked contrary thereto.

14th. To prevent all persons riding or driv-
ing any ox, mule, horse, cattle or other animal
on the sidewalk in said city, or in anv way doing
damage to such sidewalks.

15th. To prevent the shooting of fire-arms or fire-
crackers, and to prevent the exhibition of any
fire-works in any situation which may be consid-
ered by the council dangerous to the city or any
property therein, or annoying to any inhabitant
thereof.

16th. To restrain drunkenness or obscenity in
the streets or public places in said city, and to pro-
vide for arresting, removing and punishing any
person or persons who may be guilty of the
same.

17th. To restrain and regulate runners and
solicitors for stages, public-houses or other estab-
lishments, and to establish and regulate the police
of the city.

18th. To establish public markets, and make
rules for the government of the same; toappoint
suitable officers for overseeing and regulating such
markets and to restrain all persons from inter-
ruping and interfering with the due observance
of such rules and regulations.

19th. To license and regulate butcher’s stalls,
shops and stands for the sale of game, poultry,
butchers’ meat, butter, fish and other provisions.

20th. To regulate the place and manner of
weighing and selling hay, and measuring and sell-
ing fuel and lime, and to appoint suitable persons
to superintend and conduct the same.

21st. So compel the owners and occupants of
buildings and grounds to remove snow, dirt or
rubbish from the sidewalks, streets or alleys oppo-

SEcTION 4. All laws, ordinances, regulations orainances—
and by-laws shall be passed by an affirmative vote how pased.
of a majority of the common council, and shall
be signed by the mayor, and shall, within fifteen
days after their passage, respectively, be published
in the official paper, or papers of said city once,
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before the same shall be in force, and within fif-
teen days thereafter they shall be recorded by the
city clerk in books to be provided for that purpose;
but before any of the said laws, ordinances, by-
laws or regulations shall be recorded, the publica-
tion thereof, respectively, within the said time
shall be proved by the atfidavit of the foreman or
publisher of such newspaper and said affidavit
shall be recorded therewith and at all times shall
be deemed and taken as sufficient evidence of the
time and manner of such publication; and such re-
cord of such law, ordinance regulation or by-law and
the proof of such record certified by the clerk
under the seal of the city, or any printed book
containing the saine, purporting to have been pub-
lished under the sanction of the mayor and council,
shall be prima facie evidence of the due passage
and publication of such law, ordinance, regulation
or by-law.

said city, are hereby declared and shall be deemed
public or common nuisances.

SecTioN 6. The common council shall examine
audit and adjust the accounts of the clerk,
treasurer, marshal and all other officers or nts
of the city, at such times as they may deem
proper, and also at the end of each year and be-
tore the time for which the officers of thesaid city
are elected or appointed, shall have expired. And
the common council shall require each and every
such officer and agent to exhibit his books, funds
and moneys, accounts and vouchers for such ex-
amination and settlement;and if any such officer
or agent shall refuse to comply with the orders of
said council in the discharge of hissaid duties, in
pursuance of this section, or shall neglect or re-
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fuse to render his accounts or present his boo ks,
funds, moneys and vouchers to said council, it
shall be the duty of the common council to de-
clare the office of such person vacant; and the
common council shall order suits and proceedings
at law against any officer or agent of said city,
who may be found delinquent or defaulting in his
accouats, or in the discharge of his official duties,
and shall make a full record of all adjustments
and settlements.

SEcTiON 7. The corporate authority of said
city shall be vested in cne principal officer,
styled the mayor;in one board of aldermen, con-
sisting of two members from each ward, who,
with the mayor, shall be denominated the com-
mon council, together with such other officers as
may be created under this act.

CHAPTER VI

CITY FUNDS AXD ORDERS.

SeEcTION 7. All funds in the treasury, except
school, state and county funds, shall be under the
control of the comimon council, and shall be
drawn out upon the orders of the mayor and
clerk, duly authorized by a vote of the common
council; and all ordersdrawn ugpon the treasurer
shall specify the purpose for which they were
drawn, and shall be payable out of any funds in
the treasury belonging to the city. City orders
shall be receivable for all city taxes except school
and special taxes for bridges and school purposes,
and except taxes levied for the payment of the
principal or interest of any outstanding indebt-
edness, of said city, which shall be coilected in
money or in orders drawn upon such fund respec-
tively, and all orders shall be payable to the per-
sons or to the order of the persons in whose favor
they may be drawn, or bearer.

