CHAPTER 159. 
AN ACT to revise, codify and amend. chapter 278, 

laws of 1814, entitled, "An act to incorporate 
the city of Shawano," and the several acts 
amendatory thereof. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

CHAPTER 1. 

CITY OF BHA W ANO - ITS CORPORATE POWERS. 

SECTION 1. All that district of country in the Corporate 
county of Shawano hereinafter described, shall name. 
be a city by the name of Shawano, and the peo-
ple now inhabiting and those who shall inhabit 
said district shall be a municipal corporation by 
the name of the city of Shawano, and shall have 
the general powers possessed. by municipal cor­
porations at common law, and in addition thereto 
shall have and possess the powers hereinafter 
specifically granted; and the authorities thereof 
shall have perpetual successions, and shall be 
capable of contracting and being contracted with, 
swng and being sued, pleading and being im­
pleaded, in all court& of law and equity, and shall 
have a corporate seal and may change and alter 
tbe same at pleasure. 

CITY BOUNDARIES. 
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SECTION 2. All the territory 'within the county CIt7 bound· 
of Shawano, hereinafter described shall be inclu- aries. 
dad and con.<;titute the limits of the city of Shaw-
ano, to wit: All that portion of section number 
twenty-five, township number twenty-seven 
north, of range number fifteen east, lying and 
being situate south of Shawano creek and mill 
pond, and east of Wolf river, and also all that 
portion of section number thirty-six, township 
number tw~nty-seven north, range number fifteen 
east, lying and being situate east of Wolf river; 
and also all of section number thirty-one, town-
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ship number twenty-seven north, range number 
sixteen east, and also all that portion of section 
number thirty, township number twenty-seven 
north, of range number sixteen east, lying and 
being situate south of Shawano creek and mill 
pond. 

WARD BOUNDARIES. 

SECTION 3. The said city is hereby divided into 
three wards, to be called and known as the first, 
second and third wards, and limited and bounded 
as follows, to wit: All that portion of said city 
lying in section number thirty-one, township num­
ber twenty-seven north, range number sixteen 
east, shall be and constitute the first ward. All 
that portion of said city lying in section number 
thirty, township number twenty-seven north, 
range number sixteen east, and in section number 
twenty-five, township number twenty-seven north, 
range number fifteen east, shall be and constitute 
the second ward. All that portion of said city 
lying in section number thirty-six, township 
number twenty - seven north, range number 
fifteen east, shall be and constitute the third 
ward. 

CHAPTER II. 

CORPORATE AUTHORITY. 

SECTION 1. ~he corp'orate authority of said city 
and the exerCIse of Its corporate powers and 
management of its financial, prudential and muni­
cipal concerns, shall be vested in one principal 
officer, styled the mayor, and one board of a.lder­
men, consisting of two members from each ward, 
who with the mayor, shall be deuominated the 
common council, and in such other officers as are 
hereinafter mentioned or may be created under 
this act. 

CHAPTER III. 

ELECTIONS AND QUALIFICATIONS OF ELECTORS. 

Election and SECTION 1. The annual charter elections for 
~=~tlon of city and ward officers shall be held on the first 
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Tuesday in April of each year at such place in 
each ward as the common council shall designate. 
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SECTION 2. In all elections by the people a plu- Plura~f 
rality of votes shall constitute an election. In cl":t~ 
case two or more candidates for an elective office 
shall receive an equal number of votes fo1' the 
same office, the election shall be determined by 
casting lots in the presence of the council, at 
such time and in such manner as they may direct. 

SECTION 3. The inspectors and clerks of all ~ of 
general, charter and special elections held in the ec on. 
city of Shawano shall be appointed by the mayor, 
as provided in section 26, chapter 5, of the re-
vised statutes of 1878, and shall have the same 
powers and the same qualifications as therein 
named. 

SBCTION 4. The city clerk shall give ten days' Notice of 

notice of the time and place of holding all general, ro~ 81_ 

charter and spedal elect.ions, and of the officers to 
be elected. by publishing the same in the official 
paper or papers of the city, and by posting up at 
least three notices of the same in three public 
places in each ward in the city. 

SECTION 5. The polls of all charter or special ~iDg of 
elections shall be opened at nine o'clock in the po 

forenoon and kept continuously open until five 
o'clock in the afternoon of the same day. 

SECTION 6. All elections under the provisions of 1<'~uct of 
this charter, except as herein specially provided, e on. 

shall be conducted in the same manner as the 
general elections for state and county officers, and 
the qualifications of voters shall be the same as at 
such general elections; provided, however, in ad­
dition, that all voters shall have been residents of 
the city for at least thirty days preceding the elec-
tion at which they wish to vote. 

SECTION 7. All general elections shall be con- Oonductof 
ducted by the inspectors and clerks as provided in eIectioIn. 
section 3, of this chapter, and as provIded by the 
general statutes of this state. 

SECTION 8. The elective officers of said city Electift olD­

shall be a mayor, a city clerk, a city treasurer, a cera. 

city assessor, a police justice, and a city superin-
tendent of streets, to be elected for the city at 
large, by the qualified electors of said city. The 
elective officers of each ward of said city shall be 
two aldermen, a justice of the peace, a supervisor

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and a constable, to be elected by the qualified 
electors of each ward of said city. 

