tember. In the county of Oconto, the third Mon-
day of May and the first Monday in October. In
the county of Marinette, the first Monday of June
and the fourth Monday of October. Every term
in the counties of Brown, Oconto and Marinette
shall also be a special term for the whole judicial
circuit.

SEctiON 2. The circuit court for the county of
Brown shall be deemed to be open for the trans-
action of business, from the commencement of
one regular term to the commencement of another,
and an adjournment of the term from day to day,
shall not be necessary to the validity of any pro-
ceeding therein; provided, no officer shall receive
any per diem for attendance upon court except
for such days as the court is convened in regular
session by order of the presiding judge. When
business is transacted by the court on other days,
an entry of the same shall be made by the clerk
in his minute book, and he shall be compensated
at the rate of twenty-five cents per folio for such
entries, to be paid out of the county treasury in
the same manrer as his per diem.

SeEcTiON 3. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after July 1, 1885.
