CHAPTER 214. 
AN ACT to vacate a certain alley in the city of 

Milwaukee. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. The alley extending east and west Alley vacated. 

between lots two, and three, in block sixty-six, in 
the fourth ward of the city of Milwaukee, in the 
state of Wisconsin, from the west line of said lots, 
east to Sixth street, also between lots one and 
four in the same block, commencing at the east 
line of lot one, and running thence west to the 
east line of Seventh street, in said city of Mil-
waukee, is hereby vacated; provided, that said 
alley shall be at all times accessible to the city of 
Milwaukee for the purpose of water distribution 
and sewerage. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.
