Section 4870, of the revised stat-
utes, is hereby amended, by adding to the end of 
said section, the following: Such physicians and 
surgeons, so subpcenaed, shall, instead of witness 
fees, receive such reasonable compensation as may 
be allowed by the county board of supervisors, 
provided, that such additional compensation shall 
not be less than five dollars for each examination.
