convenient and accessible points in the state, for
the purpose of consultation, advice and instruc-
tion, with county superintendents of schools, in
regard to supervision and management of the
public schools. .

SectioN 2. It shall be the duty of every county
superintendent of schools in this state to attend
annually at least one convention of county super-
intendents, called and held by the state superin-
tendent for the purpose of consultation, advice
and instruction with county superintendents of
schools upon matters pertaining to supervision
and management of public schools.

SectioN 3. All actual and necessary expendi-
tures for traveling from his residence to the place
of holding the nearest and most accessible con-
vention, and returning thereto, and for board and
lodging during the time of actual attendance on
such convention, shall be paid by the county in
which the superintendent resides, and bills for
such expenses shall be audited and allowed by the
several county boards of supervisors, upon the
presentation of the same with the certificate of
the state superintendent attached thereto, show-
ing that the claimant attended such convention
for the number of days specified in the bill; pro-
vided, not more than one such account shall be
paid in each year.

SectioN 4. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 66.

AN ACT to amend section 1359, of the revised
?tat&ltes, entitled “an act to drain overflowed
ands.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTiON 1. Section 1339, of the revised statutes,
is amended by inserting after the word “drain,”
where it occurs in the third line of said section,
the following: Either open, or covered, or con-
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structed of iron, cement, sewer pipes or drain
tiles; so that said section shall read as follows:
Section 1359. When any six or more free hold-
ers, residing in any town in this state, in which any
marsh, swamp or lands overflowed by water shall
be located, shall wish to have a ditch or drain,
either open or covered, or constructed of iron,
cement, sewer pipes or drain tiles, laid out for the
purpcese of draining such marsh, swamp or over-
flowed lands, or for the purpose of straightening
or enlarging any water-course within their town,
one or more of whom shall be the owner or own-
ers of a portion of the land through which said
ditch is proposed to be laid out, they may make
applicaticn in writing to the supervisors in the
town in which they reside, and in which such
lands or water-courses are located for that pur-
pose, which application shaill describe the land
through which such proposed ditch, drain or en-
largement is to pass, together with the route of
the same as nearly as practicable, and the said
supervisors shall proceed to lay out and establish
such ditch or drain, or to deepen, widen, or in any
form enlarge any water-course for the purpose of
draining the lands embraced in such application,
if, in their judgment, such ditch, drain or enlarge-
ment is demanded by, or will conduce to the pub-
lic health or welfare.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
