The people of the state of HTisconsin, represented 
in senate and asse11ibly, clo enact as follows: 

CHAPTER I. 

CITY AND WARD BOUNDARIES.

perpetual succession and shall be in law capable 
of suing and being sued, and pleading and being 
impleaded, answering and being answered unto, de­
fending and being defended in their corporate 
name in all courts and places and in all suits 
whatsoever with power of purchasing, receiving, 
holding, occupying and conveying real and per­
sonal estate, and shall have a common seal, and 
may change the same at pleasure; provided, that 
the question of the adoption of this act as a char­
ter of such city shall be submitted to the 
electors of such territory before such charter shall 
become operative. For the purpose of determin­
ing such question the qualified electors residing 
in such territory shall meet on Monday, the 
twenty-third day of March, 1885, at ten o'clock 
A. M. of that day at such place as the inspectors 
of such election shall appoint and vote by ballot 
upon such question. The president and any two 
trustees of the vill~e of Augusta are hereby ap­
pointed inspectors of such election, and the village 
clerk of Augusta is appointed cJerk thereof. Such 
inspE:Ctors shall give notice of such election by 
publishing notice thereof in a newspaper printed 
in the village of Augusta, or by posting the same 
in two or more public places in each ward of the 
proposed city, at least fi'7e days before such elec­
tion. Such notice shall specify time, place and 
object of such election, the time of opening and 
dosing the polls. At such meeting the polls shall 
be opened at ten o'clock A. M. and kept open un­
til five o'clock P. M., when they shall be closed. 
In case of vacancy in the board of inspectors, the 
electors present shall choose, t'iva voce from the

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qualified electors of such territory inspectors to 
fill such vacancies. Such inspectors shall preside 
over and conduct such election and all the laws 
of this state applicable to the election of village 
officers shall apply to all the proceedings thereat, 
so far as they are consistent with the provisions 
of this aut.

Every person elected or a,p'pointed 
to any.office under this act, except justices of the 
peace and police justice, shall before he.enters up­
on the duties of his office, take and subscribe the 
oath of office prescribed by the constitution, and 
file the same, duly certified by the officer taking 
the same, with the city clerk, and the marshal, 
constable, and such other officers as the common 
council may direct, shall severally, before they 
enter upon the duties of their respective offices, 
execute to the city of Augusta a bond with at 
least two sureties, who shall swear that they are 
each worth the penalty specified in said bond, over 
and above all debts, liabilities or exemptions, and 
said bond shall co11tain such penal sums and such 
conditions as the council may deem proper. The 
treasurer, before entering upon his duties, shall 
also execute a bond with at least two sureties. 
The ,Penal sum, expressed in such bond, shall ex­
ceed the amount of the last annual tax roll, and 
each surety shall swear that he is worth a certain 
arnount, over and above all debts, liabilities or 
exemptions. and the aggregate of such shall, at 
least, exceed the p9tnl sL1m specified in such bond. 
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The council may from time to time, require new 
or additional bonds from the treasurer or other 
officer of the city, and the council may remove 
from office any officer refusing or neglecting to 
give the same. Justices of the peace and police 
justice shall qualify in the same manner as in 
towns, except that their bonds shall be approved 
by the common council. 

SECTIOY 2. The mayor shall when present, pre- Dutlee!>f 

side over the meetings of the common coun- ~~b~~~re­
cil. He shall take care that the laws of the state, 
and the ordinances of the city are duly observed 
and enforced, and that all other executive officers 
of the city discharge their respective duties; he shall 
from time to time give the common council such in­
formation, and recommend such measures as he 
may deem advantageous to the city. The mayor 
shall be the chief executive omcer, and head of 
the police force of the city; and in case of riot or 
other disturbance, he may appoint as many 
special or temporary constables as he may deem 
necessary. He shall have the authority to remove 
the marshal for inefficiency or. neglect of duty, 
and appoint some one to fill the vacancy, but such 
renioval and appointment shall be subject to the 
ratification or approval of a majority of the com 
mon council. The mayor shall have a vote in the 
council only in case of a tie. 

