CHAPTER 83. %

AN ACT to revise, consolidate and amend the
charter of the city of Beaver Dam, the act in-
corporating the city,and the several acts amend-
atory thereof.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows :

CHAPTER I
CITY AND WARD BOUNDARIES.

SecrionN 1. All that district of country in the
county of Dodge hereinafter described, shall be a
city by the name of Beaver Dam, and the people
now inhabiting and those who shall inhabit said
district, shall be a maunicipal corporation by the
name of the city of Beaver Dam, and shall have
the general powers possessed by municipal cor-
porations at common law, and in addition thereto
shall have and possess the powers hereinafter
granted, and the authorities thereof shall have per-
petual succession; shall be capable of contracting
and being contracted with, of suing and being
sued, pleading and being impleaded in all courts
of law or equity, and shall have a common seal
and may change and alter the same at pleasure.

SectioN 2. All that section of country in towns
number 11 and 12 north, of range 14 east, to wit:
section number 4, and east three-fourths of sec-
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tion number 5, and the west one-fourth of section
number 3, in township number 11, and section
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number 33, and the east two-thirds of section .

number 22, and the west half of section number
34, and the south half of section number 23, and
the east three-fourths of the south half of section
number 29, and the southwest quarter of section
27, in township number 12 north, of range num-
ber 14 east, aforesaid, shall be included in and
constitute the limits of the city of Beaver Dam.

SecTioN 8. The city of Beaver Damshall be di-
vided into four wards, as follows, to wit: All
that portion of said city lying west of the center of
Center street and south of the Beaver Dam river
and mill pond shall constitute the first ward. All
that portion of country of said city east of the
said Center street and south of the center of
Front street and Park avenue shall constitute the
second ward. All that section of country of said
city north of the center of Front street and Park
avenue, and east of the center of Spring street to
De Clark street and east of the center ot De Clark
street to the city limits, shall constitute the third
ward. All that portion of said city west of the
center of Spring street and De Clark street to the
city limits. and not embraced in the first ward,
shall constitute the fourth ward.

CHAPTER IL

OFFICERS—THEIR ELECTION.

Ward bound-
atles.

SecTioN 1 The elective officers of said city Elective om-
shall be a mayor, a treasurer, a superintendent of ™

schools, a marshal, two justices of the peace, and
for each ward three aldermen, one assessor, two
school commissioners and one constable, which
said officers shall hold their respective offices as
follows: The mayor, treasurer, marshal, superin-
tendent of schools, assessor and constables for the
term of one year. The justices of the peace for
the term of two years. The aldermen in each
ward for the term of three years, and the school
commissioners in each ward for the term of two
years. The term of office of the said city and
ward officers shall commence on the first Tuesday
of May next after their election. Each of said
officers shall continue in office for his respective
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term, and until his successor is elected or ap-
pointed and has qualified and shall have such
powers and shall perform such duties as are pres-
cribed in this act or as may be prescribed by any or-
dinance of said city not incompatible with this act,
or which may not be incompatible with the natare
of their respective offices.

SEcTION 2. On the first Tuesday of April, 1885,
and annually thereafter, on the day fixed by the
laws of the state of Wisconsin for holding the
annual town meetings of the several towns of
this state, the qualified electors of said city shall
elect one mayor, one treasurer, one marshal, one
superintendent of schools, and one justice of the
peace, which said officers shall be qualified voters
and residents of said city.

SectION 3. The alderman from each ward in
the present common council, whose term of office
will expire in 1886, shall serve as one of the alder-
men from such ward under this act until the end
of hissaid term. At the first municipal election
under this act, the qualified voters in each ward
shall elect one aldernyan for the term of three
years, from the first Tuesday in May, 1885, and
one alderman for the term ot two years, from the
first Tuesday in May, 1885, and thereafter one al-
derman from each ward shall be annually elected
for the term of three years.

SecTION 4. There shall be elected at the annual
charter election in 1885, and annually thereafter,
one school commissioner in each ward, who shall
be a resident and qualified elector of said ward,
and shall hold his office for two years.

SecrioN 5. There shall be elected at the annual
charter election in 1885, and annually thereafter,
one assessor and one constable in each ward, who
shall hold their respective offices for the term of
one year, and shall be residents and qualified
electors of said ward.

SkcrioN 6. In the event of a vacancy in the
office of mayor, alderman, or justice of the peace,
by death, removal or other disability, the common
council shall order a new election, and shall give
not less than five days’ notice thereof; any vacan-
cies in other offices shall be filled by the common
council. The persons appointed or elected to fill
a vacancy, shall hold their offices and discharge
the duties thereof for the unexpired term, with
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the same rights and subkject to the same liabilities
as the persons whose offices they may be elected
or appointed to fill.

CHAPTER III.
ELECTIONS.

SecrioN 1. The annual elections for city and apnuaielection
ward officers shall be held on the first Tuesday of “her beld.
April of each year at such places as the aldermen
of the respective wards may designate. The polls
shall be kept open from nine o’clock in the fore-
noon unfil sundown of the same day, and there
shall be given ten days’ previous notice by pub-
lication in the official paper of the city of the time
and places of holding such election, and the city
and ward officers to be elected. Also by posting
at least five notices in each ward.

SectioN 2. All elections by the people shall be Electionshal
by ballot, and a plurality of votes shall constitute = > "
an election; all elections by the common council
may be viva voce, and a majority of the votes cast
shall constitute an election. When two or more
candidates for an elective office shall receive an
equal number of votes for the same office, the
election shall be determined by the casting of lots
in the presence of the common council, at such
time and in such manner as they may direct.

SectioN 8. All elections shall be presided over aidermen to
by the aldermen in the respective wards, or in Eiidesteleo-
case of their absence or disability, the voters pres-
ent, at the hour of opening the polls, shall elect
by viva voce a sufficient number of inspectors to
make three with the alderinen present, who shall
be sworn in accordance with the laws of the state.

They shall appoint and swear two clerks, and shall
see the names of voters registered and the ballots
safely deposited in the ballot boxes; shall decide
all questions that may arise as to the legality of
the votes presented, and shall count the ballots at
the close of the polls, and shall certify and seal
two returns, and the day following the election
shall direct and return one of the said re-
turns to the clerk of the common council,
the other to the county clerk of the county of
Dodge. The mayor of the city and such members
of the common council as shall hold over,
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shall constitute a board of canvassers, who
shall within five days after election, meet at the
common council chamber and canvass such
returns, and after the aforesaid returns have
been canvassed by said board, the mayor shall
notify by certificate the persons elected to the
respective offices. The polls shall be kept open in
the respective wards from nine o’clock in the fore-
noon until sundown,
wpoarequall:  SRCTION 4. All persons entitled to vote for
" county and state officers, and who shall have been
residents within the ward where they offer to vote
for three days next preceding the time of holding
said election, shall be entitled to vote for amny
officer elected under this act; a residence shall be
construed to mean the place where such elector
lodges, and if required he shall take the following
oath: “I swear (or affirm) that I am of the age of
twenty-one years; that I am a citizen of the
United States (or have declared my intention to
become a citizen comformably to the laws of the
United States oun the subject of naturalization);
and have been a resident of thisstate for one year
immediately preceding this election, and a resi-
dent of this ward for three days immediately pre-
ceding this election; and I do further swear or
affirm that I have made no bet or wager, nor be-
come directly or indirectly interested in any be
or wager depending upon the resnlt of this elec-
tion.”  All persons illegally voting, and all fraud,
deceit or corruption at any election under this
act, shall be punished according to the laws of
this state, made and provided, for the punishment
of illegal voting, fraud, deceit or corruption at
any general election.
Quallfieationto SgCTION 5. No person shall be eligible to hold
" any office menticned in this act unless he shall be
at the time a resident elector of the city, nor shall
any person be eligible to any ward office, unless
he shall be at the time a resident. elector of the
ward in which such office exists.
Penalty for SeEctioN 6. If either of the inspectors of elec-
" ¥ tions or aldermen shall suspect that any person
offering to vote does not possess the necessary
qualifications of an elector, or if such vote be
challenged by an elector, the inspector or alder-
man, before receiving any such vote, shall require
the voter offering to vote to take the oaths or affir-
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mations which are provided by the laws of this
state and all the provisions of the laws of this
state applicable to such cases shall be followed
herein, except as is otherwise herein provided.
And if the person offering to vote shall take such
oath, his vote shall be received; and if such per-
son shall take such oath falsely he shall be deemed
guilty of willful and corrupt perjury, and upon
conviction thereof, upon indictment or informa-
tion, shall suffer the penalty provided by law for
persons guilty of perjury. If any person who is
not a qualified voter, shall vote at any election, or
if any person duly qualified shall vote in any
other ward than the one in which he resides, or
shall vote more than once at any one election, he
shall be liable to indictment or information, and
on conviction thereof shall forfeit and pay a sum
not exceeding one hundred dollars nor less than
twenty-five dollars. It shall be the duty of in-
spectors to keep a list of the names of all persons
whose votes may be challenged as aforesaid, and
shall swear in their votes. And if any inspector
or alderman shall knowingly or corruptly receive
the vote of any person not authorized to vote, or
shall make out false returns of any election, or
any clerk shall not write down the name of every
voter as he votes, or shall willfully make untrue
and incorrect count and tallies of votes, each and
every such inspector or clerk shall be liable to
indictment or information, and on conviction
thereof shall severally forfeit and pay a sum not
exceeding five hundred dollars nor less than one
hundred dollars; all such indictments or informa-
tions shall be tried in the circuit court of the
county of Dodge.

