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second. In the best display of fancy cheese, Wisconsin
takes the first. In the best display of Switzer and Lim-
burger, Wisconsin takes first in both. In the best display
of sage cheese, Wisconsin again takes first; and

‘WHEREAS, The high honor of being one of the foremost
dairy states of the Union, has been achieved by the zeal,
industry and enterprize of our own dairymen and dairy-
women; and

‘WHEREAS, We recognize in these substantial awards of
merit, the most convincing evidence that the dairy farmers
of this state, in the face of many obstacles, and with but
little state encouragement, have built up within our borders
a most healthful, honorable and magnificent industry, and
have brought wealth, honor and renown to our common-
wealth, and in this grand beginning, which now reaches a
product of twenty million dollars annually, have demon-
strated the certainty of still greater future success; there-
fore, be it

Resolved by the assembly, the senate concurring, That the
legislature of Wisconsin herewith tenders to the dairymen
and dairy owners of thisstate, its most profound acknowl-
edgments and earnest thanks for the great work, which
they have performed, and it hereby pledges itself to do
whatever is right and reasonable to aid them in securing
still greater achievements.
