Any person who shall knowingly 
make, traffic and sell olio-butter, butterine or 
any other imitation of butter or cheese, or who 
shall knowingly keep upon his table in any hotel, 
restaurant or boarding-house, any imitation but 
ter, shall make the same fully known to the 
buyer, by po=ting up notices of the fact at, and in 
the place where such articles are for sale or for 
consumption. 

Sxarrorr 2. Any person who shall omit posting 
up such notice, shall be punished by imprison-
ment in the county jail not more than thirty 
days, or by fine not to exceed twenty-five dollars. 

All acts or parts of acts inconsist-
ent with the provisions of this act are hereby 
repealed.
