CHAPTER 464.

AN ACT to authorize the construction of a bridge
across the Mississippi River at any point between
the city of La Crosse, in the state of Wiscon-
sin, and the city of Prairie du Chien, in the
same state, and the acquiring of land for the
approaches thereto.

The people of the state cif Wisconsin, represented
in senale and assembly, do enact as follows:

_SecrioN 1. It shall be lawful for any corpora-
tion or for any person or persons and their as-
signs, being thereto first authorized by the con-
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gress of the United States, to build and maintain

unbroken or continuous spans, or a pile and pon-
toon bridge, over and across the Mississippi River
fiom any feasible point on the east bank of the
Mississippi River, between the city of La Crosse,
in the state of Wisconsin, and the city of Prairie
du Chien, in the same state, to some point on the
opposite bank of said river, in the states of Min-
nesota or Iowa; the same to be used for railway
purposes across said river between said points;
provided, that such bridge shall be so built and
maintained in conformity with the acts of the
congress of the United States and under the di-
rections of the secretary of war whereby such
corporations, person or persons have been, or may
be authorized to build and maintain such bridge.
SECTION 2. Any such corporation, person or per-
sons, and its and their successors and assigns, are
hereby authorized to acquire by purchase, or by
the exercise of the right of eminent domain in the
manner by law prescribed for the exercise of such
right by railroad companies in this state, any
lands needed for the construction or maintenance
of said bridge, or for the approaches thereto.
SectioN 3. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
