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provided by a vote of the district, duly recorded,
at the last previous annual meeting. If the first
Monday in July is a legal holiday, then said an-
nual meeting shall be held on the day next suc-
ceeding the first Monday in July. It shall be the
duty of the district board of each school district
in this state to meet on the Saturday immediately
preceding the first Monday of July in each
year, and carefully examine the accounts of the
treasurer,and make up a full and itemized report of
all receipts and expenditures since the last annual
meeting, the amount in the bhands of the treas-
urer, or the amount of the deficit for which the
district is liable, and the estimated sum which
will be required to be raised by taxes for the sup-
port of the school for the ensuing year, and the
amount required to pay the interest or principal
of any loan ‘due or to become due during such
year; which report shall be submitted in writing
at the annual meeting, and recorded at length,
with the action of the meeting thereon, by the
clerk, with the records of the proceedings of the
annnal meeting.

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

AN ACT to facilitate the sale of state swamp
lands in Crawford county.

The commissioners of the publiclands
landin Craw.  are hereby authorized and required to offer for
fordcounts:  gale the swamp lands held by the state in the
county of Crawford, at a minimum price of one

dollar and fifty cents per acre.
