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losses, amount paid for expenses, and amount of
cash on hand and such other items as the
by-laws may require. Such statements or so
much thereof as said corporation at its annual
meeting may by resolution or otherwise agree
upon, shall be read to the members of such cor-
poration at their annual meeting and entered
at length upon the records, and within fifteen
days after such annual meeting shall be filed in
the office of the city or village clerk, or in case
of a county company with the county clerk of
said county and copies thereof certified by the
secretary transmitted to the commissioner of in-
surance.

SeorionN 13. All acts and parts of acts incon-
sistent with the provisions of this act are hereby
repealed.

SectioN 14. This act shall take effect and;be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 297.

AN ACT to authorize the electors of the Second
ward of the city of Neenah to vote in the First
ward of said city.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

Electors of SkorioN 1. The qualified electors residing in
Socona pay. the Second ward of the city of Neenah, in Win-
ward. nebago county, Wisconsin, are hereby authorized

and empowered to hold their voting and pollin
place in, and to cast their votes in the First war
of said city, for any and all elections hereafter
to be held in said city.

SEcTION 2. All acts or parts of acts in so far as
they are in conflict with this.act are hereby re-
pealed.

SectiON 3. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
