CHAPTER 196.

AN ACT to amend chapter 129 of the loeal laws
of 1867, entitled, “An act to incorporate the
Northwestern University at Watertown, Wis-
consin.”

The people of the stute of Wisconsin, represented in
senale and assembly, do cnact as follows:

Hoard of REeroN 1. Seetion one of chapter 129 of the

at the end of said section the following: “pro-
vided, that the hoard of trustees shall bhe sub-
jeet to the regulations, rules and general super-
vision of the German Lvangelical Lutheran
synod of Wisconsin and other states,” under
whose patronage the university and connected
colleges or seminarvies are founded ; and farther
provided, that the board of trustees shall have
no power or anthority to aecquire, hold or con-
vev any real property, except under the diree-
tion of the said synod, given at a regular or spe-
cial meeting of said synod.

eex, Rulesand the local laws of 1867, is hereby amended, so

eoee. " fhat said section when so amended, shall read
as follows, to-wit: Section 3. “The hoard of
irustees of the Northwestern University shall
have power, under the direction of said synod,
to appoint a president of said university, and
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also presiding professors of any other college or
seminary which may be connected with said
university, or be added thereto with a view of
extending the course and plan of said univer-
sity, and all necessary professors, instructors
and tutors of said university, or any college or
seminary connccted therewith. It shall have
power to appoint and employ all other meedful
officers for said university and other institun-
tions of learning connected therewith, and as-
sign to them their respective duties.  The hoard
of trustees shall have power to make such regu-
Iations and rules for the adinission, instruction
and education of the students admitted to said
institutions, as shall be deemed hest to them,
subject however to the approval and consent of
the synod; and the said board of trustees shall
with the advice of the faculty of said university
or other institutions, and subject to the consent
of the synod, make such rules and regulations
relating to the courses of study as thev deem
hest, and all rules for the hetter government of
the institutions; provided however that no suech
rule or regulations shall be repugnant to the
laws of the United States or the laws of the
state, neither shall any of them exclude any
person of any religious denomination whatever
from equal right or advantage of education or
from any of the degrees, liberties, privileges,
benefits or immunities of said university or of
any college or seminary connected therewith, on
aceount of his particular tenets in religion.”
SECTION 3. Section six of said chapter 129 of
the local laws of 1867 is hereby amended so
that the same when so amended, shall read as
follows, to-wit: Section 6. “That subsequently
the board of trustees shall be chosen as follows:
The German Evangelical Lutheran svnod of
Wisconsin and other states shall at its annual
meeting, elect one-third of the memhers of said
board, to be elected for the term of three years
and until their successors are elected and quali-
fied; said clection shall be by ballot and the per-
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sons receiving a majority of the votes shall be
declared elected.  Said trustees shall be mem-
bers of said syunod or members in good standing
of congregations belonging to the synod. The
said synod shall have power to increase the
number of trustees by a vote of said synod, taken
at a regular annual meeting of said synod; but
such - proposition shall be published at least
twice in the ofticial organ of said svnod, before
such meeting; provided however that at each
time of increasing the number of trustees, the
additional number of trustees to be elected shall
be divisible by three, one-third to be elected for
one vear, one-third for two years and one-third
for three years. The said synod shall have
power to allow other Lutheran synods of ad-
jacent states, to join with it in the patronage of
said university and other institutions and to
allow such synods to elect a specified number of
trustees, who must be members of such syvnod
or synods or members in good standing of con-
gregations belonging to such synod or synods;
provided always that the majority of trustecs
shall be elected by the said German Evangelical
TLautheran synod of Wisconsin and other states;
and provided further, that the whole number of
trustees shall never exceed twenty-four.”

SEcTioN 4. Section seven of chapter 129 of
the loeal Iaws of 1867 is hereby amended so that
the same when so amended shall read as fol-
lows, to-wit: Section 7. “Any member of the
board of trustees may resign, by resignation
sent to the president of the synod of which he is
a member. And any member of the board of
trustees, who ceases to he a membher of the Ger-
man Evangelical Lutheran sviiod of Wisconsin
and other states, or of a synod that shall have
the privileze to clect such trustees, or who
ceases to he a member in good standing of any
congregation belonging to said synod or synods,
shall therchy lose his seat and vote, and his
place shall he deemed vacant. All the vacan-
cies shall be filled by ballot at the next annual
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meeting of such synod; provided however, that
‘the president of such synod shall have power to
fill any vacancies temporarily until the meeting
of such synod.”

SECTION 5. Section 8 of chapter 129 of the
local laws of 1867 is hereby amended, so that the
same when so amended shall r¢ad as follows, to-
wit: Section 8. “Said board of trustees shall
have power to carry on and conduet such prepar-
atory departments and colleges of learning and
seminaries as the said German Ivangelical Lu-
theran synod of Wisconsin and other states may
direct.”

SECTION 6. Section ten of chapter 129 of the
local Taws of 1867 is hereby amended so that the
same when so amended, shall read as follows, to-
wit: Section 10. “All acts heretofore done by
the board of trustees of the Northwestern Univer-
sity of Watertown, Wisconsin, or hy the German
Iivangelical Lutheran synod of Wiseonsin or by
the (German Lvangelical Lutheran synod of Wis-
consin and other states rearding the governinent
and maintenance of said university and other col-
leges of learning, are hereby legalized and de-
clared valid and legal.”

SECTION 7. This act shall take effect and be
in force, from and after its passage and publica-
tion.