SEctiON 2. The common council of said city
shall annually levy upon the taxable property of
said city, to defray the current expenses of said
city and its schools, a tax sufficient for that pur-

pose.
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SecTioN 3. The common council of said city regarding

shall not have power to issue any bonds or other
evidences of debt, payable at day subsequent to

bonds.
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the date of the issue thereof, except in cases
specially authorized by law and duly authorized by
a majority vote of theelectors of the city, norshall
the common council issue, in any one year, orders
upon the city treasury to an amount greater than
the amount of taxes which may be levied under
the provisions of this act; provided, that when-
ever it shall be necessary to build or repair
bridges, a special tax may be levied for such pur-
pose, not exceeding five hundred dollars in any
one year, and the said taxes, when so levied, shall
be collected at the same time as other city taxes
are collected.

SEcTioN 4. Taxes may be levied by the com-
mon council at any regular meeting for the pur-
pose of paying outstanding indebtedness of the
village of Cumberland and also for the payment
of any bonds or any other evidence of debt here-
after issued or created in accordance with tbe
Qrovisicns of this act or by authority of law.
Said taxes when so levied shall be collected at the
same time other city taxes are collected.

Accomts tobe  SECTION 5. No account shall be allowed by the

common council unless the same is verified by the
owner thereof or some person in his behalf.
SectioN 6. When the claim of any person
against the city shall be disallowed in whole or in
part by the common council, such person may
appeal from the decision of such council to the
circuit court for the county of Barron by causing
a written notice of such appeal to be served on
the clerk of said city within thirty days after the
making of such decision and executing a bond to
said city with sufficient surety to be approved by
said clerk,-.county judge or court commissioner,
conditioned for the faithful prosecution of such
appeal and the payment of, all costs that shall be
adjudged against the appellant by the court.
SectioN 7. The city clerk, upon such appeal
being taken, shall immediately give notice thereof
to the mayor and common council or shall take
such measures as by ordinance or resolution of
said common council he may be required to do
and shall make out a brief return of the proceed-
ings in the case before said council with their de-
cision thereon and shall file the same together
with the bond and all papers in the case in his
possession with the clerk of the circuit court for
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the county of Barron, and such appeal shall be
entered, tried and determined in the same manner
as appeals from justices of the peace and costs
shall thereupon be awarded in like manner; pro-
vided, however, that whenever an appeal is taken
from the allowance made by said common council
upon any claim and_the recovery upon such ap-
peal shall not exceed the amount allowed by said
council exclusive of interest upon such allowance
the appellant shall pay the costs of appeal which
shall be deducted from the amount of the recov-
ery, and when the amount of costs exceeds the
sum recovered, judgment shall be rendered
against the appellant for the amount of such
eXcess.

SecrioN 8. No action shall bereafter be main-
tained by any person against the city of Cumber-
land upon any claim or demand other than a city
bond or order, unless such person shall first have
presented his claim to the common council of said
city, and neither the said city, nor any ward
thereof, nor officer within said city shall be lia-
ble for any damage that may happen by reason
of any defect in any sidewalk in said city unless
the street committee, mayor or common council
shall have first had actual notice of such defect
and reasonable time thereafter to repair the same,
or unless the same shall have existed for so long
a time that notice may be presumed.

SECTION 9. The determination of the common
council disallowing in whole or in part any claim
of any person shall be final and conclusive and a
perpetual bar to any action in any court founded
on such claim unless an appeal shall be taken
from the decision and determination of such
council as hereinbefore provided, or unless such
council shall consent and agree to the institution
and maintenancs of an action by such claimant
against the city; provided, however, that when
the common council shall refuse or neglect to act
upon any claim duly presented to them, this
chapter shall not be construed as to prevent the
institution and maintenance of an action by said
claimant against said city.
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CHAPTER VIIL

OPENING OF STREETS AND ALLEYS.

Opening of Secriox 1. The common council shall have
alleys.} power to lay out public squares, grounds, streets

and alleys and to widen the same, as follows:
Whenever ten or more freeholders residing in
any ward shall by petition represent to the com-
mon council that it is necessary to take certain

CHAPTER VI1IL

AS3ESSING, LEVYING AND COLLECTING TAXES.