E1ecttv8ot'l\· SECTION 9. Each elective citv officer of said 
~s:~~~ city shall be a qualified elector and freeholder of 

said city. Each elective ward officer of said city 
shall be a qualified elector of the ward in which 
he is elected. 

'Term of oftlce. SECTION 10. All officers elected under this act. 
except aldermen, police justice and justices of 
the peace shall hotd their respeetive offices for 
one year, or until their successors are elected and 
qualified. .A t the first election held in said city 
under the provisions of this act, one alderman 
shall be elected from each"ward, whose term of 
office shall be one year, and one alderman from 
each ward whose term of office shall be two years. 
Aldermen elected thereafter shall hold their office 
for two years. 

~en =Of SECTION 11. The terms of all officers elected or 
~ appointed under the provisions of this act shall 

commence on the second Tuesday of April, of 
the year for which said officers are elected, except 
those elected or appointed to fill vacancies, whose 
terms of office shall commence as soon as they 
are elected or appointed and qualified. The gen­
eralIa ws of this state upon the subject of electIOns 
and prescribing punishment for illegal voting, as 
far as they are consistent with this act, shall apply 
to said charter elections, and to all elections here­
after held in the city of Shawano. No spirituous 
or malt liquors shall be sold within said city, or 
within one mile of the city limits of the said 
city upon the day of any election held therein, 
and any person offending against the provisions 
of this section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor 
and punished by a fine of fifty dollars or by im· 
prisonment in the county jail for not less than 
sixty days, or by both such fine and imprison­
ment. :=ted SECTION 12. All other officers necessary to the 
proper management of the affairs of the city shall 
be ap,Pointed by the mayor subject to approval of 
a maJority of the common council, and the terms 
of office of all the appointive officers shall expire 
with that of the mayor who appointed them, un­
less herein otherwise provided. 

SECTION 13. Whenever a vacancy shall occur 
in the office of mayor, the council shall order a 
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new election. Vacancies in other offices shall be IDcue~':-­
filled by the council. The pp.rson elected or ap- ~~yor~ ce 
pointed to fill a vacancy shall hold his office and 
discharge the duties thereof for the unexl'ired 
term, with the same rights and subject to the 
same liabilities as the person whose office he may 
be elected or appointed to fill. 

SECTION 14. Whenever any officer shall cease VlICaDcleUllI1 

to possess the qualifications necessary for his removal •• 

election, or is removed by the common cOllllcil, 
his office shall be deemed vacant; and any officer 
who shall neglect or refusa to qualify within ten 
days from the time he shall be notified of his elec-
tion, shall be deemed to have vacated his said 
offh,-e. 

SECTION 15. Whenever an election shall be ~1'8to 
held under this act, the inspectors of election shall e reCW'DL 

forthwith make their returns, stating the number 
of votes cast for each person for each and every 
office to the city clerk:. Within one week after 
an election the council shall meet and can vass said 
returns, and declare the result as it shall appear 
from the same. The clerk: shall thereupon imme-
diately givA llotice to the persons so elected of 
their eJection. 

SECTION 16. At the first meeting of the com- City marshal. 

mon council in each year, after the annual city 
election, or as soon thereafter as may be' practic- ' 
able, the mayor may appoint a city marshal, a 
city attorn~y, a city physician. a chief engineer, 
and one assistant engmeer of the fire department, 
and such other officers as the ordinances shall 
prescribe, subject to the approval of a majority of 
the common council. 

SECTION 17. The mayor shan bave the authority ~ of 

to remove the city marshal or any of his deputies, 
the city attorney, the city physician, the city sur-
veyor, and the chief engineer and assistant engi-
neer of the fire department and all other officers 
appointed by him, for inefficiency or neglect of 
duty, and to appoint others in place of those re-
moved; but the terms of office of those· so ap­
pointed shall not commence until their nomina-
tion has been approved by a majority of the com-
mon council. 

SECTION 18. All officers elected or appointed to DuratloD of 
fill a vacancy shall hold the offices for which they oftioe. 
are elected or appointed until the next annual

CHAPTER IY. 

OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES. 

Oftlcers--their SECTION 1. Every person elected or apIJointed 
powers and 
duties. to any otlke under this act, except justices of the 

peace, shall, befOl'e he enters upon the duties of 
his office, take and subscribe an oath of office. 
and file the same. duly certified by the officer tak­
ing the same, with the clerk of th~ city; and the 
clerk. marshal, CODA tables, and such other officers 
as the common council may direct, shall severally, 
before they enter upon the duties of their respec­
tive offices, execute to the city of Shawano a bond, 
with at least two sureties, who shall swear that 
they are each worth the penalty specified in said 
bond; ovel' and above all debts, exemptions or lia· 
bilities, and said bond shall contain such penal 
sum and such conditions as the com mon council 
may deem proper, The treasurer before entering 
upon his duties shall also execute a bond, with at 
least two nor more than ten sureties. The penal sum 
expressed in such bond shall exceed the amount 
of the last annual tax roll, and each surety shall 
swear that he is worth a certain amount over and 
above all debts, liabilities or eXAmption!!, and the 
aggregate of such amounts shall at least exceed 
the penal sum specified in the bond. The council 
may from time to time require new or additional 
bonds from the treasurer or other officer of the 
city, and the coundl may remove from office any 
officer refusing or neglecting to give the same. 
All official bonds executed to the city of Bhawano, 
except that of the city clerk, shall be filed and 
safely preserved by the city clerk. in his office, 
unless the common conncil shall otherwise direct. 
The bonds of the city treasurer and of the city 
clerk, and of all officers who may be charged with 
the collection or safe keeping, or the disposition 
or disbursement of any of the funds of said city, 
or may have any control over such funds at any 
time shall be duly witnessed and acknowledged, 
and recorded in the office of the registe:.' of deeds 
of Shawano county. A transcript from the 
records of such bonds in the office of the register