SECTlON 3. At the first meeting of the council, President or 
after its election in each year, it shall proceed to council elected 

elect. by ballot, one of its members president, and 
in the absence of ~he mayor, the said president 
shall preside over the meetings of the common 
coundl; and during the absence of the mayor 
from the city, or his inability, for any reason, to 
discharge the duties of his office, the said presi-
dent shall exercise all the powers and discharge 
all the duties of mayor. In case both the mayor 
and president shall be absent from any meetinR 
of the common council, it shall proceed to elect 
one of its number a temporary presiding officer, 
who for the time being shall discharge all the 
duties of the mayor. 1'he president or temporary 
presiding offi~er, while presiding over the council 
or performing the duties of mayor, shall be styled 
acting !nayor, antl any acts performed by them 
shall have the same force and validity as if per-
formed by the mayor, but the president of the 

--
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council or temporary presiding officer, as acting 
mayor, shall sign no warrant or other proceeding 
whatever which the mayor theretofore has refused 
to sign. 

SECTION 4. The clerk shall keep the corporate 
seal, and all papers and records of the city, and 
keep a full record of the proceedings of the com­
mon council, at whose meetings it shall be his 
duty to attend. Copies of any and all l?ooks, 
papers, instruments or documents filed in his 
office,. and transcripts from the records of the 
·proceedings of the comn10n council, certified by 
him under the corporate seal of the city, shall be 
evidence in all courts, in like manner as if the 
originals were produced. He shall draw and 
countersign all orders on the treasury in pursu­
ance of any order or resolution of the common

council, and keep a full and accurate account 
thereof in books provided for that purpose, and 
perform. all necessary acts required of town clerks. 
Whenever the clerk and his deputy shall be 
absent from any meeting, the common council 
may appoint a clerk pro tern., who, for the time 
being, shall be vested with the powers :;;tnd duties 
of the clerk. The city clerk shall have power and 
authority to administer oaths and affirmations, 
and may appoint a deputy in writing, under his 
hand, and file such appointments in his office, and 
such deputy, in case of absence or disability of the 
clerk, shall act in bis place. 

SECTION 5. The treasurer shall perform such 
duties and exercise such powers as may be law­
fully required of him, by the 01~dinances of said 
city or the laws of this state. He shall receive all 
moneys belonging to the city, and keep an accur­
ate and detailed account thereof, together with 
an account of all disbursements in suitable books 
to be provided for that purpose, and in such man­
ner as the common council shall direct. He shall 
report to the common council as often as required, 
and annually, at least ten days before the annual 
election, a full and detailed account of all receipts 
and expenditures since the date of the last annual 
report; and also of the state of the treasury, which 
statement shall be filed with the clerk. The city 

· treasurer shall be collector of taxes in said city, 
and in addition to the powers and duties already 
specified, shall have the same powers and duties, 
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and be subject to the sarhe liabilities as treasurers 
of towns. 
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SECTION 6. The city marshal shall possess all Dutiesoicity-
. marshal de-

the powers and authority of constables of towns, fined. 

a'nd be subject to the same liabilities. It shall be 
his duty to execute and return all writs and proc-
esses to him directed, and when necessary in 
crim.inal cases, or for the violation of any ordi-
nance of said city, or laws of this state, may pur-
sue and serve all writs and processes in any part 
of the state of Wisconsin. It shall be his duty to 
suppress all riots, disturbances and breaches of 
the peace, to apprehend, with or without warrant, 
any person in the act of committing any offense 
against any ordinance of said city or laws of this 
state, and forthwith bring such person before 
competent authority for examination; and for 
such service he Hhall receive such fees as are al-
lowed by law to constables for like service. He 
shall do and pel.'form all such duties as may law-
fully be enjoined on him by the mayor, common 
·council or ordinances of said city. He shall have 
power to appoint one or more deputies, to be ap-
proved by the city council, but .for whose official 
acts he shall be responsible, and of whom he may 
require a bond for the faithful discharge of their 
duties.

all officers elected or appointed by it, where the 
con1pensation is not fixed by the statute or this 
charter. The council shall, at least ten days be­
fore the annual charter election in each year, fix 
by resolution, the salary which shall be paid to 
the clerk and assessor for the ensuing year, and 
such salary shall not be increased or diminished 
during the term of the officer elected, neither 
shall extra compensation be granted, e!Xcept by 
unanimous vote of the council, approved by the 
mayor.