SEcTION 7. Special elections to fill vacancies, or Regarding
for any other purpnse, shall be held and con- *Pcialelection.
ducted by the aldermen of each ward, or inspect-
ors, as provided by this act and returns thereof
shall be made in the same time, form and manner
as the general or annual elections.

BecTiON 8. Any officer removing from the Fhatisdeem.
city, and any ward officer removing from the ward ofce.
for which he was elected, and any city or ward
officer who shall neglect or refuse to qualify on
or before the first Tuesday of May following his
election, shall be deemed to have vacated his office,
and the common council shall proceed to fill such
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vacancy, as herein provided by this charfer; pro-
vided, that all the officers of said city shall hold
their respective offices until their successors shall
be elected, appointed and qualified, according to
law. All officers appointed or elected to fill any
vacancy shall enter upon the duties of such office
immediately after receiving notice of such elec-
tion or appointment.

fied under this act; and the term of every officer
elected under this act shall commence on the first
Tuesday of May of the year for which he was
elected, and shall, unless herein otherwise pro-
vided, continue for one year, and until his succes-
sor is elected or appointed and qualified. Should
therv be a failure by the people to elect any offi-
cer herein required to be elected on the day
designated, the common council may order a
new election to be held, five days’ notice of the
time and place of holding the election being first
given.

CHAPTER 1IV.
OFFICERS, THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES.
Powerand SEcTION 1. Every person elected or appointed
S o™ o fill any office or vacancy under this act, shall,

before he enters upon the duties of his office, take
and subscribe the oath of office prescribed in the
constitution of this state, and file the same, duly
certified by the officer taking the same, with the
city clerk; the treasurer, the marshal, the several
constables and policemen, -justices of the peace
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and such other officers as the common council
may direct, shall severally before they enter upon
the duties of their respective offices execute to
the city of Beaver Dam a bond in such sum and
with such sureties and such conditions as the
common council may direct; and a common
council may from time to time require new or ad-
ditional bonds, and remove from office any officer
refusing or neglecting to give the same. :

SecrioN 2. The mayor, when present, shall pre-
side over the meetings of the comon council, and
shall take care that the laws of the state and the
ordinances of the city are duly enforced and ob-
served, and that all officers of the city discharge
their respective duaties. He shall be the chief
executive officer of the city and the head of the
police and fire department; he shall appoint the
police forces in sucb numbers as the common
council shall direct and in case of a riot or dis-
turbance of the peace, shall appoint a temporary
police; he shall communicate in writing to the
common council once.a year such information as
he may deem necessary, and at all times give such
information as the common council may require.
The mayor shall have a casting vote only in case
of a tie on the election of an officer by the com.
mon council.

SecTiOoN 8. At the first meeting of the common
council each year, or as soon thereafter as may
be, they shall proceed to elect by ballot one of
their number president, and in the absence of the
mayor, the said president shall preside over the
meetings of the common council and during the
absence of the mayor from the city or his inabii-
ity from any cause to discharge all the duties of
his office, the president shall execute all the pow-
ers and discharge all the duties of the mayor. In
case the mayor and the president shall be absent
from any meeting of the common council, they
shall proceed to elect a temporary presiding officer,
who for the time being shall discharge all the du-
ties of the mayor. The president or temporary
presiding officer, while presiding over the council
or performing the duty of mayor, shall be styled
“acting mayor,” and acts performed hy thein shall
have the same force and validity as if performed
by the mayor.

Secrion 4. The comnicn council shall elect a city
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Electtonand  clerk ; he shall keep the corporate seal and all papers
cerk: & 7 and records of the city. It shall be his duty to attend
all meetings of the common council and to keep
a full record of their proceedings; he shall draw
and sign all orders on the treasury, except as oth-
erwise provided in this act, in pursuance of an
order or resolution of the common council, and
shall keep a full and correct account thereof in
books provided for that purpose; and shall also
keep an accurate account with the city treasurer
and charge him with all tax lists delivered to him
for collection, and all sums of money paid into
the treasury from the state, copies of any and all
books, papers, instruments or documents duly
filed an(f kept in his office, and of the indorsements
thereon and transcripts from the records of the
proceedings of the common council certified by
him under the corporate seal of the city, shall be
evidence in all courts and pla-es, of the contents
thereof and of such indorsements, in like manner
and of the same force and effect as if the originals
were produced. He shall also have power to ad-
minister oaths and affirmations, and shall perform
such other duties as may be required of him by
the common council or by the provisions of this
act. Whenever the clerk shall be absent from aui
meeting, the common council may appoint a cler
ro-tem. and fix his salary. The city clerk shall
ge clerk of the school board and shall receive no
compensation other than that hereinafter pro-
vided in this act.

Elecion ot ity SECTION 5. The common council may elect a

v city attorney, who shall perform all professional
services incident to the office as prescribed by or-
dinance or resolution, and when required shall
furnish written opinions to the common council
or its committees.

Dutlesof treas-  SpOTION 6. The treasurer shall receive all
moneys belonging to the city, and keep an accu-
rate and detailed account thereof, together with
an account of all disbhursements, in such manner
as the common council may direct; all money of
whatever description, raised by tax, license, fine,
penalty, forfeiture or otherwise, for city purposes,
shall be paid into the city treasury. He shall col-
lect all taxes and assessments which may he levied
or assessed upon the real and personal property
in the city, and exercise the same powers, when
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not prescribed by this act, as control and govern
treasurers of towns, and shall be subject to the
same liabilities; provided, that he shall receive no
fees for his services, except such salary as shall
be paid him by the city. He shall pay all orders
drawn upou the treasury by order of the common
council, or as is otherwise authorized, out of the
proper funds. He shall report to the common
council quarterly, a full and detailed account of
all receipts and expenditures, after the date of the
last quarterly report, which statement shall be
filed with the city clerk; and at the expiration of
his term of office, shall hand over to his succes-
sor all moneys, books, papers and property in his
Eossession, longing to said city. The books

ept by said treasurer shall be open to inspection
by any person at all reasonable times. At the ex-
piration of his term the said treasurer shall file all
assessment or tax rolls in his hands in the office of
the city clerk; said assessment and tax rolls shall
be substantially bound annually, and shall remain
of record in the clerk’s office.
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SecrioN 7. The marshal shall attend all meet- puttes of mar-

ings of the common council and of the board of *™t

education, and shall perform such duties as shall
be prescsibed by the common council for the pres-
ervation of the public peace, and the collection
of fines and license money; he shall be the keeper
of the city lockup, and shall possess the power of
constable at common law, or as given by the laws
of this state, and shall receive lﬁie fees; he shall
have power to appoint one or more duputies to be
approved by the common council, but for whose
official acts he shall be responsible, and of whom
he may require a bond for the faithful discharge
of their duties; and all writ and process issued
by any justice within the county of Dodge, di-
rected to any constable therein, shall be deemed as
if alsodirected to said marshal, and he may serve
any criminal process or processes for the violation
of any citg ordinance in any part of the state. It
shall be the duty of the marshal or of any con-
stable in the city of Beaver Dam, and he or they
are hereby authorized and required to summarily
arrest and take before any justice of the peace
of said city any person who shall be found within
the corporate limits of said city in a state of in-
toxication or who shall be guilty of any boister-
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ous revelry or obscenity, or of any breach of the
peace, by making any improper noise or disturb-
ance, or by firing guns, or fighting or threatening
to fight, or in any other manner disturbing the
public peace, or who shall be engaged in violating
any ordinance of said city made for the preserva-
tion of the peace and good order therein,and such
justice shall have power to hear, try and deter-
mine all such offenses, and any person convicted
of any offense specified in this act, where no other
punis{lment is provided by law or by any ordi-
nance of said city, shall be punished by fine not
less than three dollars nor more than fitty dollars
or by imprisonment in the county jail or city
lock-up not less than three days nor more than
fifty days in the discretion of the justice; and in
all cases the justice may impose the payment of
the costs of prosecution upon the person so con-
victed, as a part of the punishment; and in default
of payment of any such fine or costs, the justice
shall commit-the defendant to such county jail or
lock-up for such number of days, not exceeding
thirty, nor less than five, as he may think proper;
but in case any person shall be committed for non-
payment of any such fine or costs, he shall be dis-
charged upon paying the same, together with the
costs and expenses of his imprisonment, to the
sheriff or other officer having charge of such jail
or lock-up.

SECTION 8. Any person making any arrest under
the provisions of this act may, if necessary, com-
mit the person arrested to said jail or lock-up
without process, and such person shall be deliv-
ered up to such officers by the keeper of said
jail or lock-up, on demand, and without process;
the persons so confined shall be taken before a
justice of the peace within twenty-four hours,
Sunday excepted, after such complaint, and the
arresting officer shall make the complaint in
every case of summary arrest, unless a formal
complaint be filed by some other person, and proc-
ess duly issued within the time specified, after
the committal.