SectioN 1. All property, real or personal,
within the city, except as may be exempt by the
laws of this state, shall be subject to taxation for
the support of the city government, its schools,
and the payment of its debts and liabilities, and
the same shall be assessed in the manner herein-
after provided; and the assessor elected under
this act shall have and possess the same powers
that are or may be conferred upon township
assessors, except so far as they may be altered by
this act; provided, however, that the common
council may prescribe the form of assessment
rolls, and more fully define the duties of assessor
and make such rules and regulations in relation
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to revising altering or adding to such rolls as
they may from time to time deem advisable,

O ekt e SECTION 2. When the assessment roll shall be

given ln oficlal completed, the assessor shall give one week’s no-

paper: tice thereof in the official paper or papers, and
shall fix a time and convenient place where he
will hear any objections of parties deeming them-
selvesaggrieved by such assessment, and after hear-
ing the same the assessor shall make such altera-
tion or reduction as justice or equity shall require;
provided, the time of hearing such objections shall
not be more than one week from the expiration
of such notice.

Returnofas  SectiOoN 3. Within one week after the time
limited for the hearing of such objections the asses-
sor shall return the assessment roll to the board of
equalization of the city. The board of equaliza-
tion may supply omissions in said roll, and for
the purpose of equalizing the same may alter and
add to, take from and otherwise revise and correct
the same; 1provided, however, the board of equali-
zation shall not have the power to increase the
amount of said roll except by the value of such
real or personal property as may have been omit-
ted by the assessor.

Incascofomle  SECTION 4. If it shall appear to the assessor
that any lot or parcel of land was omitted in the
assessment roll of either or both of the preceding
two years, and that the same was then liable to
taxation, he shall, in addition to the assessment
of that year, assess upon the lot or tract so omit-
ted for such year or years that it shall have been
so omitted, the just value thereof, noting the year
when such omission occurred, and such assess-
ment shall have the same force and effect as it
would have had if made the year when the same
was omitted, and the common council shall direct,
in addition to the tax for the current year, such
tax to be levied upon such lot or tract as the same
would have been chargeable with, had not the
same been so omitted, and such tax shall be col-
lected as other taxes or assessments for the cur-
rent year. All lands shall be subject to taxes that
may have been omitted in whosoever hands they
may have come. Should the tax or assessment
upon any parcel of land be set aside or declared
void, by reason of any defect or informality in the
assessing, levying, selling or conveying the same,
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but not affecting the equity and justice of the tax
itselft, the common council shall cause the tax or
assessment so set aside or declared void to be (re-
levied) in such manner as they shall, by ordinance,
direct; provided, that if the defect was in the as-
sessment, the same shall be again assessed at such
time as the common council shall direct, and the
said tax or assessment so assessed shall be levied
and continue a lien upon such lot or tract and
shall be collected as other taxes and assessments
are collected under this act.

It shall be the duty of the city city derkto
clerk immediately upon the reception of the cor. ey outtex
rected assessment roll and a certificate of the
amount of state, county and school tax appor-
tioned to said city, to calculate and carry out the
total amount of such taxes, together with all the
city and other Jocal taxes, adding thereto five per
cent. for the expense of collection in an additional
column prepared for that purpose in the assess-
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ment roll, setting down opposite the several sums
set down as the valuation of real and personal
property, the respective sums assessed as taxes
thereon in dollars and cents, rejecting the fraction
of a cent when less than one-half, otherwise reck-
oning said fraction as a cent.

SeEctiON 10. The said city clerk shall immedi-
ately make out a duplicate copy of such assess-
ment roll when thus completed, and Jdeliver the
same to the treasurer on or before the second
Monday in December in each year.

SectioN 11. To each assessment roll so deliv-
ered, a warrant under the hand of the city clerk
and the corporate seal of said city, shall be an-
nexed substantially in the following form:

or sale made by him, of goods and chattels for the
payment of any tax, he shall be entitled to receive
such fees as are allowed constables on sales of
goods upon execution. The city treasturer shall
collect the fees hereinbefore prescrilbed, and shall
keep 1n a book to be provided for that purpose, a
true account and statement of all fees by him re-
ceived as city treasurer, from any source whatever,
and such book shall be open at all reasonable
times to the inspection of any person, and the
city treasurer shall, when required, make a report
to the common council, duly certified upon oath,
of all fees or other moneys received by him as
treasurer, and he shall receive no other or further

CHAPTER IX.
FIRE DEPARTMENT.