of deeds or clerk, duly certified by such register 
or derk, ~hall be evidence of the due execution 
and contents of the bonds so recorded, in case of 
the loss of the originals. The bond of the city 
clerk shall he filed with the city trea~urer. 
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SECTIO'S 2. The mayor, when present, shall pre· ~owe~anddu. 
side over all meetings of the common council, t e8 0 Ul&J'or. 
sign all orders upon the treasmel' for the payment 
of money, all ordinances passed and all commis· 
sions, licenses and permits gmnted by the com-
mon council, and shall take care that the laws of 
the state and the ordinances of the city within the 
corpor!.1.tion are duly enforced and observed and 
that all officers of the city discharge their respec-
tive duties. He shall from time to time commn-
nicate to the common council snch information 
and recommenrl such measnres as he may deem 
advantageous to the city, and at all times give 
such information respecting city affairs as the 
common council may require. In case of a riot 
and other disturbances of apparent necessity, he 
may appoint as many temporary assistant mar-
shals as he may deem necessary. He shall have 
power to administer oaths 01' affirmations, and to 
take the acknowledgments of deeds and other 
instruments in writing, and when presiding over 
any meetings of the common council shall havea 
vote in case of a tie. 

VETO. 

SECl'IO'S 3. The mayor shall have power to veto Powerot Teto. 

any ordinance, act or resolution passed by the 
common council, by notifying the common coun-
cilof his objections thereto, at any time within 
three days after the passage of such ordinance or 
resolution. In case of no session of the council 
on any day after the passa~e of the same, and be-
fore the expiration of said three days, such notifi-
cation shall be made hy filing with the clerk a 
copy of his objections, and the clerk shall there-
upon call a special meeting of the council t.t) con-
siller such veto and objections; and in case the 
conndl shall not, within one week after the re-
ceipt of sucb objectioll or such filing with the city 
derk, re·enact such ord inance or pass such reso-
lution by the vote of two·thirds of the a1dermen 
eject, the same shall be null and \"oid. If the 
mayor shall not return any ordinance, act or res-

• 
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o]utionso pre~nted to him within three days after 
the passage thereof, it shall take effect in the same 
manner as if he signed it. 

Sl!:CTION 4. At the first meeting of the common 
council in each year after the annual city el{'ction, 
or as soon thereafter as may be, they shall pro­
ceed to elect by a ballot, one of their numbei' 
president, and in the absence of thp mayor the 
president shall preside over the meetings of the 
common council; and during the absence of 
the mayor from the city. or his inability from any 
cause to discharge the duties of his office, the pres­
ident shall exercise all the pow~rs and discharge 
all the duties of the mayor. In case the mayor 
and president "hall be absent from any meeting 
of the commou council, the members present 
shall proceed to elect a temporary presiding offi­
cer, who, for the time being, shall discharge the 
duties of mayor. 'I'he president or temporary 
presiding officer, while presiding over the council 
or performing the duties of mayor shall be styled 
acting mayor, and all acts performed lJy him shall 
have the same force and validity as if performed 
by thE! mayor. 

DUties of clerk. SECTION 5. Tho .clerk shall keep the corporate 
seal and all papers and records of the city, except 

, as otherwise herein provided, and shall keep a 
record of the proceedings of the common council, 
whose meetings it shall be his duty to attend; he 
shall also keep a record of the official bonds of all 
offices required by this act or the ordinance'S of 
the common council, and shall record all contracts 
made by or with the city, in a book to be kept for 
that purpose, and copies of all papers filed or re­
corded in his office, and transcripts from the 
records of official bonds certified by him under 
the corporate seal, and from eon tracts with the 
city recorded by him as provided by this section, 
shall be evidence in all courts to the same extent 
as the originals would be if produced; he shall 
draw and countersign all orders on the treasury, 
in pursuance of any order or resolution of the 
common council, and keep a full and accurate 
account in books provided for that purpose; he 
shall file in his office all chattel mortgages pre­
sented to him for that purpose, and safely keep 
and record the same as provided in the general 
laws of this state for filing and recording chattel 
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mortgages in town clerks' offices, receiving the 
same fees allowed by law to town clerks, and all 
chattel mortgages so filed and recorded, shall be 
valid and have the same t:lffect as if the same had 
been filed in the town clerk's office of any town; 
he shall keep an accurate account with the treas­
urer, and charge him. with all the tax lists de­
livered to him for collection and all moneys paid 
into the treasury; it shall be his duty to do and 
perform any act required to be done by clerks of 
towns, not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
act. and he shall have power to administer oaths 
and affirmations, and take acknowledgments of 
deed~ and other instruments in writing. When­
ever the clerk shall be absent from any meeting 
of the common council, the council shall appoint 
a clel'kpro tempore. The city clerk shall receive 
such compensation as the common council may 
determine. 
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SECTION 6. The city treasurer of said city shall Dudes of treu· 
perform such duties and exerci.se such powers as urer. 
may be lawfully required of him by the ordinances 
or resolutions of said city, or by the laws of this 
state. All moneys receiv~, raised, recovered or , 
collected by means of any tax, license, penalty, 
fine, forfeiture, or otherwise under the authority 
of this act, shall be paid to and received by him, 
and he shall pay the same out only upon a writ-
ten order signed by the mayor and countersigned 
by the clerk by order of the common council. 
Such order shall specify the amount of money to 
be paid thereon, the name of the person to whom 
and the purpose for which, it is to be paid. H~ 
shaH keep a Just and accurate account of all his 
receipts and disbursementa in a book to be pro-
vided by the common council for that purpose, 
which book; shall remain the property of the city, 
and in which he shall note the several sums re-
ceived by him, the time when, the person from 
whom and the source from which each sum was 
received; and said book shal1, at all seasonable 
times, be open to the inspection of the ejectors of 
said city. He shall as often as the common coun-
cil shall requiru, J·ender to the commun council a 
minute acount of his receipts and disbursements, 
'Ind at the expiration of his term of office, pay 
over and deliver to his successor all moneys, 
books, papers and vouchers in his possession be-
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longing to said city. He shall receive as compen 
sation two per cent. on all sums by him received 
and paid out, 6xcept as herein provided and no 
more. He shall be ineligible for re-election, for 
one year next succeeding the termination of his 
office. 