All 
bids and proposals shall be sealed and directed to 
the common council, and shall be accompanied 
with a bond to the city of Augusta in the penal 
sum equal to the amount of the bid, which bond 
shall be sign.eel by the bidder and by a responsible 
surety or sureties, who shall justify that he is 
worth the sum mentioned in such bond, over and 
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above all his debts, liabilities and exemptions;

such petition, cause notice of such application to 
be given to the owner or owners of such land in 
case such owner or owners shall reside in the 
county of Eau Claire, and to the occupant or occu-
pants of such land, if any there be, whfoh notice 
may he served person:illy, or by leaving the s~me 
at the place of business, or at the residence of such 
owner or owners, occupant or occupants; or if a 
portion of said lands shall not be in the actual oc­
cupation of any person, then the common council

CHAPTER VI. 

POLL TAX.

When 
such list is correctly made out, and on or before 
the first day of June in each year the board shall 
by order(to be signed bythe mayor and clerk and 
annexed thereto) direct the same to be delivered 
forth with to the treasurer for collection. The 
treasurer shall forthwith proceed to the collection 
of such tax, and shall demand the same once of 
each person named in the list, and if any person 
neglects to pay the same for two days thereafter, 
then such treasurer shall, in the name of the city, 
sue for and collect such tax with fifty per 

. centum damages on the same, with costs of suit, 
before a justice of the peace of the city, or police 
justice, and in default of payment of such judg­
ment, execution shall issue against the defendant 
as in the cases of tort, and the first process in such 
action shall be by civil warrant; provided, the 
council may, by resolution, cause the said poll list 
to be placed in the hands of the street commis­
sioner to be collected, and the said street commis­
sioner shall have the same authority to collect and 
receipt for such tax as the treasurer, and shall ac­
count for such taxes by him collected, in the same 
manner as for other moneys coming into his 
hands by virtue of his office. And the treasurer 
or street commissioner, while said list is in his 
hands for collection, may put upon the same the 
names of all such persons Jiable to such tax, as 
may have been omitted therefrom, who shall then 
be liable, the same as if their names were origin­
ally placed in such list.

of all streets, alleys and sidewalks of said city, or 
any, or either of them, and shall cause accurate 
profiles thereof to be made, one of which shall be 
filed in the office of register of deeds of Eau . 
Claire county, and should the grade, so estab­
lished, be at any time thereafter altered, all aam­
ages, costs and charges therefor shall be paid by 
the city to the owner of any lot or parcel of land, 
or tenement, which may be affected or injured in 
consequence of the alteration of such grade; pro­
vided, however, that nothing in this section con­
tained shall be so construed as to prevent the 
street commissioner of said city from ordering or 
causing to be done, the grading of any street to a 
temporary grade, to be established by such com­
missioner. 

SECTION 12. 'l'he common council may cause 
any street, or any part of any street, not less than 
sixteen rods in length, to be graded, paved, ma­
cadamized or otherwise improved, or any sidewalk 
or gutter to be built, upon a petition therefor in 
writing, signed by at least a majority of all the 
owners of real estate bounding both sines, and of 
the owners of at least one-half the frontage of 
such street to be improved; or order any side­
walk or gutter on one side of a street to be built, 
on the petition of a majority of such owners, and 
of the owners of at least one-half of the frontage 
on su9h side; and may order any sidewalk or 
gutter previously built to be put in repair, or 
built when necessary without petition. 

SECTION 13. For the purpose of so improving 
any street or building, or repairing any sidewalk .· 
or gutter, the common council may levy and 
cause to be collected upon the lots, tracts or par-.· 
eels of ground on such str8et or part of street im­
proved, or on the side thereof where only such 
sidewalk or gutter is to be built, and upon the 
owners thereof, a tax sufficiei1t to pay the ex- . 
pense of constructing such improvement as

account of all expenditures by him made as street 
commissioner; the book containing the account 
so kept, shall at all times when required be fur-
nished for the inspection of the mayor or common 
council, and ten days before the expiration of his 
term of office, shall be handed to the city clerk, to 
be filed in his office for the inspection of the tax 
payers of said city.