SEcrioN 9. The superintendent of schools shall
be the executive officer of the board of education;
he shall examine all teachers making application
for schools, examinations to be public and in the
presence of the board; shall grant certificates to
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such persons so examined as shall be deemed by
him and a majority of the board, suitably qualified,
and shall carry into effect the ordinances of the
common council, and the rules and regulations of
the board, in reference to the common schools; he
shall also be especially charged with the care and
custody of the several school-houses of the city;
and under the direction of the board, shall; su-
perintend the building, enlarging, improving, fur-
nisking and repairing of all the school-houses
ordered to be erected by them, and the making of
all repairs and improvements on and around the
same. In addition to the foregoing duties, he
shall visit the common schools of the city, at least
once in each month, and report their condition to
the board, with such suggestions for their im-
provement as he may deen: proper; he shall also
perform such other duties, with respect to such
schools, as the board may assign him. It shall be
the duty of the superintendent, between the first
and fifteenth days of October, in each year, to
make and transmit to the county clerk of the
county of Dodge, a report in writing, bearing date
on the first day of October in the year of its
transmission, stating :

1. The number of schools taught within the
city, and the length of time they have been taught
by qualified teachers.

2. The total amount of public money received
for the use and benefit of such schools.

3. The number of children taught in the com-
mon schools of the city, and the number of chil-
dren residing in the city over the age of four and
under the age of twenty years.

4. The manner in which the public moneys have
been expended and whether any, and what part
remains unexpended and for what cause.

5. The amount of money raised in the city and
paid for teachers’ wages, in addition to the public
money raised therefor; the amount of taxes raised
for the purchasing, repairing and insuring of
school-houses, for the purchase of school-house
sites, for building or hiring school-houses, for
fuel, for district libraries, or for any purpose al-
lowed by law in said city, since the date of the
last preceding reports, with such other informa-
tion as the state superintendent may from time to
time require.
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SectioN 10. The commmon council of said city
may from time to time, and at such time or times
as it shall deem necessary, elect some suitable
person superintendent of streets, and by ordi-
nance or resolution provide for and fix his com-
pensation per diem, and prescribe his powers and
duties, and remove him from office at pleasure, by
a majority vote of said common council, at any
time the said common council may deem proper;
and the said superintendent of streets shall at all
times under the control of said common council,
and no act or contract done or made by him
shall be valid or binding upon or against the city
unless authorized by the common council. Ik
shall be the duty of the superintendent of streets
to see that all ordinances of the city relating to
the obstructionn and cleaning of sidewalks,
streets, alleys, public grounds, reservoirs, gutters,
sewers and water-courses within the city are duly
observed and kept, and direct and control the per-
sons emgloi'ed therein. The superintendent of
streets shall have a general supervision over all
works let by contract for the improvement of
streets or sidewalks, unless the common council
shall otherwise provide. The superintendent of
streetsshall monthly report to the common coun-
cil a coriect statement of the labor expended by
him on streets or sidewalks; and the names of the
persons by him employed for street work, and the
amounts to which they are eutitled; and the su-
perintendent of streets shall also perform all the
acts and duties imposed upon him, or prescribed
by any ordinance or resolution of the common
council, and the said superintendent of streets
shall, at all times, be under the direction and con-
trol of the common council, and shall expend no
more money upon the streets than the common
council, may from time to time order, and at such
place or places, and upon such street or streets, and
to such an amount as shall be ordered by the com-
mon council.

SectioN 11. The common council shall have
ower, from time to time, to require other and
urther duties to be performed by any officer,

whose duties are herein prescribed, and to ap-
point such other officers as may be necessary to
carry into effect the provisions of this act, and to
prescribe their duties and to fix the compensation
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of all officers appointed by them; such compen-
sation shall be fixed by resolution at the time
the office is created, or at the commencement of
the year, and shall not be increased or dimin-
isf‘%ed during the term such officer shall remain in
office.

SectioNy 12. The common council shall annu- Priating to be
ally provide that all printing authorized aund re- e buader. ™
quired by them to be done tor their use for the
city shall be let to the lowest responsible bidder
for the term of one year, and may require suffi-
cient security for the faithful performance of said
contract. All ordinances, resolutions, notices and
other proceedings required by this act, or by-laws
or ordinances of the common council to be pub-
lished, shall be published in the newspaper selected
under the provisions of this section, and the
printer of said newspaper shall in person or by
his foreman, file with the clerk of the city his or
their affidavits of the length of time said ordi-
nance, by-law or proceedings have been published,
and such affidavit shall be conclusive evidence of
the publication of such ordinance, resolution, by-
law or proceeding.

SecrioN 13. If any person having been an offi- penalty for
cer in said city shall not, within ten days after faiuretede-
notification and request, deliver to his successor cessor.
in office all property, moneys, books, papers and
effects of ‘every description in his possession, be-
longing to said city, or pertaining to the office he
may have held, he shall forfeit and pay to the use
of the city one hundred dollars, besides all dam-
ages caused by his neglect or refusal so to deliver
and such successor may recover the possession of
such books, papers and effects in the manner pre-
scribed by the laws of this state.

SecrioN 14. The mayor, sheriff of Dodge who are om.
county, each and every alderman, justice of the Sogof the
peace, marshal, constables and watchmen, shall
be officers of the peace, and suppress in a sum-
mary mananer, all rioting and disorderly behavior
within the limits of the city, and for such pur-
poses may command the assistance of all bystand-
ers, and the mayor, president and marshal may
command the assistance of all by-standers, and if
needful, of all citizens; and if any by-standers
shall refuse to aid in maintaining the peace when

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required, every such person shall forfeit and pay
a fine of fifty dollars, and in case where the civil
power may be required to suppress riots or disor-
derly behavior, the superior or senior officer pres-
ent, in the order mentioned in this section, shall
direct the proceedings.

SEcTION 15, The common council may elect a
city surveyor, who shall be a practical engineer.
He shall keep his office at some convenient place
within said city, and the common council shall
prescribe the duties and fix the fees and com-
pensation for any services performed by him. All
surveys, profiles, plans or estimates made by him
for the city, shall be the property of the city and
shall be carefully preserved in the office of the
city clerk, open to the inspection of the parties
interested, and the same, together with all books
and papers appertaining to said office, shall be de-
livered over by the surveyor at the expiration of
his term of office, to his successor or the common
council,

SectioN 16. The justices of the peace provided
for in this act, shall hold their offices in the city
of Beaver Dam, and shall have the same rights,
powers and jurisdiction as justices of the peace
elected in towns, and shall have jurisdiction to
hear all complaints, and conduct all examinations
and frials in criminal cases within the city, cogni-
zable before a justice of the peace; and try all
offenses against the ordinances of the city, and
said justices shall have sole jurisdiction i1n all
cases of offenses against the ordirances of the said
city, and defendants in criminal cases shall have
the same right of appeal as provided by law; and
in all cases of fines under the ordinances, defend-
ants shall have the same right to an appeal, under
the same provisions and requirements as now are,
or may be provided for taking appeals from jus-
tices of the peace.

SectioN 17. On the first day of May in each
year, or within ten days preceding said date, every
justice of the peace before whom any proceedings
have been had under this act, shall report to the
common council the names of all persons brought

. before him under this act, for what cause, the

final disposition of the complaint, the amount of
costs which have accrued upon such complaint,
chargeable to the city, if any. to whom such costs
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are payable, and the amount of fines received by
him in each case.

CHAPTER V.
SALARIES OF CITY OFFICERS.

SectioN 1. The several city officers hereinafter Salarles of city
named, shall receive the following salaries for )
their services as such officers, and the same shall
be accepted and shall be in full compensation for
such services during the term of their respective
offices, to wit : The city treasurer, the sum of
four hundred and twenty-five dollars; the city
clerk the sum of three hundred dollars; the super-
intendent of schools the sum of two hundred dol-
lars; the city marshal the sum of two hundred
dollars; the assessor of the first ward the sum of
forty dollars ; the assessors of the second, third
and fourth wards the sum of fifty-five dollars each;
the stewards of the fire department the sum of
fifty dollars each, per annum.

SectioN 2. All salaries paid by the city to Salarles paya-
officers or others shall be payable monthly, af the ®*=***¥
end of each and every month, except assessors,
who shall be paid at the conclusion of their duties
each year.

CHAPTER VL
THE COMMON COUNCIL-— ITS POWERS AND DUTIES.

SEcTiON 1. The municipal government and the buties and

corporate authority of the city of Beaver Dam, Byverofcous
shall be vested in the mayor and common council.
The board of aldermen, consisting of three mem-
bers from each ward, shall constitute the com-
mon council, and the style of all ordinances shall
be: *The common council of the city of Beaver
Dam do ordain,” etc. The common council shall
meet at such time and place as they by resolution
should direct; a majority of the aldermen shall
constitute a quorum.

SecrioN 2. The common council shall hold sban hoa
stated meetings, and the mayor may call special Fawed meet-
meetings by notice to each of the aldermen, to be
served personally or left at their usual place of
abode. The common council shall determine the
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rale of its own proceedings and be the judge of
the election and qualification of its own members,
and shall have power to compel the attendance of
absent members,

SectioN 8. The common council shall have the
management and control of the finances and of
all the property of the city, except as in this act
otherwise provided; and shall likewise, in addition
to all vther powers herein vested in them, have
full power and authority to make, enact, ordain,
establish, publish, enforce, alter, modify, amend
and repeal all such ordinances, rules, by-laws and
regulations, for the government and good order of
the city, for the benefit of the trade, commerce
and health thereof, for the suppression of vice, for
the prevention of crime, for tge protection of per-
sons and property, and for carrying into effect the
powers vested in said ccmmon council, as they
shall deem expedient; and to declare and impose
penalties, and to enforce the same against any
person or persons who may violate any of the pro-
visions of such ordinances, rules, by-laws and
regulations, and such ordinances, rules, by-laws
and regulations are hereby declared to be and have
the force of law; provided, that they be not re-
pugnant to the constitution and laws of the United
States, or of this state, and for these purposes the
common council shall have authority, anything in
any general law of this state to the contrary not-
withstanding, by ordinance, resolution, by-laws,
rules or regulation:

1. To tax, license, regulate, suppress or prohibit
the keeping of billiard tables, pool tables, nine or
ten pin alleys, bowling saloons and ball alleys for
the purposes of gain, and prescribe the hours
within which the places where the same are kept
may be opened.