Fire devart- SecrioN 1. The common council, for the pur-

limits. pose of guarding against the calamities of fire,
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shall have the power to prescribe the limits within
which wooden buildings or buildings of other ma-
terials that shall not be considered fire-proof, shall
not be erected or repaired, and to direct that all
and every building within the limits prescribed
shall be made and constructed of fire-proof mate-
rials, and to prohibit the repairing or rebuilding
of wooden buildings within the fire limits, when
thesame shall have been damaged to the extent
of fifty per cent. of the value thereof, and to pre-
scribe the manner of ascertaining such damage,
and to presciibe the penalties for the violation of
any resolution or ordinance passed under this
section.

stove pipes, ovens, boilers and apparatus used in
and about any building, and to cause the same to be
removed or placed in a safe condition when con-
sidered dangerous; to prevent the deposit of ashes
in unsafe places, to require inhabitants to provide
as many fire buckets, and in such manner and
time as they shall prescribe, and to regulate the
use of them in time of fire; to regulate and to
prevent the carrying on of manufactories danger-
ous in causirg or promoting fires, to regulate and
prevent the use of fire-works and fire-arms, to-
compel the owners and occupants of buildings to
have scutfles in the roof, and stairs or ladders.
leading to the same; to authorize the mayor, al-
dermen, fire wardens and other officers of the city
to keep away from the vicinity of a fire all idle:
and suspected persons, and to compel all by-
standers to aid in the extinguishment of fires and
in the preservation of property exposed to danger
thereat, and generally to establish such regula-
tions for the prevention and extinguishment of
fires as the common council may deem expedient;
and to provide penalties for the violation of any
resolution or ordinance passed under this section.

SecTioN 3. The common council shall have full Purchase of fire

power to purchase fire-engines and other fire ap-
paratus, and to authorize the formation of fire-
engine, hook and ladder, and hose companies, and
to provide for the due and proper sugport and
regulation of the same,and to order such compan-

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hibited and their apparatus to be delivered up.
Each company shall not exceed seventy able
bodied inen between the ages of eighteen and fifty
years, and may elect its own officers, except chief
engineer, and assistant engineer, who shall be ap-
pointed by the council, and form its own by-laws
not inconsistent with the laws of this state or the
ordinance and regulations of said city, and shall
be formed only by voluntary enlistments. Every
member of said company hereby authorized to be
formed, shall be exempt from highway work and
goll tax, and from serving on juries and military

uty, except in case of war, insurrection or inva-
sion, during the continuance of such membership,
and any person having served for the term of ten
years, in either of such companies, shall be for-
ever thereafter exempt from poll tax and mil-
itary and jury duty,except as in cases before men-
tioned.

One half of the net proceeds of all the
fines and penalties collected and recovered for the
breach of any ordinance, by-law or regulation
made in pursuance of this chapter, shall be paid
by the city treasurer to the fire department.

SecTiON 6. 'When any person shall refuse- to
obey the lawful order of any engineer, firewar-
den or alderman of the city, the mayor or city
marshal at any fire, it shall be lawful for the offi-
cer giving such order to arrest, or to direct orally
the marshal, constable, watchman or any citizen
to arrest such person, and to confine him tempor-
arily in any safe place until such fire shall be ex-
tinguished; and in the same manner such officer,
or any of them, may arrest or direct the arrest
and confinement of any person at such fire who
shall be intoxicated or disorderly; and any person
who shall refuse to arrest or aid in arresting any
person so refusing, shall be liable to such penalty
as the common council may prescribe, not excee(g-
ing twenty dollars.

SecTiON 7. The common council shall have the
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power to organize a sack company or to counte-
nance any such company now organized, which
shall be known by such name as they may select,
and shall consist of not more than thirty members.
Such company shall constitute a part of the fire
department, and at fires shall be subject to the
control of the engineer. The members of said
company, either collectively or individually, are
hereby authorized and empowered to act as a spe-
cial police in and for said city of Cumberland,
and are hereby vested with all the power and au-
thority which is now or may hereafter be vested
in any other police officer of said city, and shall
be entitled to all the rights and immunities of
members of the fire department, except exemp-
tion from jury duly. At fires they shall take
charge of all property which may be exposed or
endangered, and shall, ag far as may be in their
power, preserve the same from injury or destruc-
tion. Such company may, from time to time,
adopt such by-laws as they may deem necessary,
not inconsistent with the laws of thisstate, orthe
ordinances of said city. The members shall not be
entitled to any compensation for any service ren-
dered in their official capacity. They shall, in
case of riot or disturbance of the peace, have
access to all licensed places of amusement in the
city, and shall perform such services as may he
necessary for the peace and good order of the
same.