SECTION 7. The assessor shall assess all the 
taxable property of the city of Shawano, as re­
quired by the statutes of tile state of Wisconsin, 
without regard to wards aNI shall complete 
and shalll'eturn his assessment roll ill the manner 
providpd by ~tatute, except as provided in this 
act. He shall receive such compensation as the 
common council may determine.-

PoHcejuatlce. SECTION 8. The po]k-e justice of the city of 
Shawano shall have all the authority, jurisdiction. 
powers and rights of justices of the peace of this 
state and such other powers, authority, jurisdic­
tion and rights as are conferred by this act or of 
the ordinances of said city of 8hawano. 

=~::iOf SECTION 9. The superitltendent of streets shall 
ItreetL see that all ordinance:> of the city and laws of the 

state relating to the ob~tructing and cleaning of 
sidewalks, streets, bridges, alleys, public grounds, 
reservoirs, gutters. sewers and waters of the 
rivers and ponds in said city are duly observed 
and kept. and to control the persons employed by 
the city to work on any street, alley, sidewalk or 
reservoir. He shall have the general supervision 
over all work let by contract or ordered by the 
common council, for the making, gradmg, paving, 
graveling, claying, building, repairing and clean­
ing sidewalk~. streets, bridges, aUeys, public 
grounds, reselvoirs and gutters, unless the com­
mon council shall otherwise determine. He shall 
receive such compensation as the common council 
may determine. 

Dutleaofmar- SECJlON 10. The marshal shall attend all meet-
1Ihal. ings of the common council, and shall perform 

such duties as shall be prescribed by the common 
council, for the preservation of the public peac.e, 
and the collection of fines and license moneys; 
he shall be the keeper of the city ]ock-.up, and 
shall possess the power of constables at common 
law. or as given by the Jaws of this state, and 
shall receive like fees; he shall have power to ap­
point one or more deputies. to be approved by 
the commori council, but for whose official acts 
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he shall be responsible, and of whom he may re­
quire a bond for the faithful discharge of their 
dutjes; and all writ and process issued by any 
justice within the county of Shawano. directed to 
any constable therein, shall be deemed as if also 
duected to said marshal, and he may serve any 
criminal process or processes for the violation of 
any city ordinance in any part of the state. It 
shall be the duty of the marshal or any constable 
in the said city of Shawano, a!1d he or they are 
hereby authorized and reqnired to summarily ar­
rest and take before the police justice of said city 
any person who shall be found within the corpor­
ate limits of said city in a state of intoxication, 
or who shall be guilty of any boisterous revelry or 
obscenity, or of any breach of the peace, by 
making any improper noise or disturbance, or by 
firing guns, or fighting, or threatening to fight, or 
in any other manner disturbing the public peace, 
or who shall be engaged in violating any ordi­
nance of said city, made for the preservation of 
the peace and good order therein, and such police 
justice shall have power to hear, try and deter­
mine all such affairs, and any person convicted of 
any offense specified in this act, where no other 
punishment is provided by law, or by any ordi­
nance of said city, shall be punished by a fine not 
less than one dollar nor more than fifty dolJars, or 
by imprisonment in the county jail or city lock-up 
not less than three days nor more than fifty days, 
in the discretion of the justices, and in all cases 
the justice shall impose the payment of the costs 
of prosecution upon the person so convicted as a 
part of the punishment; and in default of the 
payment of any such fine or costs, the justice shall 
commit the defendant to such county jail or lock­
up for such number of days, not exceeding fifty 
nor less than five. as he may think proper; but in 
case any person shall be committed, for non-pay­
ment of any such fine or cost'3, he shall b~ dIS­
charged upon paying the same, together with the 
costs and expenses of his imprisonment, to the 
sheriff or other officer having charge of said jail 
or lock-up. 
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SECTION 11. . Any person making any arrest Cnmmlttlng 
•• - - • non8 to jail under the prOVISIons of thIS act may, If necessary, rrIOCk-UP. 

commit the person arrested to said jail or lock-
up without process, and such person shall be deliv-
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ered up to such officer by the keeper of said jail 
or Jock-up, on demand and without process; the 
person so confined shall be taken before the police 
justice within twenty-four hours (Sunday except­
ed) after such arrest, and the arresting officer 
shall make the complaint in every case of sum­
mary arrest, unless a formal complaint is filed by 
some other person, and process duly issued within 
the tim~ specified after the commital. The mar­
shal and his deputies shall receive in addition to 
the feee allowed constables such compensation as 
the common council may determine. 