SECTION 1. The common council, for the pur- ouardlDJr 
pose of guarding against the calamities of fire, ~u:! ~e~~­
sball have the power to prescribe the limits within 
which wooden building, or buildings of other 
material that shall not be considered fire-proof, 
shall be erected, repaired or moved, and to direct 
that all and any buildings within the limits pre-
scribed shall be made and constructed of such 
fire-proof material, and in such a manner as they 
may ordain, and to prohibit the removal of buil~-
in~ into such fire limits, or the removal of any 
bwlding or buildings situated or located within 
euch fire limits, and to prohibit the repairing of 
wooden uuildings within the fire limits, when the 
same shall have been damaged to the A:x:tent of 
fifty per cent. of the value ther~mf, and to pre-
scribe the manner of ascertaining such damage. 

SBCTION 2. The common• council shall have Powertoft'g­

power to regulate the building, construction and ~:~~J~cgt 
condition of chimneys, fireplaces, hearths, stoves, chimneys, etc. 

stovepipes, ovens, boilers and apparatus used in or 
about any building, and to cause the same to be 
removed or placed in a safe and secure position, 
when considered dang1rous; to prevent the deposit 
of ashes in unsafe places; to require the inhabi-
tants to provide as many fire buckets, and in such 
manner and times as they shall prescribe; and to 
regulate the use of them in time of fire; to regu-
late and prevent the carrying on of any manufac-
tories dan~erous in causing and promoting fires; 
to compel the owners and occupants of buildings 
to have scuttles in the roofs, and stairs or ladders 
leading to the same. To authorize the mayor, 
aldermen, fire wardens and other officers of the 
city to keep away from the vicinity of the fire, all 
idle and suspected persons, and to compel by-
standers to aid in the e:x:tinguishment of fires, and 
in the preservation of property exposed to damage 
thereat, and generally to establish such regulation 
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for the prevention and extinguishment of fires as 
the common council may deem expedient, and 
enforce the provisions of this chapter, and the 
ordinances under it by suitable penalties. 

SECTION 3. The common council shall have 
power to purchase fire-engines and other fire ap­
paratus, and to authorize the formation of fire­
engine, hook and ladder and hose companies, and 
to provide for the due and proper support and 
regulation of the same, and to order such compa­
nies to be disbanded an·d to prohibit their meeting 
as such when disbanded. Each company shall be 
officered and governed by tbeir own by-laws, pro­
vided such by-laws be not inconsistent with the 
laws of this state, or with the ordinance and regu­
lations of the city. Each active member of any 
company in said city shall be exempt from serv­
ing on juries and from poll tax and military duty, 
except in case of war, invasion or insurrection, 
and whenever a member of a fire, hook and lad­
der, bucket and hose company shall have served 
therein for five years, he shall be entitled to a dis­
charge, signed by the n1.ayor, and shall thereafter 
be exempt as aforesaid. 

SECTION 4. The common council shall have 
power to raise a tax each year not exceeding two 
mills on the dollar of the taxable property within 
said city, for fire purposes, the same to be assessed 
and collected in the same man.ner as the general 
tax of said city, and the moneys arising therefrom 
shall be expended linder the direction of the com­
mon council of said city for fire purposes.

CHAPTER 76. 
AN ACT to incorporate the city of Alma. 

The people of the state of vVisconsin, represented 
in senate and assenibly, do enact as follows:

Frorn and after tbe first Tuesday of 
April, 1885, tbe district of country in the county 
of Buffalo, contained within the limits and bound­
aries hereinafter described, shall be a city by the 
11a111e of the "city of Alma," and the people now 
inhahiting, and those who shall hereafter inhabit 
the district of country herein described, shall bl? a 
municipal corporation by the name of the "city of 
Alma," and shall have the general powers pos­
sessed by municipal corporations at common law, 
and under the constitution aml statutes of the 
state of Wisconsin, and in addition thereto, such 
as are herein specially granted, and the authori­
ties thereof shall have perpetual succession, shall