2. To license, tax, regulate, suppress or prohibit
all exhibitions of cornmon showmen, shows of
any and every kind, concerts or other musical en-
tertainments by itinerant persons or companies,
exhibitions of natural or artificial curiosities, car-
avans, circuses, theatrical performances, and all
other exhibitions and amusements. .

3. To prevent any riot, noise, disturbance or dis-
orderly assemblages; to suppress and restrain
disorderly houses and houses of ill-fame, and to
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authorize the destruction of all instrunients and
devices used for the purpose of gaming.

4. To compel the owner or occupant of any Cieansing nau-
grocery, cellar, tallow chandler’s shop, soap factory, '
tannery, stable, barn, privy, sewer, or other un-
wholesome, nauseous house or place, to cleanse,
remove or abate the same, from time to time, as
often as it may be deemed necessary for the health
and comfort and convenience of the inhabitants
of said city.

5. To direct the location and management of, Location ana
and regulate breweries, tanneries and packing preweee st
houses; and to direct the location, management,
and construction of, and regulate, license, re-
strain, abate or prohibit within the city and the dis-
tance of four miles therefrom, distilleries, slaugh-
tering establishments, establishments for steam-
ing or rendering lard, tallow, offal, and such other
substances as can or may be rendered, and all es-
tablishments or places where any nauseous, of-
fensive or unwholesome business may be carried
on.

6. To establish and regulate public markets, Regulating
determine their location, and make rules and reg- Pediiemarkets.

8. To direct or prohibit the location and man- storing gun-
agement of houses for the storing of gunpowder, ™"
or other combustible and dangerous materials
within the city.

9. To regulate and restrain the keeping and guspowder.
conveying of gunpowder and other combustible
and dangerous materials, and the use of candles
and lights in barns, stables and out-houses.

10. To prevent shooting of fire-arms and fire- shooting of
crackers, and to prevent the exhibition or use of Arearms.
any fire-works, at any time or in any situation
which may be considered by the council danger-
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ous to the city or to any property thercin, or an-
noying to any citizen thereof, or fishing from any
bridge, street, alley or sidewalk.

11. Toprevent the incumbering of the streets,
sidewalks, lanes, alleys and public grounds with
carriages, carts, wagons, sleighs, sleds, wheel-
barrows, boxes, lumber, fire-wood, timber, posts,
signs, awnings, or any substance or material, or
in any manner whatsoever.

12, To prevent horse-racing, immoderate rid-
ing or driving in the streets, and to authorize any

erson to stop persons immoderately riding or
grivingas aforesaid; to prohibit and punish the
abuse of animals;‘and to compel persons to fasten
their horses, oxen or other animals attached to
vehicles or otherwise, while standing or remaining
in any street, alley or public grounds.

13. To regulate and determine the times and
places of bathing and swimming in the rivers or
other waters in and adjoining said city, and to
prevent any obscene or indecent exhibition, ex-
posure or conduct.

14. To restrain and punish vagrants, mendi-
cants, street beggars and prostitutes and to restrain
drunkards, immoderate drinking or obscenity in
the streets or public places, and to provide for
arresting, removing and punishing any person or
persons who may be guilty of the same.

15, To restrain, regulate or prohibit the run-
ning at large of cattle, horses, mules, swine,
sheep, goats, poultry and geese, and to authorize
the distraining, impounding and sale of the same,
for the penalty incurred, and the costs of the pro-
ceedings; and also to impose penalties or the own-

- ers of any such animals, for a violation of any or-

dinance in relation thereto.

15. ‘To prevent the running at large of dogs,
in the said city, and to authorize the destruction of
the same in a summary manner when at large
contrary to the ordinances.

17. To provide for licensing the keeping of
dogs in the said city, at a sum or rate of not less
than one dollar nor more than five dollars a year
for each dog, and to provide for a badge or token
to be carried by each licensed dog; and for the
secure muzzling of licensed dogs; and for the kill-
ing and destruction in a summary manner of all
dogs not licensed, whenever the same may be
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found within the said city, and of all licensed dogs
running at large in the streets, alleys or public
grounds in the said city; and to punish persons
keeping unlicensed dogs.

18. To license, regulate and suppress hackmen. License and
draymen, cartmen, porters, omnibus drivers, cal)- S:ppress back:
men, carmen and all others, whether in the per-
manent employment of any corporation or other-
wise, who may pursue like occupations, with or
without vehicles; also to license bill posters and
prescribe their compensations. .

19. To prevent and regulate the rolling of hoops, roliing hoope,
flying of kites, playing of ball or other amuse- J7* =
ments or practices having a téndency to annoy
persons passing in the streets or on the sidewalks,
or to frighten teams and horses.

to prevent the introduction of contagious diseases
into the city or their spread therein; and to make
quarantine laws and regulations and enforce the
same within the city, and not to exceed four miles
beyond the city bounds.

21. To abate all nuisances which are or may avatement ot
be injurious to the public health, in any manner “"iances
they may deem expedient, and to do all acts and
to make all regulations which may be necessary
or expedient for the preservation of health and
the suppression of disease.

23. To abate and remove all nuisances under
the ordinances or at common law and punish the
authors thereof by penalties, fine and imprison-
ment, and to define and declare what shall be
deemed nuisances, and authorize and direct the
summary abatement thereof; but nothing in this
act shall be so construed as to oust any court of
its jurisdiction to abate and remove nuisances in
the streets or any other part of said city or within
its jurisdiction by indictment or otherwise.

24. To prevent any person from bringing, de-
positing or having within the limits of said city
any putrid carcass or other unwholesome sub-
stance, and to require the removal or destruction
of the same by any person who shall have upon
or near his premises any such substances, or any
putrid or unsound beef, pork, fish, hides or skins,
of any kind, and on his default to authorize the
removal or destruction thereof by some officer or
officers of the city, at the expense of such person
or persons.

25. To erect or establish one or more pest-
houses, hospitals and dispensaries, and coutrol
and regulate the same.

26. To prevent the ringing of bells, blowing of
horns and bugles, crying of goods, and all other
noises, performances and devices tending to the
collection of persons on the streets or sidewalks
by auctioneers or others, for the purpose of busi-
ness, amusements or otherwise.

27. To control, regulate or prohibit the use of
steam-whistles within the limits of the city.

28. To control and regulate the streets. alleys
and public grounds in said city, and to remove
and abate any obstructions and encroachments
therein.

29. To compel owners or occupants of build-
ings or grounds to remove and keep snow, ice,
dirt or rubbish from the sidewalk, streets oralley,
opposite thereto; and to compel such owners or
occupants to remove from the lots owned or occu-

ied by them, all such substances as the hoard of
Realth shall direct: and on their default, to au-

If he ap-
prove, he shall sign it; if not, he shall return it
within five days, with his objections stated in
writing, to the city clerk, and the clerk shall sub-
mit such objections to the common coundil at
their next meeting thereafter, who shall enter
said objections upon the records of their proceed-
ings, and shall proceed to reccnsider the matter,
and if, after such recondideration, two thirds of
the members elected should vote to pass such act,
ordinance. by-law, regulation, resolution or appro-
priation, it shall take effecf and be in force as an
act or law of the corporation; otherwise it shall
be null and void. All such votes, after receiving
the objections of the mayor, shall be taken by
yeas and nays and entered upon the journal of
proceedings of the common council. If the mayor
shall not return any act, ordinance, by-law, regua-
lation, resolution or appropriation so presented ,to
him within five days after such presentation
thereof, it shall take effect in the same - manner as
if he had signed it; and in case said ordinance,
act, by-law, regulation, resolution or appropriation
shall not receive the signature of the mayor, the
certificate of the city clerk shall be attacked
thereto, showing the manner in which the ordi-
nance, act, by-law, regulation, resolution or appro-
priation was passed and acquired its validity.
Before any such acts, ordinances, by-laws, regula-
tions or appropriations shall be in force, they shall
be published in the official paper of said city and
together with the affidavit of publication shall be
recorded by the city clerk in books provided for
that purpose. The time and manner of publica-
tion may be proven by the original affidavit of
publication, or by the recorded copy thereof, orin
case of the loss or destruction of either the orig-
inal affidavit, or act,ordinance, by-law, regulation,
resolnution or appropriation, or the book or books
containing a record of the same, the contents of
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the affidavit, act, ordinance. by-law, regulation,
resolution or appropriation, as well as the fact of
recording the same, or any of them, or any mat-
ter or thing therein contained, may be proven by
parole testimony.

SEctiON 5. The power conferred upon the said
council to provide for the abatement or removal
of nuisances, shall not bar or hinder suits, prose-
cutions, or proceedings in the courts according to
law. Gambling houses, houses of ill-fame, disor-
derly taverns and houses or places where spiritu-
ous, vinous or fermented liquors are sold, without
the license required therefor, houses or buildings
of any kind wherein more than ten pounds of
gunpowder are deposited, stored or kept at any
one time, are hereby declared and shall be deemed
public or common nuisances.