CHAPTER X.
ACTIONS TO RECOVER PENALTIES, ETC.

IMPROVEMENT OF STREETS AND SIDEWALKS.

Improvement SecTiON 1. KEvery ordinance, resolution or by-
cewanrs¢  law providing for the repairing, construction or
reconstruction of any sidewalk or gutter, or for
the grading, repairing or improving of any street
at the expense in whole or in part of the owners
of the lots or Earcels of land abutting or fronting
such sidewalk, gutter or street, shall on being
introduced at a meeting of the common counecil,
be referred to some appropriate committee, and
any such ordinance, resolution, or by-law, shall
not be passed or adopted sooner than fourteen
days after the introduction thereof, nor until ten
days after the proceedings of the common council
had relative thereto at the meeting when such
ordinance, resolution or by-law was introduced
shall have been published in the official news-

paper of said city.
Puwertoestab- SECTION 2. The common council of the city of
§1%%  Cumberland shall have power to establish the
grades of the streets of said city and to change and
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establish such grade asthey shall deem expedient;
provided, that. whenever they shall change or alter
the grade of any street, any person who shall
claim to have sustained damages by such change
or alteration of grade, shall have his right of action
against the city for the recovery of such damages;
but no suit shall be commenced against the city
therefor until application has been made to the
common council to pay such damages and said
council shall have refused or neglected for three
months to pay or settle the same.

SectioN 3. It shall be the duty of the city mar-
shal to see that all the ordinances of the city re-
lating to the obstruction and cleansing of side-
walks, streets, alleys, public grounds, reservoirs,
gutters, sewers, water and water-courses, in said
city are duly observed and kept.

Sidewalks shall be constructed, re-
constructed or repaired upon the proper estab-
lished grade of any street of said city, of such
width, 1n such manner, of such materials, and in
such time as the common council, by ordinance,
resolution or order shall direct, by the owner or
owners of any such lot or piece of ground in front
of which such sidewalk shall be ordered. If the
owner or owners of any such lot or piece of
ground shall not construct such sidewalk as afore-
said in the manner, of the material, or at the time
as so directed, the common council may cause the
same to be constructed forthwith at the expense
of such owner or owners. The contract for the
construction of any such sidewalk shall be let to
the lowest, reasonable, responsible bidder, and
notice shall be given by publication in the official
paper of the city at least for three days, of the
time, and place, and manner of receiving such
bids. The common council shall levy a special
taX upon each lot or piece of ground in front of
which any sidewalk shall be constructed by con-
tract, sufficient to pay the cost of constructing
the same; provided, that no such contract shall be
let until twenty days after notice shall have been
given to such owner or owners of the ordinance,
resolution or order requiring the construction of

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such sidewalk by the publication of the same at
least five days in the official paper of the city;
provided, further, that lands used exclusivelv for
farm purposes, hot platted, shall not be liable for,
nor the owner or owners thereof be required to
build or maintain sidewalks along or fronting such
lands under the provisions of this chapter.
SectioN 5. The common council shall have
power by a vote of two-thirds of all the members
of the common council to order the building, con-
struction, reconstruction or repair of sidewalks
in the city of Cumberland in such manner as they
may deem proper. The city clerk shall receive all
proposals for constructing or repairing sidewalks,
and shall open them in the presence of the coun-
cil, which shall award the contract to the lowest
responsible bidder, provided such bid is a reason-
able one, subject to such dprovizaioms in the case of
violations of contract and to such other particular
provisions as the council may prescribe. The
proceedings for ordering the repair of sidewalks
and levying and collecting special taxes on the
respective lots to pay for the same, shall be the
same as herein provided, as in the case of con-
structing a new sidewalk, except as otherwise
provided in this section. No contractor for build-
Ing or repairing sidewalk shall receive any pay
therefor from the city under any circumstances
until the tax levied for that purpose shall have
been paid to the city or county. Whenever a
sidewalk shall be out of repair and so remain for
a space of twenty-four hours, which in the opin-
ion of the street committee will not cost to exceed
the amount of five dollars in front of any one lot
to repair the same, they shall be authorized, and
it is hereby made their duty to cause the same to
he immediately repaired, and when the same is
completed they shall make out an itemized bill
of the costs of such repairs, specifying the lot
and block, or piece or parcel of land, in front of
which said work was done, duly verified by his
oath, and shall deliver the same to the city cierk
and said clerk shall forthwith present the same
to the owner of such lot, piece or parcel of land
if a resident of the city of Cumberland, for pay-
ment, and if the owner of such lot, piece or par-
cel of land shall refuse or neglect to pay the
same for ten days, then the clerk shall report the
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fact to the council, and the council shall there-
upon levy a special tax upon such lot, piece or
parcel of land, to pay the same in the same man-
ner as special taxes are levied for the construction
of sidewalks. In case the owner of such lot,
piece or parcel of land does not reside in the city
of Cumberland, the said committee shall return
said account to the common council, witb their
certificate stating that fact, and the council
shall thereupon levy a special tax to pay the same
in the manner in this section provided.