SECTION 12. The city attorney shall conduct all 
the law business of the corforation and of all de­
partments thereof, and al other law business in 
which the city shall be interested when so directed 
by the common council. He shall, when requested, 
furnish written opinions on subjects submitted to 
him by the mayor or by the common council, or by 
any of its committees, or by any other department 
of the municipal government. He shall keep a 
docket of all the cases in which the city may be 
a party in any court of record, in which shall be 
briefly entered all steps taken in such cases, and 
said docket shall at all times be open to the in­
spectiou of the mayor or any member of the com­
mon council, or any city officer. It shall also be 
the duty of the city attorney to draft all inden­
tures, bonds, contracts, leases, conveyances and 
such other instruments in writing as may be re­
quired by the business of the city; to examine and 
inspect tax and assessment rolls, and all proceed­
ings in respect to the levy and collection of taxes 
and assessment; and to perform such other duties 
as may be provided by the charter and ordinances 
of the city. He shall receive such compensation 
as the common council may determine for the time 
actually spent for the city. 

SECTION 13. The city physician shall have 
charge of all the sick under the care of the city~ 
and render for them such medical and sur~caJ. 
aid as their condition requires, and ill his judg­
ment becomes necessary for their restoration to 
health, and shall discharge such other and fur­
ther duties concerning the sanitary condition of 
the city as the common council may order. He 
shall receive such compensation as the common

council may determine for the time he is em­
ployed by the city. 

SE<Yl'ION 14. The chief engineer shall have con- Chief engineer. 

trol of the fire department of the city of Shawano 
and shall prescribe the duties of the officers and 
Illembers thereof, and when authorized by the 
conlmon council, he shall order all the necessary 
apparatus for the extin~uishment of fires. He 
shall have charge of the tire·engines, and see that 
they are always in workiug order; in the absence 
of the chief engineer the aSElistant chief shall 
have full power and control. The chief engineer 
shall, on the first day of March in each year, 
make report in detail and under oath, to the com-
mon council of all property belonging to the city 
in possession of the fire department, and of its 
condition aud value. The chief engineer shall 
from time to time make such recommendations 
in writing to the common council, designed to pro-
mote the efficiency of the fire department, as he 
shall deem expedient. He shall all)o keep in a 
book to be provided for that purpose, a record of all 
alarms of firp., the cause thereof. the extent of loss 
and the amount of insurance, and shall incorpor-
a t~ the same in detail in his annual report. 

SECTIO~ 15. The justices of the peace elected JustlOOIof the 

under this act, shall have the sam~ jurisdiction, peace. 

and perform all duties of justice~ of the peace, 
and shall qua1ify in the same manner as provided 
by the general laws of this state, except that the 
official bonds sha11 he approved by a majority 
of the common council. 

SECTION 16. The constables elected under this ComrtabJea. 

act shall have the same jurisdiction as other con-
stables, and shall qualify in the same manner as 
constables elected in organized towllS, except that 
the official hond of sueh constable shall be ap-
proved by the mayor and a majority of the com-
mon council, and filed with his oath of office in 
the office of the city clerk. 

SECTION 17. The supervisors elected under this Dutleeof 111-

act shall represent the city in the county board of perviaol'll. 

supervisors of Shawano county, and have the 
same powers and exercise the same duties as are 
required by law of other members of that body 
elected by towns They shall receive no compen-
sation from the city for duties performed as 
members of the county board.

CHAPTER V. 

THE COMMON COUNCIL - ITS SPECIAL POWERS. 

SECTION 1. The mayor and aldermen shall 
constitute the common council, and the style of 
all ordinances shall be: "'rhe common council of 
the city of Shawano do ordain," etc. 

SECTION 2. The common council shall hold 
their first annual meeting each year on the second 
Tuesday of April, and thereafter ~tated meetings. 
at such times and places as they shall appoint, 
and the mayor may call special meetings by notice 
to each of the members, to be served personally 
or left at his usual place of abode, which notice 
shall specify the object of the meeting and the 
business to be transacted, and no other business 
shall come hefore such meeting. The common 
council shall detel'mine the rules of its own gov­
ernment and proceedings, provided such rules are 
consistent with the provisions of this act.. A mao 
jority of the aldermen elected shall constitute a 
quorum fOl' the transaction of business, but a 
smaller numher may adjourn; thelr sessions shall 
be open and public, their proceedings shall he 
recorded in full, and all their papers and recorils 
and all election returns shall be oeposited with 
the city clerk and the same may be examined at 
any time by any person in the presence of the 
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c1prk. The common council shall be judge of the 
election and qualifications of its own members, 
and may enforce order at it.s meetings, and may 
punish its members or other persons present by 
fine for disorderly behavior, and the mayor may 
compel attendan<.:e of members upon its sessions 
and may employ the city marshal and his depu­
ties of said city for that purpose; and the common 
council may fine or expel any member for neg­
lecting his duty as such member, or by unneces­
sary absence from the sessions of that body. 
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SECTION 3. The common council shall have the Powersofcoun· 
managempnt and control f)f the finances (except cUde/lned. 