SectioN 6. The common council shall examine, Examine and

audit and adjust the accounts of the clerk, treas-
urer, street commissioners, marshal and all other
ofticers and agents of the city, at such times as
thev may deem proper, also at the end of each
year, and before the term for which the officers of
said city are elected or appointed, shall have ex-
pired. And the common council shall require
each and every officer and agent to exhibit his

or corporation, the privilege to run through, and
lay water pipes under any street oralley, or above
ground, and to erect hydrants, and build such
buildings, and use such machinery, as will be
necessary to construct such water-works, and the
common council of said city may contract with
such individual, association or corporation to
supply said city with water, and to rent or pur-
chase hydrants and the expense thereof be
charged to such wards or districts wherein such
hydrants, are erected, and the aldermen, or a ma-
jority thereof, of each ward, may divide the
wards which they respectively represent into one
or more water districts, with power to alter the
boundaries thereof, or re-district the same; or
the common council may build, erect, construct,
complete and maintain in the city, water-works,
with or without steam-engines to run the same,
aud run pipes therefrom through the city, under-
ground and above ground, or may build water-
works by sinking artesian wells and fountains,
and making reservoirs, and may purchase
patent rights for patent water-works, or pur-
chase water-works erected by any individual, cor-
poration or association; may rent the use of the
water to residents, and provide for the collection
of the rents, impose fines and penalties for the
care and protection of the water and the water-
works; do all the common council may deem
necessary to be done in the premises, to supply the
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city and the residents thereof with water, by
ordinance; provided, however, that no such ordi-
nance to build or purchase water-works, shall be
valid and binding, until the same shall be sub-
mitted to the vote of the qualified electors of said
city, which may be done at a regular or special
election called for that purpose, by a majority
vote of the common council. At least two weeks’
notice thereof shall be given, and if a majority of
the qualified electors voting shall vote in favor of
such ordinance to build or purchase water-works,
the common council may raise the whole or part
of the money required by the ordinance to build
or purchase the water-works, by special tax, or
by inserting the same in the annual tax roll, or
may raise the whole or part thereof by issuing
the bonds of the city tgerefor and selling the
same, which bonds may be made payable in thirty
years, or less number of years, in equal annual
payments, not to draw to exceed six per cent. in-
terest, payable annually.

SEcTION 10. There shall be levied and assessed Levy tax.

and alleys, and to enlarge, widen or extend the
same, and to use the land in said city for the pur-
pose of constructing and repairing sewers and
drains, as follows: Whenever ten or more free-
holders residing in the city, shall, by petition,
represent to the common council that it 1s neces-
sary to take certain lands within the city for pub-
lic use, for the purpose of laying out public
squares, grounds, streets or alleys, or enlarging,
widening or extending th« same, or to use certain
lands within the city for the purpose of construct.
Ing and repairing sewers and drains giving the
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course and distances, metes and bounds of the
lands proposed to be taken or used as aforesaid,
together with the names and residences of the
owners of such premises, if the same shall be
known to the petitioner, the common council shall,
if it deem it necessary to take and use such lands
for the purpose specified in such petition, cause
notice of such application to be given tothe owner
or owners of such land, in case such owner or
owners shall reside in the city of Beaver Dam, and
to the occupant or occupants of such land, if any
there be, which notice may be served personally,
or by leaving the same at the place of business or
at the residence of such owner or owneérs, occu-
pant or occupants, or if any of said lands shall
not be in the actual occupation of any person, nor
owned by any resident of said city, then the com-
mon council shall cause such notice describing as
near as may be the premises proposed to be taken,
to be published in a public newspaper printed in
the city of Beaver Dam for two successive weeks,
at least once in each week.

What notlos SECTION 2. Buch notice shall state that ona
day therein to be named, not less than ten days
from the service of such notice, or the expiration
of such publication, as the case may be, applica-
tion will be made to the county judge of the
county of Dodge, or a court commissioner in and
for said county, and if the latter, stating his name
and residence, for the appointment of six jurors
to view said premises, and to determine whether
it will be necessary to take or use the same for
the purposes specitied in said petition, and if so,
to assess damages, but the officer to whom such
application is made, must not be an owner or
otherwise interested in any of the lands proposed
to be taken or used.

CHAPTER VIIL
IMPROVEMENT OF STREETS,

Improvements  SECTION 1. The common council shall cause a
of dtreets. survey of all streets to be made, and the grade
thereof established, and an accurate and perfect
map and profile of the same made and deposited
with the clerk of said city, with suitable field
notes and explanations thereof, to enable the same
to be fully understood, which grades shall be
strictly complied with, unless altered and modi-
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fied as hereinafter provided, in the opening and
grading of all streets and in the erecting of all

ridges, sluices, water-courses and drains, and in
constructing all sidewalks, platforms, cross walks
and alley-ways.

SEctiOoN 2. Upon the application in writing of
the resident owners of three-fourths of the lots
upon any street, or upon that part of any street
in which the grade is proposed to be changed, the
common council shall have power to cause a new
survey to be made, and to alter such grade or
establish a new one in such street or part of street
set out in such application, as the public good
may seem to require.

SEcTION 8. Any person not being a signer of
such application, who shall have sustained dam-
a.ge by such change of grade, shall have hisright
of action against the city for the recovery of the
same; provided, that no suit shall he brought
against the city for the recovergeof such damages
until application shall have been made to the
common council, and said common council shall
have refused or neglected for three months to set-
tle the same. The signing of such application
shall be taken and construed as a release of all
claims for damages of every such signer.
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SecTION 4. Sidewalks shall be constructed Sidewalks tobe
upon the proper and established grade of any established
street in said city, of such width, in such manner, 5!

of such materials, and in such time as the com-
mon council, by ordinance, resolution or order,
shall direct, by the owner or owners of any lot or
piece of ground in front of which said sidewalk
shall be ordered; if the owner or owners of any
such lot or ?(iece of ground shall not construct
such sidewalk, as aforesaid, the common council
may cause the same to be constructed at the ex-
pense of such owner or owners. The contract
for the construction of any euch sidewalk shall be
let to the low. st bidder, and notice shall be given
by publication in the official paper of the city, for
at least ten days, of the time, place and manner
of receiving such bids. The common council shall
levy a special tax upon each lot or piece of ground
in front of which any sidewalk shall be con-
structed by contract, sufficient to pay the cost of
constructing the same; provided, that no such con-
tract shall be let until sixty days’ notice shall have
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been given to such owner or owners, of the ordi-
nance, resolution or order requiring the construc-
tion of such sidewalk, by the publication of the
same in the official paper of said city. And it is
hereby declared to be the duty of owners of lots
fronting on any street, alley, lane or highway in
said city, to keep the sidewalk in front thereof in
good and safe condition for use.

SECTION 5, Whenever the superintendent of
streets shall deem it necessary to repair or rebuild
any sidewalk within the limits of said city, when
the same is out of order or decayed, said street
superintendent shall direct the owner or occu-
pant of the lot or piece of ground adjoining the
said walk to repair or rebuild the same at his own
proper cost and expense, in a reasonable time and
manner, to be prescribed by said superintendent.
If such walk is not done in the time and manner
prescribed Ly the superintendent of streets, and
to his satisfaction the said superintendent shall
cause the same to be properly done at the expense
of the lots or pieces of ground adjoining said side-
walk, and report the cost, of said repairs to the
common council. The common council of said
city shall levy a special tax on each lot or piece of
ground in front of which said sidewalk shall be
so repaired or rebuilt by said superintendent, suf-
ficient to pay the cost of repairing and rebuilding
the same, and neither the said city nor any ward
thereof, nor any officer within said city, shall be
liable for any damage that may happen by reason
of any defect in any sidewalk in said city, unless
the superintendent of streets shall have first had
actual notice of such defect, and reasonable time
thereafter to repair the same; nor unless within
fifteen days after the happening of the event
causing such damage, a notice in writing, signed
by the party, his agent or attorney shall be given
to the mayor of said city, stating the place where
such damage occurred, and describing generally
the insufficiency or want of repair which occa-
sioned it, and that satisfaction therefor is claimed
of such city.