the proportion thereof across each street, alley or

ublic ground aforesaid, and such estimate shall
Be filed in the office of the city clerk for the in-
spection of parties interested before such work
sggll be ordered to be done. The common coun-
cil may authorize the letting of such work by
contract to the lowest bidder, at the expense of
the lots upon which such work is chargable in
whole or in part, as aforesaid; all bids for doing
the same to be approved by the council, and the
said council shall have power to reject any or all
bids, and may require such contractors to perform
such contract within such time and under such
conditions, and to give such security for the per-

upon and collected from the same in the same
manner as herein provided in case such owners
shall not do such work; the remainder shall he
assessed upon the lots benefited by such improve-
ments in proportion to their respective benefit as

to the city clerk and one to the treasurer of said
city of Cumberlrand.” The said treasurer shall
thereupon immediately proceed to collect the same,
and all persons liable to pay such tax, who shall
pot have paid the same after demand either per-
sonal or by written notice, left at their usual place
of abode, on or before the 1st day of June of each
year, shall be liable to, and shall pay a penalty of
two dollars in addition to said poll tax, together
with the costs of prosecution, to be prosecuted for
by said treasurer in the name of the city of Cum-
berland. The process in each case shall be by
warrant as provided for in chapter 9, of this act,
entitled actions to recover penalties, etc., and in
case judgment shall be rendered against the de-
fendant in such action, and he shall refuse or
neglect to pay such judgment, he shall be impris-
oned in the county jail ten days. The moneys

lable for.
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collected as herein provided for, shall be kept as a
distinct fund, and shall be expended for the bene-
fit and improvement of the streets of the city of
Cumberland. The mayor, city clerk and treasurer
shall constitute a board to determine the liability
of persons to pay such tax, and all persons claim-
ing to be exempt from such tax must apply to
said board within twenty days from the time
when said lists shall be delivered to the ireasurer
as aforesaid; the city treasurer shall receive the
same fees for collecting said taxes as he does for
collecting taxes assessed upon real and personal
property; provided, that if any person shall desire
to, he shall be permitted to perform one day’s
work upon the streets of the city in the ward in
which he resides, and the certificate of the street
committee that such person has performed one
full day’s labor,.shall be received by the treasurer
of said city in full discharge of such tax.

SecrioN 16. The jurisdiction of the police jus-
tice of the city of Cumberland shall be co-exten-
sive with the county of Barron, and the said
police justice shall have exclusive ;iurisdiction to
try all criminal cases and conduct all examinations
within said city, in which the city is a party, un-
der the laws in which justices of the peace have
jurisdiction, and according to this act. And the
police justice shall have and possess all the rights,
powers and privileges of said justices of the peace,
and all the laws of this state concerning justices’
courts shall apply to the police court of the city
of Cumberland, except so far as the said law con-
flicts with the provisions of this act.

All acts or parts of acts incon-
sistent and conflicting with the provisions of this
act are hereby repealed, but the repeal of said
acts or parts of acts shall not in any manner
affect, Injure or invalidate any contracts,
claims, penalties or demands that may have been
entered into, performed, commenced or that may
exist under, or by virtue orin pursuance of the said
act, or any former act incorporating the village
of Cumberland or any of them; but the same shall
exist and be enforced, and carried out and be
completed as fully and effectually, to all intents
and purposes, as if this act had not been passed.

AN ACT to amend the city charter of the city of
Kewaunee relating to the construction of
bridges and sidewalks.

To cross said river at right angles to the
thread of the stream thereof, at a point where the
line between lots fifteen and sixteen, of block
twelve in said city, intersects with said river, ac-