school moneys), and of all the other property of 
the city, and shall likewise, in addition to all other 
powers herein vested in them, have full power and 
authority to make, enact, ordain, establish, pub-
lish. enforce, alter, modify, amend and repeal all 
such ordinances, rules, resolutions and by-laws 
for the government and good order of the city, 
for the suppression of vice, for the prevention of 
crime, and for the benefit of the trade, com-
merce and health, and for carrying into effect 
the power vested in said common cl)uncil, and 
to declare and impose penalties, and to enforce 
the same against any person or persons who may 
violate any of the provisions of said ordinances, 
rules, by-laws and regulations; and such ordinan-
ces. rules and by-laws are hereby declared to be 
and have the force of laws; provided, that they 
be not repugnant to the comtitution or laws of 
the United States or of this state, and for this 
pnrpose shaH have authority, by ordinance, reso-
lution or by-law.

To prevent any riot, noise, disturbance or 
disorderly assemblages, suppress and restrain dis­
orderly houses or groceries and hou~es of ill-fame, 
and to authorize the destruction of all instruments 
used for the purpose of gaming. 

To compel the owner or occupaRt of any 
grocery, cellar, tallow chandler shop, soap factory, 
tannery, stable, barn, privy. sewer or other un­
wholesome or nauseous house or place, to cleanse, 
remove or abate the same from. time to time, 
as often as it may be deemed necessary for the 
health, comfort and convenience of the inhabitants 
of said city. 

To direct the location and management 
of, and regulate breweries, tanneries and packing 
houses; and to direct the location, management 
and construction oi, and regulate, license, restrain, 
abate or prohibit, within the limits and the dis­
tance of two miles therefrom, distilleries, slaughter­
houses, establishments for steaming or rendering 
lard, ta)]ow, offal, and such other substances as 
can or may be rendered, and all esta.blishments or 
places wher~ any nauseous, offensive or unwhole· 
some business may he carried on.

ing said names shall in no respect interfere with 
or prejudice the collection of the amount which 
the common eouncil may have directed to be col-
lected. The common council shall thereupon cor-
rect such list, if it shall be necessary, hy adding 
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or striking out names, so that the said list shall 
contain the names of every male person he tween 
the ages of twenty-one and fifty years, who are 
residents of said city, except those exempt l'y 
law, and may also strike from said li~t the name 
of any person who, in its judgment, may be un­
able to pay the said tax. When said tax list shall 
have been corrected, as herein provided, the clerk 
of said city shaH attach said Hst to the highway 
tax roll for that year, and said poll tax shall be 
paid as hereinafter provided.

Any 
person who shall refuse to pay any poll tax as­
sessed against him as heretofore provided, shall 
forfeit and pay to the city treasurer in addition to 
the tax a penalty of three dollars, besides costs of 
prosecution.

SECTION 1. Opening, grading, working, gl'an~l­
ing. claying. planking, replallking. paving and re­
paving of streets and alleys to the center thereot 
shall be chargeable to and payable by the lOb 
fronting on such street or alley; but 110 street or 
alley shall be opened, graded, graveled. claye-<). 
planked or paved, unless upon the petition of a 
majority of the resident owners of the lots or 
parts of lots chargeable with the expense thereof. 
or by a two-thirds vote of the aldermen elect. The 
cost and expense of establishing grades, sun-e'\""­
ing ~treets, alleys or gutters, and of cleaning oin 
gutters, and of estimating work thereon, in the 
execution of any public improvement, shall be 
chargeable to and payable by the city. Gutters 
may be ordered by the common council and bUilt 
at the expense of the lots 01' parts of lots benefite-d 
thereby and fronting upon or abutting to the 
street along which said gutter shall be con­
structed; provided, that in all cases where inl-
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provements 01" work of any kind are charged by 
virtue of this section upon lots as aforesaid all 
such improvements across streets, alleys and pub­
lic grounds shall be made and paid out of the gen­
eral fund of the city.

mentioned in the preceding section, it shall cause 
plans and specifications of such improvements 
to be filed with the city clerk for the inspection of 
all parties interested. Upon the filing of such 
plans and specifications, the c1erk shall immedi-
ately give one week's notice, by publication in the 
official paper or papers, to the several owners and 
occupants of the lots or parts of lots chargeable 
with the expense of such improvements to do 
the work according to the plans and speeifications 
on file within a time specified in such notice, 
which shall in no case be less than fifteen days 
after said one week's notice. If the improvement 
shall not be completed within the time speci-
fied, the clerk shall immediately advertise for pro-
posals for doing the same; such adveJ·tisement 
shall be published in the official city paper not less 
than one week. It shall state the nature of the 
improvement, the time within which it must be 
completed, that plans and specifications thereof 
may be seen at the clerk's office, and shall also 
state when and up to what time bids will be 
received. All bids shall 00 opened in a general or 
special meeting of the common council. The 
council may authorize the clerk or any appropri· 
ate committee of its body to enter into contract 
for the making and complEtion of the improve-
ment. All contracts shall be let to the lowest 
reasonable responsible bidder. Upon the comple-
tion of the work done under contract as provided 
in this section, and the acc.eptance thereof in 
writing by the superintendent of streets and 
committee on streets, the contractor shall be en-
titled to a certificate therefor, which shall be 
signed by the mayor and superintendent of streets 
and countersigned by the city clerk, and which 
shall state the amount due for work done by such 
contractor, the nature thereof, and a description 
of the lot or parcel of 1and upon which the same 
is chargeable; said certificate may be transferred 
by indorsement thereon; and if the amount 
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thereof is not paid before the time of making out 
the annual assessment roll, the certificate may be 
filed with the city clerk, aHd amount thereof shall 
he 'assessed upon the said lots or lands respec· 
tively, as a spedal tax, and shall be collected for 
the benefit of the holder of the said certificate, as 
other taxes on real estate are collected under this 
act. If notice to do the work required shall have 
been given as herein prescribed, no informality 
or error in the proceedings shall invalidate such 
assessment. 