SectioN 6. The council shall give written no-
tice to'all owners or occupants of lots upon which
stagnant waters may be, which may be deemed
injurious to health by reason thereof to abate such
nuisances by draining or filling such lot within a
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reasonable time, to be specified in such notice,
and if such nuisance shall not be abated or re-
moved within the time so specified, the council
shall cause the same to be abated and removed at
the expense of the property upon which the same
may exist.
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SectioN 7, The common council of the city of Macadamising

Beaver Dam shall have power to cause any
street, highway, lane or alley, in said city to be
graded, worked, graveled, macadamized, paved,
or repaved, planked, or replanked, and repaired,
and to cause any sidewalks, crosswalks, drains,
sewers, gutters and culveris to be made therein as
it shall deem necessary, and the same shall be
repaired or relaid as may be ordered by the
common council. The common council, prior to
ordering by resolution, ordinance or.otherwise, any
street, highway, lane or alley, or any part thereof,
to be graded, worked, macadamized, graveled,
paved or repaved, planked or replanked, or any
sewer, drain, gutter or culvert to be made therein,
shall cause a plain and accurate specification of
the proposed work to be prepared and filed with
the city clerk. The common council shall cause
to be published in the official paper of said city,
such specifications, with a notice, signed by the
clerk, that on a certain day fixed in said notice, at
least eight days after the first publication thereof,
the common council will proceed to act in relation
to the work mentioned in such specification; and
said notice shall specify that sealed proposals for
the performance of said work, will be received by
the city clerk up to the time fixed in said notice
for the opening of such proposals; upon the day
mentioned in the above required notice all such
proposals shall be opened in the presence of the
common council, when the said comimon council
shall determine which is the most favorable of
such proposals, and may by a vote of a majority
of its members, accept such proposal, and author-
ize and direct the construction of the proposed
work, and direct the expense thereof to be as-
sessed in the manner hereinafter specified; pro-
vided, however, that the common council are
hereby authorized to rejectall of said proposals,
if in their opinion they shall be deemed unreason-
able. The common council may require the
person or persons whose proposal or proposals

improvement, and the front length of each lot or
parcel of land bounded on such improvement,
with a correct description thereof and the name
of the owner if known. The said council shall
then determine the expense of the whole work,
including the surveying, specifications, advertis-
ing treasurer’s commissions and preparing assess-
ment lists and cause the average expense upon
each foot front of the lots and parcels of land on
both sides of such street, highway, lane or alley,
excluding cross streets from the computation, to
to be ascertained; and each lot or parcel of land
shall be assessed with its proportion of the ex-

ense, to be ascertained by multiplying its num-

r of feet front by the average expense per foot;
provided, that if the said common council shall
determine that the expense of such grading, grav-
eling, leveling, paving, macadamizing or plank-
ing of any street, highway, lane or alley or any
part thereof, or the construction of any drain,
gutter, sewer or culvert therein shall be too great
to be borne by the owner or owners of lots or par-
cels of land in front of which said work is to be
done and improvement made, then said council
shall also determine what proportion of said ex-

ense shall be borne by said owner or owners of
ots or parcels of land and shall determine the
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amount to be assessed against each lot or parcel of
land in the manner above stated and the amount
sodetermined and fixed shall be assesed upon said
lots or parcels of land, so that each lot or parcel

In all cases of non-payment of
taxes upon lots or real estate in saidp city, in the
manner now required by law, it shall be the duty
of the treasurer of said city to proceed in accord-
ance with the provisions of existing laws relating
to the sale of lands for delinquent taxes in the
several counties of this state; to advertise.and
sell on the second Tuesday in April in each year,
all delinquent lots and lands within the limits of
said city, in the same manner as other lands are
sold in said county of Dodge, and the said sale
shall in all cases be made for the smallest undi-
vided portion of said lot or tract of land, for
which any person will take the same and pay
the taxcs and charges thereon.

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SECTION 24. Any lot or parcel of land sold in
pursuance of the provisions of this act, or any
part thereof which shall not be redeemed within
the time limited by this act, the citg clerk shall.
after the expiration of the time hereby prescribed
for the redemption thereof, and on the presenta-
tion to him of the treasurer’s certificate of sale,
execute in the name of the city, as such clerk,
under his hand and the seal of the city, to the pur-
chaser, his heirs or assigns, a deed of the lang SO
sold and unredeemed as aforesaid, and shall ac-
knowledge the same ; provided, the general law
in regard to the filing of affidavits of service of
notice to the owner or occupant or of non-occu-
pancy, has been complied with.

whom assessed, if any, and the amount of taxes,
charges and interest calculated to the last day of
redemption, due on each parcel, tract or lot of
land, together with a notice that unless such
lands be redeemed on or before the day limited
therefor, naming the same, they will be conveyed
to the purchaser and holder of the certificate of
sale. The fees for said publication shall be the
same as now allowed by law for publishing lands
sold by county treasurers, and the same shall be
char%ed against lots or lands so advertised and
sold for taxes.

SectioN 25. In all controversies and suits in-
volving the title to land claimed and beld under
and by virtue of such deed, the person or persons
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claiming title adverse to the title conveyed by
such deed shall be re%:lired to prove, in order to
defeat the said title, either that the Jand was not
subject to taxation or assessment at the date of
the assessment of said tax or making said assess-
ment that the taxes or assessment had been paid,
that the land bad never been assessed for taxation
or assesement or that the same had been redeemed
according to the provisions contained herein, and
that such redemption was maade for the use and
benefit of the persons having the right of redemp-
tion under the laws of this state. But no person
shall be permitted to question the title acquired
by the said deed without first showing that he,
she or they, or the person under whom he, she or
they claim title, had title to the land at the time
of the sale; and that all the taxes and assessments
due upon the lands have been paid by such per-
son or persons under whom he, she or they claim
title as aforesaid.

confer all the powers and duties of the treasurer

CHAPTER X.

PUBLIC SCHOOLS.
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Beaver Dam shall constitute one district for the
better regulation and management of the public
schools of said city.

SECTION 2. The commissioners of common
schools in said city, together with the superin-
tendents of schools shall constitute a board, to be
styled, “the board of education of the city of
Beaver Dam,” which shall be a corporate body in
relation to all the powers and duties conferred on
them by virtue of this act. The superintendent
of schools shall be chairman of said board, and
whenever he shall be absent, a president pro-
tempore may be appointed, but such president
shall have only a casting vote. A majority of the
board shall form a quorum. The city clerk shall
be clerk of said board and shall receive no extra
compensation other than that heretofore provided
for in this act. The said commissioners shall re-
ceive no compensation for their services.

SectioN 3. The clerk of said board shall keep
arecord of the proceedings thereof, and perform
such other duties as the board may prescribe,
which record, or a transcrif{ thereof, certified by
the superintendent and clerk, shall be received in
all courts as prima facie evidence of the facts
therein set forth, and such records and all the
books and accounts of said board shall at all
times be subject to the inspection of the city
council and of any committee thereof.

SecTION 4. The common council of the said city
shall have the power, and it shall be their duty to
raise from time to time, by tax upon the real
and personal estate in said city, which shall be
liable to taxation, in addition to the amount of
school moneys now or hereafter appropriated or
provided by law for common schools in said city,
such sums as the said council shall deem neces-
sary or proper for any orall of the following pur-
poses, estimates therefor baving been previously
submitted to the said council by the board of edu-
cation for the information of the council; and it
is hereby made the duty of the board of education
of the city of Beaver Dam, to submit said esti-
mates to the common council on or before the
first Tuesday in July of each year:

1. To purchase, lease or improvesites for school-
houses.

2. To build, purchase, lease, enlarge, alter, im-
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Erove and repair school-houses; and their out-
ouses and appurtances.

8. To purchase, exchange, improve and repair Schoolappar-
school apparatus, books, furniture and append-
ages; but the power herein granted shall be de-
nied to the furnishing of class or text-books for
any scholar whose parents or guardian shall be
able to furnish the same. :

4. To procure fuel and defray the contingent ruel
expenses of the district library of said city.

5. To pay the wages of teachers due after the Pay teachers

application of the public moneys, which may by '
law be appropriated and provided for that pur-
{)ose; provided, nevertheless that no tax shall be
aid for such purposes oftener than once in each
year; and provided, also, that the amount to be
raised for teachers’ wages and for contingent ex-
penses in any one year, shall in no case exceed
six dollars for each person that draws public
money, nor less than two dollars, that the amount
to be raised in any one year for repairing school-
houses and the appurtenances shall not exceed
fifteen hundred dollars and for buying sites and
erecting new school-houses, shall not exceed three
thousand dollars.

SEcTION 5. The common council shall cause the Taxesto be
tax or taxes herein provided for to be levied and suapye ™™
collected annually on all such real and personal
propertg or capital of any kind within said city,
as is subject to taxation by the laws for levying
taxes for the state, for the time being; said taxes
to be levied and collected in the same manner as
annual taxes are levied and collected in said city.

SECTION 6. All moneys to be raised pursuant All moneys to
to the provisions of this act, and all school moneys Brebmrer, 7
by law appropriated to or provided for said city,
shall be paid to the treasurer of said city, who, to-
gether with the sureties of his official bond shall
be accountable therefor, in the same manner as
for other moneys of said city. The said treasurer
shall also be liable to the same penalties for any
official misconduct as in relation to the other
moneys of said city.

SectioN 7. The treasurer of said city shall not How treasurer
pay out any moneys in his hands received by said ey ™
city either as school moneys or collected or re-
ceived by virtue of any of the provisions of this
act, excepting upon an order drawn upon him
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and signed by the superintendent and clerk of
said board of education, and no such order shall
be drawn except by virtue of a resolution of the
said board.

SectioN 8. The said board may cause a suit or
suits to be prosecuted in the name of the city of
Beaver Dam upon the official bond of the treas-
urer or of any collector of said city for any default,
delinquency or official misconduct in relation to
the collection, safe keeping or payment of any
moneys in this section mentioned.

SectioN 9. The city of Beaver Dam is hereby
exempt from the provisions of an act entitled
“ An act tocreate the office of county superintend-
ent of schools,” approved April 6, 1861, except in
the matter of making reports to the state superin-
tendent of schools.

POWERS AND DUTIES OF BOARD.
SecrioN 10. The said board shall have power,

el and it shall be its duty:

1. To establish and organize such and so many
schools in the several wards of the city, including
the common schools now existing therein, as they
shall deem requisite and expedient, and to alter
and discontinue the samae.

2. To purchase or hire school-houses and rooms
and lots and sites for school-houses, and to fence
and improve them as they may deem proper; pro-
vided, the amount necessary has been appropri-
ated by the common council of said city.