CHAPTER X. 

BUILDING AND RECONSTRUCTING SIDEWALKS. 

Sidewalks. SECTION 1. The common council shall have 
power and they are hereby authorized to compel 
the building, repairing and reconstruction of side· 
walks in said city of Shawano, to control and 
regulate the material used and the construction of 
the same, and to levy special taxes on the adjoin· 
ing property for the building, repairing or recon· 
struction of the same in the manner hereinafter 
provided.

estate, or other matters required by law to be 
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acknowledged or recorded, or both. As a judicial 
officer alld court, the said police court and justice 
thereof shall have and possess, within the corpo­
rate limits of said city, all the authority, jurisdic­
tion, powers and rights of justices and justices' 
courts of this state, and the powers of said police 
justice, within said corporate limit~ shall be co­
equal and (,,o-ordinate over and of all civil and 
criminal actions under the la.ws of the state, wit.h 
that of the several justices of the peace of Shaw­
ano county, and he shall have exclusive jurisdic­
tion of all actions and causes for the violation of 
allY ordinallce, by-law, rule, resolution or regula­
tion of said city under this act, and he shall 
receive the same fees as a justice of the :peace, 
under the laws of this state, receives for hU:l ser­
vices, but the said city shall not be liable for his 
fees, except· such as shall a.ccrue in prosecutions 
or actions brought for the violation of the pro­
visions of this act, or the ordinances, by-laws, 
rules or regulations of said city.

. said police justice, in the same mallner and with 
the same effect and force as from judgments of 
justices of the peace under the laws of this state.

CHAPTER XIII. 

SCHOOLS. 

SECTION 1. The territory embraced within the 
limits of the cit.y of Shawano as prescribed by 
this act or which may hereafter be attached, 
shall constitute and be called, "The school dis­
trict of the city of Shawano," and t.he manage­
ment of school matters shall remain the same 
as has heretofore existed under the general laws 
of the state. 

CHAPTER XIV, 

FIRE DEPARTMENT. 

SECTION 1. The common council, for the pur­
pose of guarding against the calamities of fire 
shall have power to prescribe the limits within 
which wooden buildings or buildings of other ma­
terials that shall not be considel'ed fire-proof, shall 
not be erected, placed or repaired, and to direct that 
all and every building within the limits prescribed 
shall be made and constructed of fire-proof ma.te­
rials, and to prohibit the repairing or rebuilding 
of wooden buildings within the fire limits, where 
the same shall have been damaged to the extent 
of fifty per cent. of the value thereof, and to pre­
scribe the manner of ascertaining such damage, 
and to presel ibe the penalties fOl' the violation of 
any resolution or ordinance passed under this 
section. 

SECTION 2. The common council shall have 
power to prevent the dangerous construction and 
condition of chimneys, fire-places, hearths, stoves, 
stove pipes, ovens, boilers and apparatus used in 
and about any building, and to cause the same to 
be removed or placed in a safe and secure condi­
tion when considered dangerous; to prevent the 
deposit of ashes in unsafe places; to require the in­
habitants to provide as many fire-buckets, and in 
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such manner and time as they sball Pl'E'scribe, and 
to regulate the use of them in time of fire; to regu­
late and prevent the can'Ying On of manufactories 
dangerous in causing and promoting fires; to regu­
late and prevent the use of fire-works and fire­
arms; to compel the occupants and owners of 
buildings to have scuttles in the roof, and stairs, 
or ladders leading to the same; to authorize the 
mayor, aldermen, firewardens and other officers 
of the city to keep away from the'vicinity of a 
fire all idle and suspected persons, and compel all 
by-standers to aid in the extinguishment of fires 
and in the preservation of property exposed to 
dan~er there3t, and generally to establish such 
regulations for the prevention and extinguish­
ment of fires as the common council may deem 
expedient; and to provide penalties for the viola­
tion of any resolution or ordinance passed under 
this section. 
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SECTION 3. The common council shaH have Purchase fire. 

full power to purchase fire· engines and other fire engme.. 
apparatus, and to authorize the formation of fire-
engine, book and ladder and hose companies, and 
to provide for the due and proper support and 
regulation of the same. and to order sucb compan-
ies to be uisbandeu and their meet.ings to be pro-
hibited and their apfaratus to be delivered up. 
Each company shal not exceed thirty able 
bodied men between tbe ages of eighteen and fifty 
years, but no company shall have less than fUttlen 
active, able bodied members, and they may elect 
their own officers. and form their own by-laws 
not inconsistent with the laws of this state or the 
ordinances or regUlations of said city, and shall 
be formed only hy voluntary enlistments. Every 
memher of said company hereby authorized to be 
formed, shall be exempt from highway work, 
poll tax, and from l'Ierving on juries. and from 
military duty. in the city of Shawano, except in 
case of war, insurrection or invasion. during the 
continuance of such membership; and any person 
having served for the term of seven years, in either 
of such companies, shall be forever thpreafter ex-
empt from poll tax and military duty, except as 
in cases before mentioned. 