3. Upon such lots and upon any sites now
owned by said city, to build, enlarge, alter, im-
prove and repair school-houszs as they may deem
advisable.

4. To purchase, exchange, improve and repair
school apparatus, books for indigent pupils, furni-
ture and appendages, and to provide fuel for the
schools, and to defray their contingent expenses,
and the expenses of the district library.

5. To have the custody aad safe keeping of
the school-houses, outhouses, books, furniture and
appendages, and to see that the ordinances of the
city council in relation thereto are observed.

6. To contract with and employ all teachers in
the common schools, and the high school, who
shall have been licensed by the superinfendent
and at their pleasure to remove them..
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7. To pay the wagesof such teachers out of
the school moneys which shall be appropriated to
said city, so far as the same shall be sufficient, and
the residue thereof from the money authorized to
be raised for that purpose by section 4, of this
chapter, by tax upon the city.

8. To defray the necessary contingent expenses
of the board.

9. To have in all respects the superintendence,
supervision and management of the common
scnools in said city, and from time to time to
adopt, alter, modify and repeal as they may deem
expedient, rules and regulations for their organiza-
tion, government and instruction, for the recep-
tion of pupils and their transfer from one school
to another, and generally for their good order, pros-
perity and public utility.

10. Whenever in the opinion of the board it
may be deemed advisable tosell any of the school-
houses, lots or sites, or any of the school property
now or hereafter belonging to the city, to report
the same to the common council.

11. To Erepare and report to the common
council such ordinances and regulations as may:
be necessary or A)roper for the protection, safe
keeping, care and preservation of school-houses,
lots and sites and appurtenances, and all other
property belonging to the city connected with or
appertaining to the schools, and to suggest proper
penalties for the violation of such ordinances and
regulations, and annually determine and certify
to said city council the sums in their opinion
necessary or proper to be raised under the ninth
section of this chapter, specifying the sums re-
quired for each of the purposes therein mentioned,
and the reason therefor.

12. The board of education shall adopt for the
use of the several public schools in the city, suit-
able text books, which shall be uniform, and
When the board shall have adopted for use in the
Eubllc schools of this city any text-book or text-

ooks, the same shall not be changed by the board
or by any teacher or other person for five vears
thersafter, and the said board shall adopt,and at
13 discretion, modify or repeal by-laws, rules and
tegulations for their government, and for the
organization, discipline and management of the

Public schools of said city, and generally adopt all
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such measures as shall promote the good order
and public utility of said schools; provided, that
such by-laws, rules and regulations shall not con-
flict with the constitution and laws of this state.

SEcTiON 11. The said board of education shall
have power to allow the children of persons not
residents within the city to attend any of the
schools of said city, under the care and control of
said board, and upon such terms as the board shall
by resolution prescribe.

SectioN 12. It shall be the duty of said board
in all their expenditures and contracts to have
reference to the amount of money that shall be
subject to their order during the then current
year, for the particular expenditure in question,
and not to exceed such amount.

SectioN 13. The said board of education shall
be the trustees of the district library in said city
and all the provisions of law which new are or
may hereafter be passed, relating todistrict school
libraries, shall apply to the said board in the same
manner as if they were trustees of an ordinarv
school district; they shall also be vested with the
discretion as to the disposition of the moneys ap-
propriated by any law of the state, for the pur-
chase of libraries, which is therein conferred upon
the inhabitants of school districts. It shall be
their duty to provide a library roon: and the
necessary furniture therefor, and appoint a libra-
rian; to make all purchases of books for the said
library, and from time to time to exchange or
cause to be repaired the damaged books belonging
thereto.

SectioN 14. It shall be the duty of the said
board, annually, on or before the first Monday in
May, in each year, to prepare and report to the
common council, true and correct statements of
the receipts and disbursements of moneys under
and in pursuance of the provisions of this act dur-
ing the preceding year, in which account shall be
stated, under appropriate heads:

1. The moneys received by the common coun-
cil under the fourth section of this chapter.

2. The school moneys received by the treasurer
of the city from the county treasurer.

3. Moneys received by direct tax.

4. All other moneys received by the treasurer,
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subject to the order of the board, specifying the
sources.

5. The manner in which such sums of money
shall have been expended, specifying the amount
paid under each head of expenditures; and the
common council shall forthwith cause the same
to be published in at least one of the newspapers
published in said city.

SecTtioN 15. The said board shall be subject,
from time to time, to the rules and regulations
made by the state superintendent of common
schools, so far as the same may be applicable o
them and not inconsistent with the provisions of
this act.

SEcTtiON 16. The common council of the said
city shall have power, and it shall be their duty,
to pass such ordinaunces and regulations as the
board of education may report as necessary and
proper for the protection, safe-keeping, care and
preservation of the school-houses, lots, sites and
appurtenances, and all necessary property belong-
ing to or connected with the schools in said city,
and to impose proper penalties for the violation
thereof, subject to the restrictions and limitations
contained in this act; and all such penalties shall
be collected in the same manner that the penal-
ties for a violation of the city ordinances are by
law collected, and when collected shall be paid to
the treasurer of the city, and be subject to the
order of the board of education,inthe same man-
ner as other moneys raised pursuant to the pro-
visions of this act.

SEcTiON 17. Whenever the said hoard shall re-
port to the common council that it is advisable to
sell any of the school-houses, lots or sites, or any
of the school property now or hereafter belong-
ing to the city, the common council may sell the
same, upon such terms as they may deem advis-
able. The proceeds of all such sales shail be paid
to the city treasurer, and shall be subject to the
order of said board. to be expended by them in pur-
chase, leasing, repairs or improvements of other
school-houses, lots, school furniture, apparatus or
appurtenances.

ECTION 18. The title to the school-houses, sites,
lots, furniture, books, apparatus and appurte-
nances, and all other property in this act men-
tioned, shall be vested in the city of Beaver Dam,
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and the same, while used or appropriated for
school purposes, shall not be levie(f upou or sold
by virtue of any warrant or execution, nor be sub-
ject to taxation for any purpose whatever, and the
said city in its corporate capacity, shall be able to
take, hold and dispose of any real or parsonal es-
tate transferred to it by gitt, baquest or devise,
for the use of the common schools of the said city,
whether the same shall be transferred in terms to
said city, by its proper style or by any other desig-
nation, or to any person or parsons or body, for
the use of said schools.

SkcrioN 19. All moneys authorized to be raised
by virtue of this act, for school purposes, on being
raised as herein provided, shall be held by the
treasurer of said city, and by him placed to the
credit of said board of education, and shall be
drawn out in pursuance of a resolution or resolu-
tions of said board, by draft drawn by the super-
intendent and countersigned by the clerk of said
board, payable to the person or persons entitled
to receive such moneys, and the said treasurer
shall keep the funds authorized by this act to be
received by him, separate and distinct from any
other fund that he 1s or may by law be authorized
to receive.

SecTIoN 20. No person in the city of Beaver
Dam engaged in teaching any of the public
schools of said city, shall be eligible to the office
of commissioner of common schools in any of the
several wards in said city, and no member of the
board of education shall be employed to teach any
of the schools of said city.

SectioN 21. No member of the board of edu-
cation shall have any interest, direct or indirect,
in any confract made by said board, and every
contract so made in which any member of said
board shall have such interest, shall be absolutely

void.
CHAPTER XI.
FIRE DEPARTMENT.

SectioN 1. The common council, for the pur-
pose of guarding against the calamities of fire,
shall have power to prescribe the limits within
which wooden buildings, or buildings of other
materials that shall not be considered fire-proof,
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shall not be erected or repaired and to direct that
all and every building within the limits prescribed
shall be made and constructed of fire-proof ma-
terials, and to prohibit the repairing of wooden
buildings within the fire limits when the same
shall have been damaged to the extent of fifty
per cent. of the value thereof, and toprescribe the
manner of ascertaining such damages.
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SEcTION 2. The common council shall have Regulate con-

condition of chirnneys, fireplaces, hearths, stoves,
stovepipes, ovens, boilers and apparatus used in
or about any building, and to cause the same to
be removed or placed in & safe and secure condi-
tion, when considered dangerous; to prevent the
deposit of ashes in unsafe places; to require the
inhabitants to provide as many fire buckets, and in
such manner and times as they shall prescribe and
to ragulate the use of them in timo of fire; to reg-

ulate and prevent the carrying on of manufactor-.

ies dangerous in causing or promoting fires; to
compel the owners or occupants of buildings to
have scuttles in the roofs, and stairs or ladders
reaching to the same. To authorize the mayor,
aldermen, fire-wardens and other officers of the
city to keep away from the vicinity of a fire, all
idle and suspected persons, and to compel bystand-
ers to aid in the extinguishment of fires, and in
the preservation of property exposed to danger
thereat, and generally to establish such regulations
for the prevention and extinguishment of fires as
the common council may deem expedient.

SecTioN 3. The common council shall have Purchase fire-

power to purchase fire-engines and other fire ap- *#"**

paratus, and, to authorize the formation of fire-
engine, hook and ladder and hose companies, and
to provide for the due and proper support and reg-
ulation of the same, and to order such companies
to be disbanded, and their meetings to be prohib-
ited, and their apparatus to bedelivered up. Each
company shall not exceed seventy able bodied
men, between the ages of fifteen and fifty years,
and may elect its own officers and form its own
laws, not inconsistent with the laws of this state,
or the ordinances and regulations of said city, and
shall be formed only by volantary enlistments.
Every member of each company hereby author-
ized to be formed shall be exempt from serving on
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juries and from military duty during the continu-
ance of such membership.