SECTION 4. There shall be a meeting of the t nnual mee~ 
members of said corupanies on the third Monday JIg. 

of April in each year, at such place as may he 
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designated by the chief engineer, when they may 
nominate and recommend to the common council 
for appointment one chief engineer, and one assis­
tant engineer, and one t~asurer; and the common 
council sha.ll thereupon confirm or reject said 
nominations, and the persons so appointed shall 
perform such dut.ies as the common council shall 
pres(~ribe. In case the common council should re­
Ject such nominees, the said members shall, at a 
meeting held one week after such rejection, nom­
inate other persons to hold such offices, which 
nominations shall also be subject to the approval 
of said council. 

SECTION 5. The mayor shall appoint two fire­
wardens for each ward, subject to confirmation by 
the common council, who shall perform such 
duties as the cornmon council may prescribe, and 
they may at any time enter into any building, 
house, store or barn or inclosure for the .purpose 
of inspecting- the same. 

SECTION 6. Whenever any person shallrefru:e to 
obey any lawful order of any engineer, firewar­
den or alderman of the city, the mayor or city 
marshal at any fire, it shall be lawful for the offi· 
c.er giving such order to arrest, or to direct orally 
the marshal, constable or watchman or any citizen 
to aITest such person, and to confine him tempor­
arily in any safe place until such fire shall be ex­
tinguished; and in the same manner such officers 
or any of them, may arrest or direct the arrest 
and confinement of any person at such fil"e who 
shall be intoxicated or disorderly; and any person 
who shall refuse to arrest 01' aid in arresting any 
person so refusing, shall be liable to such penalty 
as the common council may prescribe, not exceed· 
ing twenty dollaJ·s. 

SECTION 7. The common council shall have 
power to organize a sack company or to counte­
nance any such company now organized, which 
shall be known by such name as they may select. 
and shall consist of not more than thirty members. 
Such company shall constitute a part of the fire 
department, and at fires shall be subject to the 
('.antrol of the engineers. The members of said 
company, either collectivf'lyor individually, are 
hflreby authorized and empowered to act as a spe­
cial police in and for the city of Shawano, 
and are hereby vested with all the power and au-
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thority which is now or may hereafter be vested 
in. any other police officer of said city, and shall 
he entitled to all the rights and immunities of 
~embers of the fire department, except exemp­
tion from jury duty. At fires they shall take 
c barge of all property which may be exposed or 
endangered. and shall, as far as it may be in their 
po wer, preserve the same from injury or destruc­
tion. Such company may, from time to time, 
adopt such by-laws as they ml:ly deem necessary, 
not inconsistent with the laws of this state, or 
the ordinances of said city_ The members 
thereof shall not be entitled to any compensa­
tion for any services rendered in their official 
~apacity. They shall. in case of riot or other 
disturbances of the peace, pave accpss to all li­
censed places of amusement in the city, and shall 
perform sllch services as shall he necessary for 
the peace and good order of the same.

ChIef engineer, SEc'rlON 11. The chief engineer shall have con­
trolof the fire department of the city of Shawa­
no and to prescribe the duties of the officen; and 
membel's thereof. and when authorized by the 
commO[1 council he shall order all the necessan? 
apparatus for the extinguishment of fires. He 
shall have charge of the fire,engines. and see that 
they are always in working order; in the absence 
of the chief engineer, t.he assistant chief shall 
have full powp-r and control. The chief engineer 
shall on the first day of March in each year make 
report in detail and under oath to the common 
council of all property belonging to the city in 
possession of the fire department and of its con­
dition and value. The chief engineer shall trom 
time to time make such recommendations in writ­
ing to the commoncouncil, designated to promote 
the efficiency of the fire department, as he shall 
deem expedient. He shall also keep in a book 
to be provided for that' purpose, a record of all 
alarms of fire, the cause thereof, the extent of 
loss and the amount of insurance, and shall in­
corporate the same in detail in his annual report. 
The chief engineer shall receive snch compensa­
tion as the common council may determine. 

CHAPTER XV. 

MISCELLANEOUS. 

Sldew&lb. SECTION 1. Every corporation, association or 
society owning, and each and every owner of any 
lot, part of lot, or parcel of land in said city, upon, 
along. in front of. or adjoining which there shaH 
have been or shall hereafter be placed, con~tructed 
or laid, any walk or sidewalk for the use or ac­
commonaLion of the puhlic to walk upon, shall at 
all times keep and maintain said walk orsidewaik,

safe, convenient and effective condition, for the

All other offia>l'S 
necessary for the proper management of the 
affair3 of said city shall be elected by the comru on 
council. The trdaSUrel', assessor, marshal, super­
visors, clerk, justices of the peace, police justice. 
and con~tables shall be qu~lified voters and resi­
dents of the city of Viroqu3., aud th9 nnyor and 
aldermen shall be qU3.lifbd voters and fre~holder5