SECTION 4. There shall be a meeting of the
members of said companies on the first Friday of
January in each year, at such place as may be
designated by the mayor, when they may elect
and recommend to the common council for con-
firmation, one chief engineer, one assistant engi-
neer, and one steward, which latter shall be a
salaried officer; and the common council may
thereupon confirm such elections, and the persons
so elected and confirmed shall perform such duties
as the common council shall prescribe. The chief
engineer of the fire department shall, annually, on
or before the first Frié)ay of January in each year,
prepare and file in the city clerk’s office a com-
plete list of all members in good standing belong-
mg to the fire department.

ECTION 5. Af the same time, as specified in the
preceding section, the members of said company
shall elect, and the common council may confirm,
four firewardens, one of whom shall reside in
each ward, and who shall perform such duties as
the common council shall prescribe; and they
may, at any time, enter into or upon any house,
store-house, or other building or enclosure, for the
purpose of inspecting the same, and with a view
to guard against fire.

SecTioN 6. Whenever any person shall refuse to
obey any lawful order of the engineer, ,firewarden,
mayor or alderman, at any fire, it shall he lawful
for the officer giving such order to arrest, or to
direct orally the marshal, constable, watchman or
any citizen, to arrest such person, and to confine
him temporarily in any safe place until such fire
shall be extinguished; and in the same manner
such officers or any of them may arrest or direct
the arrest and confinement of any J)erson at such
fire who shall be intoxicated or disorderly; and
any person whoshall refuse to obey any such law-
ful order, or who shall refuse to arrest or aid in
arresting any person so refusing, shall be liable to
such penalty as the common council may prescribe,
not exceeding fifteen dollars.

SecTION 7. The common council shall have
power to organize a sack company number one
to consist of not more than twenty members.
Such company shall coustitute a part of the fir
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department, and shall be subject to the control of
the chief engineer. The members of said com-
pany. either collectively or individually, are hereby
authorized and empowered to act as special police
in and for the city of Beaver Dam, and are hereby
«vested with all power and authority which is or
may hereafter be vested in any police officer of
said city, and shall be entitled to all the rights and
immunities of membere of the fire department. At
fires they shall take charge of property which may
be exposed or endangered, and shall, so far as may
be in their power, preserve the same from injur('ly of
destruction. Said company may from time adopt
such by laws and regulations as they may deem
necessary, not inconsistent with this act and the
laws of the state. The members of this.company
shall not be entitled to any pay or compensation
for services rendered in their official capacity.
They shall, in case of riot or disturbance of the
peace, have free access to all licensed places of
amusement in the city, and shall perform such
services as may be necessary for the peace and
good order of thesame. The members of said com-
pany shallseverally take an oath oraffirmation that
they will faithtully discharge the duties of their
said office, and when any member of said com-
pany shall cease to be a member thereof, by resig-
nation, expulsion or otherwise, notice shall be
given to the city clerk, who shall preserve a re-
cord of all the members of said company.
SeEctioN 8. The common council of tge city of Firelimitatobe

Beaver Dam shail have power, for the purpose of Prescrived-
guarding a.Fainst the calamities of fire, to pre-
scribe and limit the height and size of wooden
buildings, to be hereafter erected or moved upon
any lot or piece of ground within any specified
limits in said city, and to prescribe and limit the
time within which any wooden building or build-
ings, other than fire-proof, hereafter erected
upon, or moved upon any lot or piece of ground
within specified limits, shall remain thereon; and
to compel the owner or owners of such building
80 re_(ém'red to be removed, to remove the same;
and if the said owner or owners shall neglect or
refuse to remove the same for thirty days after
being so required to do, by order of the common
council, e and served upon the owner, his
agent, or the occupant of said building, to cause
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the building to be removed from such lot at the

CHAPTER XIIL

PROCEDURE FOR VIOLATION OF ORDINANCES, LAWS,
ETC.

The defendant in any such action may be
arrested upon service of the warrant or process
by which the action is commenced. Upon the
return of the warrant the court may proceed sum-
marily with the case, unless it be continued by
consent or for cause, as in other cases provided
by law. If the cause be adjourned the defendant,
if required by the courts so to do, shall recognize
with surety for his appearance, in such sum as
the court shall direct; or in default thereof, may
be put in charge of the officer who made the
arrest, or be committed to the commmon jail of
Dodge county. or to the city jail. The complaint
made aforesaid shall be the complaint in the
action, and the plea of “not guilty,” shall put in
issue all matters of defense in the action.

SeEctION 2. A printed copy of an ordinance,
by-law or resolution, passed by the common coun-
cil and published in a newspaper, or in a pam-
phlet, or book form, shall be prima facie evidence
of its due passage and publication, and that the
same is in force, and may be received in evidence.
After issue joined, and before trial, in all city
cases, the defendant may demand a jury; and if
no demand of a jury be made, it shall be deemed
a waiver of a jury trial.

SectioN 3. Witnesses and jurors, shall attend
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in all city prosecutions without the payment of
fees in advance, upon process of the court, duly
served, and in default thereof, their attendance
may be enforced by attachment. In case the
jury, after being kept out a reasonable time, should
disagree, they shall be discharged, and thereupon
the court shall adjourn the cause to a day certain,
and issue a new venire as aforesaid.

SectioN 4. In city prosecutions the finding of
the court or jury shall be ““ guilty ” or “not guilty.”
If guilty, the court shall render judgment thereon
against the defendant for the fine, penalty or for-
feiture, and where the same is not to exceed a
certain sum, and not less than a certain other sum
shall fix the amount of such fine, penalty or for-
feiture as he shall deem best, within the provisions
of such ordinance, by-law or resolution, for the

Upon filing a certified copy
of such rosolution, attested by the city clerk, the
judge or justice shall order such defendant dis-
charged from custodiy(’, and make an enfry of such
discharge on his docket: an execution may issue
or be renewed by indorsement from time to time,
before or after the return day thereof, and before
or after the commitment of the defendant, until
the judgment is satisfied or released, but after the
defendant shall have been once committed, no ex-
ecution shall be issued against the body of the de-
fendant in the same action.
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CHAPTER XIIL

MISCELI.LANEOUS PROVISIONS.

SEecTION 1. All work for the city or either ward
thereof, shall be let by contract to the lowest re-
sponsible bidder, unless otherwise ordered by the
common council, by ordinance or resolution, and
due notice shall be given of the time and place of
letting such contract.

SEcTiON 2.  All actions brought to recover any
penalty or forfeiture under this act, or the ordi-
nances, by-laws, police or health regulations made
in pursuance thereof, shall be brought in the cor-
porate name of the city. It shall be lawful to de-
clare generally in debt, for such penalty or
forfeiture, stating the clause of this act, or by-law
or ordinance under which the penalty or forfeit-
ure is claimed, and to give the special matter in
evidence under it. A'l prosecutions may be com-
menced by summons or by warrant as the exi-
gencies of the case seem to require; provided, that
nothing contained herein shall be construed as to
prevent any peace officer from arresting without
process, any person found in a state of intoxica-
tion, or guilty of immoderate drinking, improper
reveling, obscenity or noisy, boisterous, or disor-
derly conduct in the streets or public places,and
taking such person or persons forthwith before
any justice, or keeping them in confinement, un-
til such time as said justice can reasonably hear
and dispose of said offender.

SecTioN 3. No person shall be an incompetent
judge, justice, witness or juror, by reason of his
being an inhabitant of said city, in any preceed-
ing or action in which the city shall be a party in
interest.

SectioN 4. If any election by the people or
common council shall, for any cause, not be held
at the time or in the manner herein prescribed, or
if the council shall fail to organize as herein pro-
vided, it shall not be considered reason for arrest-
ing, suspending or absolving said corporation, but
such election or organization may be had on any
subsequent day by order of the common council,
and if any of the duties enjnined by this act, or
the ordinances or by-laws of the city, to be done
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by any officer at any specified time, are not then
done or performed, the common council shall ap-
point another time at which the said acts may be
done and performed.

Whenever any injury shall happen Liabilities for
to persons or property in the city of Beaver Darn, Safcuve side-
by any veason of any defect or incumbrance of
any street, sidewalk, alley, or public ground, or
from any other cause for which the said city would
be liable; and such defect, incumbrance or other
cause of such injury shall arise from or be pro-
doced by the wrong, default or negligence of any
person or corporation, such person or corporation
so guilty of such wrong, default or negligence,
shail be primarily liable for all damages for such
injury; and the said city shall not be liable there-
for until after all lezal remedies shall have been
exhausted to callect such damages from such per-
son or corporation.

REPEALING CLAUSE,

SectioN 19.  All acts incorporating the city of Repealing
Beaver Dam and amendatory to the city charter, )
are hereby repealed; and all acts and parts of acts
inconsistent with and conflicting with the provis-
ions of this act are hereby repealed; but the re-
peal of said acts and parts of acts shall not in any
manner affect, injure or invalidate any contracts,
acts, suits, claims or demands that may have been
entered into, performed,-commenced, or that may
exist under, or by virtue or in pursuance of the
said acts, or any of them, but the same shall exist
and be in force, and carried out as fully and effect-
ually to all intents and purposes as if this act had
not been passed.

Secriox 20. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
